Loodon or some poit en the west coast of
Groat Britain, The name of port of desti-
pation uo; having bsen communicated by
the shipper, the captain cleared for London,
although it wae understood that, on his
way dowa niver, ecfforts were made to
instruet the captaia o go to & port other
than London.

Is Qhunrock III. of 3ritish Desizn ?

An interesting statement having source
among Scetchmen, is to the effect that ‘‘in
her design the Suamrock III. is distinctly
British. The heresy of the scow hus been
cast aside.” As a matter of fact a stern
view of the aew chalienger shows a better
scow model than Columbia ecan bosst, and
it is at worst as good as that of Constitution.
The breadth of beam on deck has been
carried aft in graceful lines snd the uonder-
water lines brought up too in exact scew
fashion. In fact, the most interesting feature
of the ship is the stern, because in that
view she looks most dangerons. The reports
that she leaves the water even at high speed
with but a tiny ripple sre undoubtedly true.
There is no joke 10 those reports. And
when she is heeled to her sailing lines in,
82y, a ten-kuot brecze she w.li oarry the
water to the eye-bolt in which the top-maat-
head préventer-stay hooks, if not to the
cover-bourd. The difference between Sham-
rock’ IIL and Shamrock IL is remarkable in
the lLinies’of the stern, for the stern of Sham-
rock II was notably uvarrow. As weall
remember, Shamrock II. failed in windward
work as compar<d with Coluwbis, even in
amooth wa e, although in smooth water
she faitly beat Columbia before the wind.
It is, therefere, safe to ray that Mr, Fife
took warning and so gave his new design
not ooly & looger overhang, but a much
broader one. The stories about her speed
to windward are ro doubt trne and her
b:oad scow stern isin a great measnre what
holda her up to her work.

Sir Thomas Liptou’s new cup challenger,
Shamrock III.,, was given her first test in
American  waters last Saturday in anin.
formsl trial with Shamrock I. off Sandy
Hook, New York.

Io the first ten miles of a fifteen-mile beat
to windward ina very light air the new
boat beat the old one about tem minutes and
ina run of fifteen miles to leeward, nine
minutes There was a long gentle sea and
the new challenger slipped cleanly over it,
making little fuss under her bow. Tuking
into consideration the sasertion by Eoglish
yachtsmen that Shamrock I. is tea minutes
faster ina thirty-mile eourse thsn she ever
wae and folly as much faster than Shamrock
IL., the vew bout’s performance on this side
of the Atlantic marks her as probably the
most dangerous challenger Sir Thomas has
brought over. In the light air and smooth
water she showed herself to be very fast.

The two Shamrocks left Tompkinsville
