In 1855 he
came to America, which he made his
home. Under the auspices of the
Académy of Natural Sciencés of Phila-
delphia, he undeértook a botante and
zoologic exploration of the Ogowe
basin., This he continued successfully
for four years. .His accounts of the
gorillas and Obongo dwarfs were con-
tradicted by Gray and Barth, but' later
exploratiohs have confirmed them.
