who is in St. John attending the ses- 
sions of the Women's Institute as one 
of the speakers, is a woman who has 
the best interests of children thor­
oughly at heart. For eight years she 
has been chief assistant to Judge 
Chochet, of the Juvenile Court of the 
city of Montreal, and tor two years be­
fore there was a Juvenile court she 
gave her service* free for the love of 
children.

It was then that the great need foi 
a Juvenile Court was forced upon 
those who worked among the childish 
offenders, for, in waiting for the judge 
to try them, the children were herded 
with old offenders, and the influent 
was far from good. A little committee 
of women got together to bring the 
matter before those in authority at 
Ottawa, and though the city of Win­
nipeg succeeded in establishing the 
first Juvenile Court, the plan was 
really mooted In Montreal.

In dealing with child criminals, Mrs. 
Henderson found that 52 per cent, ot 
the children who wer£ brought before 
the court came from the homes of 
widows, and it was this tact which led 
her to feel so strongly the necessity 
for widows' pensions. The economic 
and moral effect of this bill if made 
effective will be very great.
