At the enterfainments organised for
him they insisted that he should de
vote his atten to the local leaders
of soclety, that is to say, to the ma-
triarchs rather than to -their fascinat-
ing daughters. He naturally would
have preferred to dance with the May-
or's charming nfece than with the
Mayoress herself.

Lord Hamlliton Has D. 8. O.

As for Lord Claud Hamilton, who
must not be confounded with his
elderly uncle of the same mame, &
member of Parllament and president
of the Great Bastern Railroad—one of
the principal reflroad magnates ot
Great Britain—he is a fellow officer of
the Prince of Wales in the Gremadier
Guards. He joined the army in 1911,
hes been with  his royal master
throughout the war and incidentally
managed to win the Distinguished
Service Order by conspicuous gal-
lantry at the front. He lost his elder
brother Johm, Captain of the Irish
Guards, in the battle of Mons, Lord
John being at the time Deputy Master
of King George's Household. His only
sister, Lady Alexandra Hamilton, a
goddaughter of the Queen Mother, per-
ished when the Leinster was sub-
marined in the Irish Channel last year
while on her way from Kingston to
Holyhead. The Hamiltons bhave al-
ways been high in favor at court
Thus Lord Claud’s father, the late and
second Duke of Abercorn, was Chief
of the Household of Edward VIL until
his accession to the throne; afterwara
was -one of his Lords in Waiting.
Lord Claud’s aunt, the late Duchess

of Buccleuch, was Grand Mistress of
the Robes and of the Household of
Queen Victoria and afterward to

Queen Alexandra. Lord Claud, who
is unmarried, therefore is acoustomed
to court life and on terms of intimacy
with the members of the reigning fam-
ily. »
Legh—Pronounced Lee.

Captain the Hon. Plers Legh (pro
nournosd L.ee) another of the Prince
of Wales's equerries, i& a fellow offi-
cer in the Grenadier Guards, a former
A. D. C. of the Duke of Connaught
and a younger son of Liord Newton,
who, with Lady Newton, oan boast
of belonging to the somewhat restrict.
ed circles of the intimate personal
friends of the King and' Queen. Cap-
tain Legh is credited with having in-
herited & considerable amount of the
wit and keen sense of humor for
which hig father, Lord Newton, is so
distinguished Lord Newton has
sometimes been described as the “La
bouchere” of the House of Lords, ow-
ing to the sparkle, the unconvention-
ality and the breeginess of his clever
speeches It was he who immortal-
ized his friend Lord Rosebery by de
scribing him as “a sort of political
prima donna.”

That he has any very lofty ideas
as to the value of the House of Lords
would not appear from his utterances
Onee he described it as “infinitely the
most good-natured and longsuffering
assembly—in existence-—a place where
the biggest bore might die without
ever discovering that he was anything
but the most acceptable speaker in
the house,” while on another ocecasion
he stigmatized it as “a sort of hybrid
between a registry office and a debat-
ing soclety.”

A (onservative in politics, he has
little regard for party discipline, hav-
ing always refused to sacrifice any
of his principles or prejudices On
one memorable occasion he apostro-
phized his then leader, the Marquis of
Lansdowne, in the House of Lords
in the {ollowing words:

“We have the most profound ad-
miration for your character, we re
spéct you as a man, as & hushand and
as a father, But as regards your ord-
ers, we propose to act in a precisely
different direction.”
