CARLETON HAD ENTHUSIAS.
TIC ATTENDANCES TO
HEAR THE EVAN-
GELISTS,

Thursdsy afternoon the Baptist
church at Carleton had three times ss
many at the evangelistic service as on
the opening afternoon. Mr Martin con-
ducted the services with gpirit and en-
thusissm, speaking on the subject of
Prayer. Beside the other Carleton pas-
tors, the Rev ur Dykeman of Fairville,

was present.

Another meeting wiil be held this
afternoon in the Baptist church.

In the evening there was a largely in-
creased attendance at the Carleton City
Hall. Rev Dr Hartley made the an-
nouncements. and Rev Mr Penna and
Rev Mr Higgins offered prayer.

Hope was Evangelist Gordon’s theme
188t evening—Four Characteristics of the
Christ'an’s Hope. He said there were
three kinds of hope mentioned in the
Bible; first, the Hope of Israel; s.cond,
The Hope of the Church; third, The
Hope of the Christian. The Hope of
Israel was the coming of the Messiah,
The hope of the church is the second
coming of Christ, The Christian’s hope
is the hope of heaven—the hope of some
day being Jike Christ—the hope of some
day meeting dear ones who have gone
on before. There are four characteristics
of the Christian’s hope distinctly set
forth in the word of God. If yom
have @& bright hope of heaven
through faith in Jesus Chriet you will
poseess these four characteristics, If
you do not possess these four character-
iatics you ought to spend an hour or two
in self examination, A little self exam-
ination will not hurt you anyhow. Have
I a bright bope of Heaven? Am 1
really a Christian? The word of God
will anawer that question. 8o let us turn
to the grand old book.

First, the Bible describes the Christ-
iane’ hope as “a lively hope.” 1 Peter
i—3, these words: “Blessed be the God
and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ,
which acoording to his abundant mercy:
hath begotten us again unto a lively
hope by the resurrection of Jesus Christ
from the dead.” The OChristian’s hope
is & lively hope and the man who 1?ou-
sesses it will be a lively man. Find
the professor of religion who is
“not working much” at his religion, and
the chances are that he has not much re-
ligion to work at. When & patient has
been cured of a disease he is usually dis-
posed to talk about the physician whose
sreatment turned out so successfally.
When a man has managed to get into
the kingdom of God you can wusually
tell it by the fact that he is anxiocus to
get somebody else in also. “A lively
hope is, as a rule, found wrapped up on
the inside of & lively man. You have
no right to believe that you are a Chris-
tian unless you are concerned for your
neighbors. Have you ever led a soul to
Jesus Christ. How many persons have
you spoken to on° the subject of
personal religion during the past
twelve months. With the heart man
believeth,bat with the mouth confession
is made unto ealvation., What Chris-
ians need is a lively hope, and what the
church needs is lively Christiane.

Second, the Bible describes the Chrig-
tian’shope as & purifying hope. John
gays in one of his epistles: ‘“Every man
that hath this hope in him purifieth
himsell.” I would like to put the em-
phasis on that last word. He purifieth
himself. There are scores, if not hun-
dreds of people who are engaged in the
business straightening out their
neighbors. It does mot occur to them
that their own porification is being
sadly neglected. It has never occurred
to them that if they would only purify
themselves the whole neighborhood
would be improved by the process. But
bow quick they are to discern evil in
others. Ifyou have a weak spot,ora
mean gpot, or & sore apof, or & biack
spot, how they point the finger of scorn
at it. How they deride. How they
criticise. “He’s a pnttf sortof a Christ-
ian,” they say. * couldn’t be &
better Christian than that man I
wouldn’t try.” But the man who ftries
and fails is a thousand times better than
the man whofa'ls to try. When a man
gets a good conception of the character
of Jesus Christ he is so thoroughly occu-
pied in purifying himself that he does
not spend his time criticising other
people. “He purifieth himself,”

Thirxd. The Bible describes the Chris-
tian’s hope as a hope which is “both
sure and steadfast.” In Paul’s letfer to
the Hebrews we read: “Which hope we
have as an anchor of the soul, both sure
and steadfast.” When an anchor is in

the water, but it holds the vessel firm to
the rock below. So the hope of the
Christian is an anchor to the soul, both
suré and steadfast. Some men enjoy
their religion just as long as it is aweet-
ened with the sugarof prosperity, but
when disaster comes they fail to ‘“‘take
the cup of salvation,” and they cease to
‘“call upon the name of the Lord.” I
knew a school-teacher who always gave
& ringing testimony for Christ
every time the regular church
prayer meeting was held, but one day
ne lost his position asschool teacher and
had no source of regular income, and af-
ter that he ceased to teatily. He had a
hope, but it was not bright and clear.
The anchor of his hope failed to hold.
It; easy to trust God when you are well
fed. Itis easy to trust God when your
wardrobe is well stocked. It is easy to
trust God when your bank account is in
& healthy condition. But can you trust
God when your hand iz empty? Can
you frust God when your bed is hard?
Can you trust God when your friends
forsake you? Can you trust God in the
dark? ave you & hope “which is an
anchor of the soul, both sure and stead-
fagt?” God slways tests a man before
he trusts him.

Fourth, and laat,the Bible speaks of
the Ohristian’s hope ss & hope which
“maketh not ashamed,” Rom. v-5. A
{:u':g man who was about to leave home

order to take & three yearscourse in
& militery academy was requested by
his mother to make her just one prom-
ise before he left home. It was this—
that when he reached the military
academy, he would, every night, before
retiring, read & passage of scripture and
kneel in prayer. The young man being
& Christian and supposing that when he
reached the scademy he would enjoy
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the promise which his mother request-
ed of him. Bat when he reached
the academy, instead of finding
himself alone in his own room, he found
that he had to oc upy a cotir a room
with 20 other young me., who were
students like himeelf, The hour for sleep
arrived. His fellow students were roll-
ing into bed without even a sugeestion
of prayer or Bible reading. Should he
read the Scrip ure and kneel in the pres-
ence of such young men as these. For
a moment he hesitated, when at last
there flashed across his mind these
words: ‘“‘Ashamed of Jesus, thaf dear
friend on whom my hopes of heaven
depend.” In a moment his Bible was
out and asilently he read a passige of
Scriptare, Aiter reading the passag:
he kneli and engaged in silent prayer.
No soonmer had hie kuees touched the
floor than he was conecious of the fact
that he was receiving svecial attention
from his fellow-students. Everithing
movable in the zoom seemed to be hurled
at him by his comrades—pillows, boots,
bootjacks, gents’ farnishing goods and
such things in abundance,so tbat he was
completely covered up. at the young
man prayed on and when he arose from
his knees he was the moral master of the
situation. Night after night they snowed
him under but the young man per-
severed and night after night the storm
grew lighter until finally he was per-
mitted to pray in peace. Three mounthe
after his arrival, one night when h®
arose from hie knees he was surprised to
find one of the young men, who had
been impressed by his example,
down or his knees engaged in prayer.
Our friend could scarcely believe his
own eyes. I am glad to state that
young man remained in that military
academy long encugh to see every one
of those twenty young men follow his
example and down upon their knees
every evening before retiring. * Hope
maketh not ashamed,” and the man who
has a bright and clear hope of heaven
through Jesus Christ will be willing to
let the world know it.
