London, Oct. 5—4 a. m.—The “khaki” 
l>oom has swept the country. Yesterday’s 
pollings are a tale of increased ministerial­
ist and diminished Liberal majorities. The 
returns from the rural districts today (Fri­
day) and tomorrow may do something to 
rehabilitate the Liberals; but the results 
thus far have fully justified Mr. Chamber- 
lain and the party organizers who are 
backing the government in their choice of 
the moment to dissolve parliament.

Few will doubt that an appeal to the 
country a month or two earlier woivd 
have produced an even more remarkable 
Unionist outburst. Nevertheless the min­
isterialists may already congratulate them­
selves on being returned with an increased 
majority. Yesterday the Conservatives 
gained 12 seats as against three gained by 
ftlhe Liberals.

The workingmen of the country have 
replied in a very decided voice in favor of 
the war and of the annexation of the 
repub ics. Mr. Andrew Try burgh Provand, 
who was defeated in the Black Friars' 
division, had sat for Glasgow in the Lib­
eral interests since 1886; and the -..age- 
ton division was Sir George Otto Trevel­
yan’s old seat.

Botii hod long been Liberal strongholds. 
The resulits in Liverpool and other indus­
trial districts tell a similar story of in­
creased Unionist majorities. Mr. Cham­
berlain, who was listening to the results 
over the telephone, sent the following 
message to the people of Birmingham :

“This has been a good day’s work for 
the empire ”

London itself felt the full tide of the 
Unionist victory. The Liberal representa­
tion from the metropolis will not amount 
to. more than seven or eight out of G2 
members. In all directions the anti-war 
candidates have been defeated.

Londoners were not slow last evening to 
testify to their delight. Wherever the re­
sults were displayed crowds collected to 
dheer and to demonstrate in favor of their 
favorites.

“GENERAL OF COMMUNICATIONS.” Germany Willing to Have the Officials Punished by China 

Under German Supervision—The United States in the 
Same Frame of Mind—Negotiations 

May Now Begin.

Another Ship Load.

Toronto, Oct. 4.—The Telegram’s spec­
ial cable from London says: Another lot 
of Canadians who for some tame have been 
confined in English hospitals, having been 
invalided from South Africa, sailed to­
day by the steamship Vancouver for Mon­
treal. There were 40 in the iparty. Ser­
geant Major J. Widgery, “A” squadron, 
It. C. D., first battalion Canadian Mount­
ed Rifles, is in charge of the men, among 
whlom are Pte. J. H. Robertson, 62nd St.

Washington, Oct. 4—Propositions of a 
far-reaching character concerning China 
are being presented in ranid succession to 
this government. The state department 
had no sooner disposed of one of these 
propos tions today, by delivering a response 
to the German government, than it was 
confronted by an even more important 
proposition, submitted by the French gov­
ernment, and within half an hour formally 
seconded by the Russian government.

The answer to Germany covered the sub­
ject of punishing the Chinese offenders 
and made known that the United States 
had instructed Minister Conger along the 
lines suggested by Germany. The instruc­
tions look towards securing the names of 
the persons deserving chastisement, also 
whether the punishments accord with the 
gravity of the crimes committed and, fin­
ally in what manner the United States and 
the other powers are to be assured that 
satisfactory punishment is inflicted. Aside 
from the specific purposes of the note, it 
is regarded as important chiefly in es­
tablishing the most satisfactory relations 
between the governments at Washington 
and Berlin. The Franco-Ruseian proposal 
takes a much broader. scope and submits 
a programme under which the negotiations 
for a complete settlement can be carried 
forward. The French charge, M. Thiebaut 
handed the proposition to Secretary Hay 
shortly after noon today and held a brief 
conference concerning it. Half an hour 
later M. De Wollant, the Russian charge, 
arrived at the state department and hand­
ed to Mr. Hay a note expressing Russian 
approval of the propositions just submit­
ted by France. Mr. Hay gare no formal 
answer as they will go first to the presi­
dent at Canton. ’

The Franco-Russian proposition is under 
four heads, namely: First, punishment of 
the guilty parties; second, interdiction of 
the shipment of arms into China; third, 
permanent indemnity to the powers, and 
fourth, sufficient guarantees for the fu­
ture.

In addition, a suggestion is made for 
the establishment of a permanent legation 
guard at Pekin ; for the raising of Taku 
forts and for the maintenance of a line 
of communication between Pekin and the 
sea.

