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In the Divorce Proceedings Against Rev.
Joseph K. Dixon.

Boston, Dec. 19—Judge Fessenden of
the Superior court today rendered a de-
cree nisi in favor of the libellant in the
divorce proceedings brought by Mrs. An-
nie Dixon against the Rev. Joseph K.
Dixon, former pastor of the Warren Av-
enue Baptist church.

Mrs. Dixon’s libel charged: adultry with
a Mrs. Ammermann.

The cross-libel brought by Dr: Dixon,
charging cruelty, was dismissed.

The court has made no dlsposlhon of
the chlldren, two of whom are now prac-
tically’ in control of their father, and the
other with her mother. The children will
50 remain unless either party wishes to
be heard on the question of custody at
wome future time.

The question of alimony has not been
passed upon, and Mrs. Dixon with her
counsel may be heard on the matter again
shortly.  The questions of the custody of
children ‘and alimony are always oOpen
for the court to pass uwpon.

Mrs. Dixon’s counsel asked for alimony
at the time of the trial, and said he
hoped a substantial sum would be given
to his client, as Mrs. Ammermann had
given to Dr. Dixon a large amount, which,
as alleged counsel, was in payment for the
affection given to Mrs. Ammermann by
Dr. Dixon, and counsel claimed it -should
have been given to Mrs. Dixon.

As the amount which was left to Dr.
Dixon—about $50,000—is in litigation, and

the will of- Mrs. Ammermann is being |

fought by Mrs. Ammermann’s relatives,
it is likely to be a year or more before
the court passed upon the question of
Mrs. Ammermann’s mmd and the alleged
undue influence*of Dr. Dixon over her.

The one great incident in the lives of
the Dixons which hurried the divorce pro-

ceedings wa- sthe expulsion of Dr. Dixon

from the Warren Avenue Baptist church,
where subsequently he held services before
large congregations on the steps of that
edifice.

The most interesting incident of the
divorce trial was the introduction of love
letters with a floral code, which Mrs.
Dixon’s side contended had been written
by Dr. Dixon to Mrs. Ammermann, and
which counsel for Dr. Dixon said were
forgeries.

Dr. Dixon is a well-’known writer on
religious matters, as well as an exception-
ally good pulpit orator-.

Mrs. Ammermann was the wife of Con-
gressman Ammermann of Pennsylvania,
who died soon after meeting Dr. Dixon.
Mrs. Ammermann became well acquainted
with Dr. Dixon while she was building
a memorial chapel for her husband, for the
parish of which Dr. Dixon was head.

When Mrs. Ammermann- died she left
an estate of about $250,000 and Mrs. Am-
mermann’s horses for life, and $10,000 to
keep them.

Previous to her death Mrs. Ammer-
mann made a deed of trust for $50,000 in
favor of Dr. Dixon and herself, and Dr.
Dixon has already collected some money
under this trust. Mayor Champlin of
Cambridge is trustec under this deed
and this is in litigation as well as Mrs.
Ammermann’s will.

Dispatch of a Warship Will Be Unneces-
sary.

‘Washington, Dec. 19.—Consul General Gun-
nere, at Tangier, Mcrocco, Teports to the
state department by telegraph that the
Moorish government has paid the $5,000 de-
manded by the United States as indemnity
for the killing cf Manrcus Ezegui, a natural-
ized American citizen, at Fez. This disposes
of an incident which threatened to disrupt
the friendly relations between Morocco and
the United States. Ncltice had been served
on Moracco that she must pay the indemnity,

| and three wecks ago the mavy department as-

signed the auxiliary cruiser Mixie to the
duty w©of backing up Consul General Guu-
nere’'s demand for paymenit. Later the date
of sending the war vessel to Morocco was
postponed mntil next February, when the
great Mchammedan feast off the Moors, which
lasts six weeks, Wwill be over. It will mow
not be mecessary to send a warship to a
Moorish port. -

