The Transit of Venus.
From the Boston Journal, Doc. 3.

On the 8th of this month, next Tues-
day, will occur an astronomical event of
great interest, for which the leading Go-
vernments have made extensive and costly
preparations. Theyhave certainlyhad tinie
enough in which to do it, for no maa now
living ever saw a transit of Venus and,
after a recurrencé of the phenomenon

ever sce anothér. In fact, the transits
occurring within a period of 400 years are
set down as follows :

1631, Dccember 6.
1639, December 4.
1761, June 5.
1769, June 8.

It will be seen that when after a lengthy
interval a trausit oceurs, another follows
eight years afterwaad; this is owing to
the peculiar relations of the orbits of
Venus and the earth, which it is not ne-
cessary to explain.. The first general
point of interest will be: What is the
practical value of this rare phenomenon?
It is to ascertain the distance of the sun
from the earth. If it be asked what the
importance of that is, it may be answer-

ed, first, that it is of scientific moment
to cleagup an unsettled poiut ; secondly,
it Is neC¥ssary in order to determine the
distances of all the other planets, accord-
ing to Kepler's famous law, which makes
our distance from the sun a sort of yard-
stick for measuring other celestial dis-
tances; and, thirdly, it is nedes ary to
perfect the sciemce of naviggtida, s
which the progress of human welfare 80
largely depends. It is well known that
tbis distance of our luminary has been
very differently estimated. In the school
days of most of us it was declared to be
95,000,000 miles.  Within a few years it
has been fixed at 92,000,000 and 92,500,-
000 iles. The ancient astronomers
e:timated the distance to be about 5,000,-
000 wiles; Kepler, the great genius of his
day, calculated thedistance to be not less
than 26,000,000 miles; Dr. Hailey, who
originated the methods of observing the
transit of Venus employed in the last
century, carried the estimate up to 66,-
000,000 miles ; Cassini to 85,000,000, until
Eucke cstablished the old 95,000,000,
with which most people living were in
their youth familiar. It will be acknow-
ledged, thercfore, that if there is any
more accurate and authoritative method
of settling this question it ought to be
availed of.

There is such presented by the ap-
proaching transit of Venus, when that
pianet will come between us and the sun,
appearing to those who are so situated
as t9 behold it like a small black bead
moving across the sun’s disc. As it takes
place after cight o'clockin the evening, it
will not, of course, be visible from this
part of the globe. Its beginning will be
witnessed in many quarters where the
ending will not be visible: but Ja-
pan, Western China and Australia will
be among the countries where the whole
course of the transit will be observed.

Accordingly suitable stations have
there been selected, and before this time
occupied by the various corps of scienti-
fic observers sent out under the auspices
of different governments. The Russian
Government has dispatched twenty-seven
such expeditions; France, Germany and
England ten .or twelve each, and the
United States Government has appropri-
ated $150,000 for the purpose and placed
vessels of the navy at the disposal of
cight separate expeditionary parties.
There has been a mutual understanding
between the leading scientific men enlist-
ed in the enterprise whereby not only
the stations have been respectively
assigned but the various specialties of
work allotted. By means of this friendly
co-operation and of the immense im-
provement which has becn made during
the century in all kinds of astronomical
apparatus, it is hoped that a degree of
accuracy in results will be obtained
which was heretofore immpossible. The
great number of observers, too, and the
extended area occupied by thein diminish
the daunger of failure through the occur-
rence of cloudy weather or any of those
mishaps which are so liable to beset deli-
cate astronomical observatious.

The methods of obtaining the distance
of the sun from the earth are too abstruse
to be easily comprehended without dia-
grams, although the main principle is
obvious. If an engineer in war time
wislies to know what leagth of fuse must
be attached to a shell to be thrown into
an cnemy’s fort—in other words, what the
distancg of the fort is from the cannon—
he meafures a base line and then finds
the angles made at its two ends by visual
lines running to a point on the fort. This
gives him the distance, since by geometry
| it ouc of the sides and two angles of a|
| triangle are known, the other sides can
{be asccrtained. The distauce of the
| moon from the earth is obtained in u;e‘

the sun has been its extreme distance,
whicli makes the base of the triangle on
the earth—the apex of which triangle
is the sun—so very small Jelatively
that any error leads to' an immense
variation in the result. ‘The #-dang'c
supposed has been compared to ‘the
lines drawn from the two ends of an
apple seed to a point on the opposite side
of an ordinary street. Now Venus,when
she makes her transit, is oily about one

quarter of the distance to the sun, so
that her distance can be casily determin-
ed in miles by our astronomfeal observers,
situated say 4000 miles apart, and who
know just kow far, thus, :geuring their
base line, and ascertaining their angles by
careful observation. The refative distance
of Venus both from the earth and the sun
being known, as itis, the absolute distance
in miles is only anarithmetigal calcnlation

The elements also of a second triangle
Whoue apex is on the other side of Venus,
with the diameter of the sun for its base,
will be used to verify the exact position
of 'Venus and the entire distance required.
These oppositeangles, of cotrse,are made,
orare supposed to be made, by-the lines
of vision ot.distantly sep arsted observers
crossing each other at the intervening
planet. The whole difflculty of the pro-
blem is in securing the greéatest possible
degree of accuracy in the observations.
If it is in human power to sficceed in that,