Tuan, who appears from the concurring 
testimony of the legations in Pekin to 
have been one of Plie foremost in the pro­
ceedings complained of, should escape such 
full measure of exemplary punishment as 
the facts Warrant, or if Kang Yi and 
Choa Shu Chiao should receive other than 
tiheir just deserts.

“With a view to forming a judgment on 
these points, the United States minister 
in Pekin has been instructed to report 
■whether the edict completely names the 
persons deserving of chastisement; wheth­
er punishments proposed accord with the 
gravity of the crimes committed and in 
what manner the United States and the" 
other powers are to be assured that satis­
factory punishment is inflicted, 
hoped that Mr. Conger’s replies to these 
interrogatories will confirm the govern­
ment of the United States in the opinion 
which it now shares with the imperial 
German government that the edict in 
question is an important initial step in 
the direction of peace and order in China.

Germany and the United States as to the 
means of dealing with China, might be 
strained if not broken. For that reason 
tihe recent negotiations have taken an 
added interest and significance, and the 
hearty concurrence wihicih now has been 
brought about is looked upon as a little 
short of a triumph in international comity 
and one alike satisfactory to the United 
States and to Germany.

The instructions to M inti ter Conger dis­
close the firmness with which this govern­
ment will see that the punishments are 
administered. The chief personages guilty 
of the outrages have been taken, into con­
sideration during the latest negotiations 
and it cam be stated that foremost among 
then! are Prince Tuan, Clhao Shu Uhiao 
and Kang Yi. Except Tuan, these names 
have been little mentioned among these 
China has marked for punishment, but 
they are none the less those who have 
had largely to do with the outrages and 
they will be held to strict accountability.

The German note contained in today’s 
despatches from" Berlin concerning the 
punishment of Chinese offenders, is that 
Which Baron Speck Von Sternberg has so 
earnestly urged before Secretary Hay with­
in the last few days and to which the 
favorable response of the United States 
was communicated to the German charge 
d’affaires today.

«liftTo Pay the Dead Honors.
Ta-ku, Monday, Oct. 1.—The Dowager 

Empress has deputed the highest official 
of the empire to make all necessary ar­
rangements for a most imposing funeral 
in honor of Baron Von Ketteier, late 
German minister to China. She has also 
ordered the erection of a suitable temple 
at the capital to Ms memory. The super­
intendent of trade at Tien Tsin has been 
ordered to meet tihe body on its arrival 
here and tihe highest officials at other 
ports will pay the greatest honor to tihe 
dead. An imperial edict degrades from 
all ranks and offices Prince Tuan, Lan 
Yi, Kang Yi, Tung Fuh Sian g and others 
concerned in the Boxer movement.

Will Receive Von Waldersee.
Pekin, Saturday, Sept. 29.—The com­

manders of the international forces are 
arranging for a combined official reception 
of Field Marshal Count Von Waldersee. 
A detachment of mixed cavalry will escort 
him from Tung Ohow to this city. The 
members of the diplomatic corps here are 
still of the opinion that only Prince Ching 
and Li Hung Chung can be recognized as 
peace negotiators.

A CLASH AVERTED. CATTLE JUDGING.
The impression here, in advance of ac­

tion on these propositions by our govern­
ment, is that they contain nothing es- 

tially unfitting them to be subjects of 
consideration in a final settlement. Tire 
difficulty which is likely to arise lies in 
the placing of proper limitations upon the 
scope of each head. This is particularly 
true of the subject of guarantee and, per­
haps, of that of indemnity. Still, as al­
ready suggested, each is undoubtedly a 
most proper subject for the discussion 
when the final negotiations are reached, 
and therefore M. Delcasse’s broadest prop­
ositions, while likely to consume some time 
in reducing them to ultimate and bind­
ing form, may be said to have a fair re­
ception awaiting them.

As to the interdiction of arms, the state 
department already has intimated that 
this may be a question as to*its wisdom 
and there is reason to believe that Ger­
many will not view that particular feature 
with approval. But there appears to be 
good reason to expect that a middle 
ground will be reached by confining the 
interdiction of arms to a specified period, 
possibly to be fixed by the time required 
by China within which to pay the indem­
nity. The chief objection to the proposi­
tion is in its being permanent in its pres­
ent form.