Ezegul was jostled by a Moor in the streets
of Fez, the official residence of the sultan.
He resented this and in a scuffle that ensued
drew a revelver and shot @ man in the foot.
A. mob seized Ezegul and burned him to
death. The United States government ac-
quitted the government of Morocco of re-
sponsibility for Ezegul's death, but insisted
that the leaders of the mob be punished.
Morccco made no effont to apprehend the of-
fenders, although they were well known, and
the United States government, after a sul-
ficient Jemgth of time had elapsed, made a
claim wof $5,000 on Morocco for its failure
to ibring the leaders to justice. ‘The sultan’s
government declined to pay on itne zround
that Bzegui had forfeited his American citi-
zenship by remaining in. Morocco for m
period equal 'to that necessary for him to
n:side i the United States 'to secure citi-
zenship.

There is a pmvlsmru in the treaty between
the civilized nations, including the Uhited
States, for the probtaction wof foreigners in
Morocco, that a Moor maturalized abroad
who- reluras to Morocco must acknowledge
the sovereignty wof the sultan or quit the
country after he thas resided tthere for a
period equal to the time of residence neces-
sary for him o cbtain naturalization in
his wadopted land. It takes five years for
@ foreigner ito obtain maturalization in the
United States and he had resided in Morocco
on Lis returny longer than: that time. The
state department rejecied the Moorish con-
tentioh principatly® on ithe ground ‘hut
Ezegul bad not been called on to quit the
country or acknowledge wllegiance to the
sultan. X

MR. CHARLES BURRILL

Is Now Busy Interesting Capital,
Sccuring Legislation and Form-
ing @ Company--Hé Interviewed
thé New Brunswick Goveriment
Last Evening in This City.

Mr. Charles Burrill, whom The "TFele-
graph a short time ago stated was inter-
ested in the promotion of a company to
establich a steel shipbuilding industry in
St. John, was in the city Friday evening
on the way fo Halifax from Montreal. In
upper ( anada Mr. Burrill has: been busy
interesting Canadian financiers in his pro-
ject which is more extensive than at

ship building industriés, one at Halifax
and one in St. John." To a reporter last
night Mr. Burrill sadd:

*At the last session of the Nova Scotia
legislature very especial aid was granted
with respect to freedom of taxation. 1
have been reported by the Halifax. Chron-
icle as forming-a company to build steel |
ships in St. John, N." B. This is not
quite correct; yet theére are hopes that
both St. John and Halifax will have their
steel shipbuilding plants. The outcome of
this industry will bé of incalculable value
to my native province, and I may tell
you at once that we believe we can build
up a large maritime fleet, which will be
extensive enough, pelhaps, to win back
that maritime prestige which we possessed
years ago. With “tliis end in view,"we
are naturally tempted to take advant'\ge
of the near presence of the steel plates
which the Dominion Tron & Steel Com-
‘pany will soon be able to supply, yet I
believe the shipbuilding industry would
thrive with us even if we had' to import
the plates in question. In fact, the pro-
ject is at times so enthusing that I can
at this early period of the enterpuse al-
most see the ships under way.’

Coming to ‘& ‘more definite statement,
Mr. Burrill said that there was very little
doubt but that the plant of the Nova
Scotia Steel Shipbuilding Cempany would
be located in Halifax, and he also believed
that a second plant would be located in
St. John, N. B. The success, however, of’
the last mentioned enterprise would, no
doubt, depend .uppn the attitude of the
New Brunswick, legislature in the matter
of bonuses or other forms of aid for as
stated so well in, thé Gazette the other.
day, he felt that sufficient assistance
from the dominion and local governments
should be given to place the steel ship-
building industry on an equal footing with
the yards of the old eountry.

“I feel,”. ded Mz, Burrill,. “that this
should be ne"as @ matter of course,
and I feel that our legislators, both local
and federal, “will only be too glad to come
to the’#id of an ‘industry’ that means so
much to the Dominion of Canada. In
fact, as I have just intimated, it would
be difficult, without this aid, to compete
with yards established a cenfury ago .at
leest.” .. S 4

Mr. Bmull who'* was a builder and

Scotia and New 'Brunswick had' all the
necessary adjuncts to make steel . ship-
building a success. Meost of the men. -he
added, have nqt only. captained, but man-