What the United States government 
particularly desires to avoid is 
entering into a programme that 
leans in any manner toward the main­
tenance of a foothold on Chinese soil, and 
if the other propositions relative to the 
maintenance of a line of free and safe 
communication between Pekin and the 
state and to the legation guards, can be 
modified in the direction of temporary ex­
pedients, they will be more likely to re­
ceive the support of our government- It is 
apparent» from the complexity of the 

latest Franco-Russian proposals that this 
fihase of the negotiations will take some 
time, to dispose of.

Following is the text of the American 
reply to the German note delivered to­
day by Secretary Hay, to Baron Speck 
Von Sternberg, the German charge d’af­
faires:

“The secretary of state to the imperial 
German charge:

“Memdrandum in response to the in­
quiry made of the secretary of the state 
October 2, 1900, by the imperial German 
charge d’affaires touching the Chinese im­
perial edict in regard to the punishment 
of Prince Tuan and other high Chinese 
officials.

“The Chinese minister communicated to 
the secretary of state a telegram received 
by him from Director General Sfoeng, con­
veying tihe purport of an imperial edict 
dated September 25, 1900, by which the 
degredation and .punishment of Prince 
Tuan and other high Chinese officials is 
decreed.

“The government of the United States 
is disposed to regard this measure as a

Hazleton, Oct. 4.—An uprising of strik­
ing miners in the Sbamokin region seemed 
imminent for several horn's late ztoday 
and there iras forebodings of a clash be­
tween armed deputies and a large body 
of strikers. Some 3,000 excited strikers 
assembled at Mount Carmel and started 
to march to Trevorton, 16 miles away, 
with the avowed purpose of forcing those 
at work at the North Franklin colliery to 
stop work and join in tihe strike. This 
was tihe only mine in the region and the 
strikers had become angered at tihe re­
fusal of the men there to stop work.

The marchers were in an excited and 
wrathful frame of mind. When they had 
covered three miles of their march they 
were met by officials of their organization, 
who after much persuasion, induced the 
men to abandon their proposed trip.

Mvter it Was announced that the officials 
of tihe North Franklin to prevent trouble 
would not operate the mine until the 
strike was settled. Gen. Go bin tonight 
rescinded bis orders for battery “C” of 
t’he National Guard to return home to­
morrow*. Affairs were quiiet in all other 
sections of tihe anthracite field today. 
With cessation of operations at the North 
Franklin, all of the Philadelphia and 
lxe-ad/iing Company’s 39 collieries will now 
have ceased work.

WASHINGTON’S INSTRUCTIONS.

The United States Wants the Punishment 
to Fit the Crime.

Washington, Oct. 4.—The United States 
government has taken another decisive 
step in tlie development of the Chinese 
situaltiion ip a note delivered today by 
Secretary Hay to the German charge 
d’affaires, Baron Speck Von Sternberg. 
In the note favorable action by this gov­
ernment on Germany’s last suggestion con­
cerning the punishment of Chinese crim­
inals is expressed and the announcement 
is made that the United States has al­
ready sent instructions to Minister Conger 
along the lines indicated. The instruc­
tions to Minister Conger are that he shall 
learn the names of the Chinese offenders 
who are to be punished; also whether the 
punishment to be administered is ade­
quate to their offenses; and finally, whether 
the punishments are actually administered.

The American note to Germany is re­
garded as one of tihe most important 
moves thus far made, not only in fixing 
the course of events in China, bu/t in giv­
ing formal expression to a growing and 
most satisfactory feeling which. has arisen 
lately between tihe governments at Berlin 
and Washington. This has come about 
after several extended conferences between 
Secretary Hay and Baron Sternberg, all 
of them looking toward common action by 
the two governments.

As these desjxitches stated yesterday, 
the point now under consideration is the 
supervision, by the ministers of the -powers 
at Pekin, of the punishments to lie admin­
istered by the Chinese authorities. The 
desires of Germany ii\ this matter were 
expre-tied at length and were communi­
cated to tihe president. They met with 
the most hearty approval, as they were 
seen to be in line with what the United 
States had announced as one of its chief 
aims, viz: To hold the guilty parties to 
the uttermost accountability for their 
wrongdoing. As a result Secretary Hay 
prepared the n<yte delivered today. It 
was cabled immediately to the Berlin for­
eign office.

It is felt here that the American note 
will create a most favorable impression in 
Berlin and mil prove another bond be­
tween the two governments. It has been 
recognized that, after the last note to 
Germany, some friction ivas manifested 
in the German press and there irai some 
apprehension that tihe accord between
