A HALF HOUR’S READING 
By systematic reading, a little at a

I’ve noticed that great 
readers sometimes have poor memor 
ies.

“ Oh, yes. If I like an author I’m 
pretty certain to get well acquainted 
with him. I enjoy following the 
processes of his mind. I feel toward 
him as I do toward a friend.”

“ What method of reading do you 
follow ?” I inquired.

“ I can't say that I have any regu 
lar method in reading except this 
I have certain subjects that I like, 
and 1 read on them only the best 
books. Life is too short for trash. 
Then I always read a half hour or so 
before going to bed.”

Now 1 felt that I was getting at 
the secret.

“ How did you happen to form 
that habit ?” I asked.

“ Oh, I began when I was young, 
just getting into business. I saw 
that work was going to absorb most

of my time and that intellectually 
and imaginatively 1 might run dry if 
I stayed in my rut. So 1 resolved to 
do a little reading before I went to 
bed, the only time 1 could be sure of. 
Now 1 look forward to that interval. 
No matter how irritating or perplex­
ing a day may be, there's always the 
oasis ahead. It's a funny thing, by 
the way, what that half hour can do 
for me. Often when I'm tangled up 
with problems and cares, ns soon as 
I sit down for my reading, 1 find my­
self feeling better, even before 1 
begin, mind you. It’s as if 1 went 
into another world where the conci­
sions were serene and the air was 
clear. 1 long for that time of read­
ing. It is amazing, too, the extent 
of the information that can be 
gained by a half four’s reading 
every day.—Catholic Columbian.

OUR BOYS AND GIRLS

SHORT SKETCH OF LIVES OF 
SAINTS OF THE WEEK

FEBBUABY 4 —ST. JANE OF VALOIS

Born of the blood royal of France, 
herself a queen, Jane of Valois led a 
life remarkable for its humiliations 
even in the annals of the Saints. 
Her father, Louis XL, who had hoped 
for a son to succeed him, banished 
Jane from his palace, and, it is said, 
even attempted her life. At the age 
of five the neglected child offered 
her whole heart to God, and yearned 
to do some special service in honor 
of His blessed Mother. At the king’s 
wish, though against her own in­
clination, she was married to the 
Duke of Orleans. Towards an indif­
ferent and\ unworthy husband her 
conduct wa& ever most patient and 
dutiful. Her prayers and tears 
saved him from a traitor's death and 
shortened the captivity which hie 
rebellion had merited. Still noth­
ing could win a heart which was al­
ready given to another. When her 
husband ascended the throne 
Louis XII., his first act was to repu­
diate by false representations one 
who through twenty-two years of 
cruel neglect had been his true and 
loyal wife. At the final sentence of 
separation, the saintly queen ex 
claimed, God be praised Who has 
allowed • this, that I may serve Him 
better than 1 have heretofore done," 
Retiring to Bourges, she there rea 
lized her long-formed desire of 
founding the Order of the Annuncia­
tion, in honor of the Mother of God.

Under the guidance of St. Francis 
of Paula, the director of her child­
hood, St. Jane was enabled to over­
come the serious obstacles which 
even good people raised against the 
foundation of her new- Order. In 
1501 the rule of the Annunciation 
was finally approved by Alexander 
VI. The chief aim of the institute 
was to imitate the ten virtues prac­
tised by Our Lady in the mystery of 
the Incarnation, the superioress 
being called “ Ancelle,” handmaid, 
in honor of Mary’s humility. St. 
Jane built and endowed the first 
convent of the Order in 1502. She 
died in heroic sanctity, A. D. 1505, 
and was buried in the royal crown 
and purple, beneath which lay the 
habit of her Order.

FEBRUARY 5.—8T. AGATHA, VIRGIN1,

St. Agatha was born in Sicily, of 
rich and noble parents—a child of 
benediction from the first, for she 
was promised to her parents before 
her birth, and consecrated from her 
earliest infancy to God. In the 
midst of dangers and temptations 
she served Christ in purity of body 
and soul, and she died for the love 
of chastity. Qaintanus, who gov­
erned Sicily under the Emperor 
Decius, had heard the rumor of her 
beauty and wealth, and he made the 
laws against the Christians a pre­
text for summoning her from Paler­
mo to Catania, where he was at the 
time. “O Jesus Christ!” she cried, 

she sec out on this dreaded 
journey, “ all that I am is Thine ; 
preserve me against the tyrant."

And Our Lord did indeed preserve 
one who had given herself so utterly 
to Him. He kept her pure and un­
defiled while she was imprisoned for 
a whole month under charge of an 
evil woman. He gave her strength 
to reply to the offer of her life and 
safety, if she would but consent to 
sin, “ Christ alone is my life and my 
salvation.” When Quintanus turned 
from passion to cruelty, and cut off 
her breasts, Our Lord sent the Prince 
of His apostles to heal her. And 
when, after she had been rolled 
naked upon potsherds, she asked 
that her torments might be ended, 
her Spouse heard her prayer and 
took her to Himself.

St. Agatha gave herself without 
reserve to Jesus Christ ; she followed 
Him in virginal purity, and then 
looked to Him for protection. And 
down to this day Christ has shown 
His tender regard for the very body 
of St. Agatha. Again and again, 
during the eruptions of Mount Etna, 
the people of Catania have exposed 
her veil for public veneration, and 
found safety by this means ; and in 
modern times, on opening the tomb 
in which her body lies waiting for 
the resurrection, they beheld the 
skin still entire, and felt the sweet 
fragrance which issued from this 
temple of the Holy Ghost.

FEBRUARY 7.—ST. ROMUALD, ABBOT

In 976, Sergius, a nobleman of 
Ravenna, quarrelled with a relative 
about an estate, and slow him in a 
duel.' His son Romuald, horrified at 
his father’s crime, encored the Bene­
dictine monastery ab Classe, to do a 
forty days’ penance for him. This 
penance ended in his own vocation 
to religion. After three years at

Classe, Romuald went to live as a 
hermit near Venice, where he was 
joined by Peter Urseolus, Duke of 
Venice, and together they led a most 
austere life in the midst of assaults 
from the evil spirits. St. Romuald 
founded many monasteries, the chief 
of which was that of Camaldoli, a 
wild desert place, where he built a 
church, which he surrounued with a 
number of separate cells for the soli 
taries who lived under his rule. His 
disciples were hence called Camaldo- 
lese. He is said to have seen here a 
vision of a mystic ladder, uud his 
white-clothed monks ascending by it 
to heaven. Among his first disciples 
were Sts. Adalbert and Boniface, 
apostles of Russia, and Sts. John aud 
Benedict of Poland, martyrs for the 
faith. He was an intimate friend of 
the Emperor St. Henry, and was 
reverenced and consulted by many 
great men of his time. He once 
passed seven years in solitude and 
complete silence.

In his youth St. Romuald was 
much troubled by temptations of the 
flesh. To escape them he had re­
course to hunting, and in the woods 
first conceived his love of solitude. 
His father s sin. as we have seen, 
first prompted him to undertake a 
forty days’ penance in the monas 
tery, which he forthwith made his 
home. Some bad example of his 
fellow-monks induced him to leave 
them and adopt the solitary mode of 
life. The peuance of Urseolus, who 
had obtained his power wrongfully/ 
brought him his first disciple; the 
temptations of the devil compelled 
him to his severe life ; and finally 
the persecutions of others were the 
occasion of his settlement at Camal­
doli, and the foundation of his 
Order. He died, as he had foretold 
twenty years before, alone in his 
monastery of Val Castro, on the 19th 
of June, 1027.

FEBRUARY 8.—ST. JOHN OF MATHA

The life of St. John of Matha was 
one long course of self sacrifice for 
the glory of God and the good of his 
neighbor. As a child, his chief 
delight was serving the poor ; and he 
often told them he had come into 
the world for no other end but to 
wash their feet. He studied at Paris 
with such distinction that his pro 
fessors advised him to become a 
priest, in ord^r that his «talents 
might render greater service to 
others ; and, for this end, John 
gladly sacrificed his high rank and 
other worldly advantages. At his 
first Mass an angel appeared, clad in 
white, with a red aud blue cross'on 
his breast, and his hands reposing 
on the heads of a Cunstiau and 
Moorish captive. To ascertain whab 
this signified, John repaired to S3. 
Felix of Valois, a holy hermit living 
near Meaux, under whose direction 
he led a life of extrema penance, 
The angel again appeared, and they 
thay then set out for Rome, to learn 
the will of God from the lips of the 
Sovereign Pontiff, who told them to 
devote themselves to the redemption 
of captives. For this purpose they 
founded the Order of the Holy Trio 
ity. The religious fasted FVery day 
and gathering alms throughout Eur 
ope took them to Barbary, to redeem 
the Christian slaves. They devoted 
themselves also to the sick and pris 
oners in all countries. The charity 
of St. John in devoting his life to the 
redemption of captives was visibly 
blessed by God. On his second 
return from Tunis he brought back 
one hundred and twenty liberated 
slaves. Bub the Moors attacked him 
at sea, overpowered his vessel, and 
doomed it to destruction, with all on 
board, by taking away the rudder 
and sails and leaving it to the mercy, 
of the winds. St. John tied his 
cloak to the mast, and prayed, say­
ing, “Let God arise, and let His 
enemies be scattered. O Lord, Thou 
wilt save the humble, and wilt bring 
down the eyes of the proud.” Sud­
denly the wind filled the small sail, 
and, without guidance, carried the 
ship safely in a few days to Ostia, 
the port of Rome, three hundred 
leagues from Tunis. Worn out by 
heroic labors, John died in 1213, at 
the age of fifty-three.

FEBRUARY 9.

Dionysius, Bishop of Alexandria at 
this time, “ remains with us reserved 
for some longer aud greater combat.” 
There were indeed many Christians 
who came, pale and trembling, to 
offer the heathen sacrifices. But the 
judges themselves were struck with 
horror at the multitudes who rushed 
to martyrdom. Women triumphed 
over torture, till at last the judges 
were glad to execute them at once 
and put an end to the ignominy of 
their own defeat.

FEBRUARY 10.—HT. 8CHOLA8TICA 
ABBESS

Of this Saint but little is known 
on earth, save that she was the sis­
ter of the great patriarch Sb. Bene 
dick and that, under bis direction, 
she fouude 1 a d governed a numer­
ous community near Monte Casino. 
St. Gregory sums up her life by Buy­
ing that she devoted herself to God 
from her childhood, and that her 
pure soul went to God in the like­
ness of a dove, as if to show that her 
life had been enriched with the ful­
lest gifts of the Holy Spirit. Her 
brother was accustomed to visit her 
every year, for “she could not be 
sated or wearied with the words of 
grace which flowed from his lips.” 
On his last visit, after a day passed 
in spiritual converse, the * Saint, 
knowing that her end was near, said 

My brother, leave me not, 1 pray 
you, this night, but discourse with 
me till dawn on the bliss of those 
who see God in heaven.” St. Benedict 
would not break his rule at the bid­
ding of natural affection ; and then 
the Saint bowed her head on her 
hands and prayed ; and there arose a 
storm so violent that Sb. Benedict 
could not return to his monastery, 
and they passed the night in heaven­
ly conversation. Three days later 
St. Benedict saw in a vision the soul 
of his sister going up in the likeness 
of a dove into heaven. Then he 
gave thanks to God for the graces He 
had given her, and for the glory 
which had crowned them. When 
she died, St. Benedict, her spiritual 
daughters, and the monks sent by 
St. Benedict mingled their tears and 
prayed, “ Alas ! alas ! dearest mother, 
to whom dost thou leave us now ? 
Pray for us to Jesus, to Whom thou 
art gone.” They then devoutly cele­
brated holy Mass, “ commending her 
soul to God and her body was 
borne to Monte C asino, and laid by 
her brother in the tomb he had pre­
pared for himself. “ And they be­
wailed her many days and St. Ben­
edict said, “ Weep not, sisters and 
brothers ; for assuredly Jesus has 
taken her before us to be our aid 
and defence against all our enemies, 
that we may stand in the evil day 
and be in all things perfect.” She 
died about the year 543.

The Christians of former ages par 
took of but one repast each day, aud 
this repast, from which all meats 
were excluded, was never eaten 
until after the Vespers—near night 
fall.

The origin of fasting goes back to 
a very remote age ; lasting is of al­
most as ancient date as grief. Abra­
ham weeping for Sarah, Jacob weep­
ing for Joseph, mingled fasting with 
their regrets and prayers.

Joshua aud the Elders of Israel 
remained prostrate before the ark 
from morning until evening, without 
taking food.

in all countries men, in their days 
of trouble and grief, have imposed 
u jou themselves privations, in order 
to avert the scourges of sorrow by 
which they were threatened.

Lent is a commemoration of the 
fastiug of our Lord, when He re 
mained in the desert forty days and 
nights. He, who had never sinned, 
bad surely no reason to perform 
penance ; bub He bad come to teach 
men to mortify their passions, and it 
was His will that each act of His life 
should be to show a model — an 
example for them to imitate.

In order to reach the great week— 
that week of suffering to the Son of 
God—Lent is a holy preparation.

To celebrate Easter duly, we 
should be pure ; we should take up 
our nilgrim’s staff; we should be pre­
pared for our long journey. The in­
struction we receive during the forty 
days teaches us that Death delights 
in surprising men and he takes 
pleasure to come like a thief in the 
night. The Christian is a traveler. 
The earth is not his resting-place; 
his habitation is in heaven.—Truth.

-ST. APOLLONIA AND 
THE MARTYRS OF ALEXANDRIA

In Alexandria, in 249, the mob rose 
in savage fury against the Christians. 
Metras, an old man, perished first. 
His eyes were pierced with reeds, 
and he was stoned to death. A 
woman named Quinta was the next 
victim. She was led to a heathen 
temple and bidden worship. She re 
plied by cursing the false god again 
and again, and she too was stoned to 
death. After this the houses of the 
Christians were sacked and plundered. 
They took the spoiling of their goods 
with all joy-

St. Apollonia, an aged virgin, was 
the most famous among the martyrs. 
Her teeth were beaten out ; she was 
led outside the city, a huge fire was 
kindled, and she was told she 
must deny Christ, or else be burned 
alive. She was silent for a while, 
and then, moved by a special inspira 
lion of the Holy Ghost, she leaped 
into the fire and died in its flames. 
The same courage showed itself the 
ne^Ji year, when Decius became em­
peror, and the persecution grew till 
it seemed as it the very elect must 
fall away. The story of Dioecorous 
illustrates the courage of tee Alexan­
drian Christians, and the esteem 
they had for martyrdom. He was a 
boy of fifteen. To the arguments of 
the judge he returned wise answers : 
he was proof against torture. His 
older companions were executed, but 
Dioscorus was spared on account of 
his tender years ; yet the Christians 
could not bear to think that he had 
been deprived of the martyr’s crown, 
except to receive it afterwards more 
gloriously. “ Dioscorus, " writes

February 13tb, Ash Wednesday 
will open the holy forty days, the 
days of fasting aud of prayer—of 
tiremeut and mortification. He who 
shall now remain in ignorance, he 
who shall not shake off the shadows 
of death, by which lie was surround­
ed, will indeed be culpable; for 
religion, the mother of all mankind, 
offers on all sides her succor and her 
instruction, her peace and consola 
tion.

Great and sublime subjects are not 
wanting to the preacher during these 
forty dajs of penance. Look at the 
pictures he presents : the earth, hell, 
heaven, repentance, penitence, mercy 
virtue, death.

What holy inspirations !—All those 
of the prophets 1 What consolations 
to bestow!—All those of the* Gospel ! 
The majestic power of JehoVah, amid 
the thunders and the lightning, dic­
tating His laws from Mt. Sinai 1 The 
touching tenderness of Jesus, bless­
ing little children !

Ash Wednesday, has, like all days 
of penitence, lost much of its ancient 
austerity. In former ages this day 
was selected to expose in public peni 
tence those sinners who were to be 
received and reconciled, or to partake 
the communion with the faithful on 
Easter Sunday ; the priests, first of 
all, heard their confessions, and cov 
ered them afterwards with a shirt of 
hair cloth, or a sack, then strewed 
ashes upon their heads, sprinkled 
them with holy water, and recited to 
them, accompanied by all the priests, 
the seven penitential psalms.

Then they drove them from the 
Church with a crozier, and they were 
not received into it until Holy Thurs­
day. The door was then shut 
against them, aud the Mass of the 
faithful was then commenced.

During the whole of Lent the 
words of the Gospel are daily heard. 
God holds his court of forgiving 
mercy, and all are called upon to pre­
sent themselves to seek pardon.

The Church' has laid aside its 
Colored ornaments ; flowers are no 
longer seen upon its alters ; veils en­
velop the form of Christ and the 
images of the saints.

This fast is of apostolical tradition 
and it was authoritatively established 
by Pope St. Telesphonius, who lived 
in the time of Adrian and when sev­
eral of the disciples of the apostles 
were still existing.

In our days the Church is full of 
indulgence, and has rendered this 
fast much more lenient to its chil­
dren that it was in former times. 
Two hundred years ago there would 
not have been found in any city in a 
Catholic country ten families who 
did not abstain from meat from Ash 
Wednesday until Easter Sunday.

If the butchers then cold some 
few pounds of meat for persons 
whose feeble health required it, they 
did so in secret, to avoid scandal. 
Towards the end of the eight century 
eggs, cheese, milk, fish and wine were 

I forbidden.

On a recent flag raising day at 
Georgetown University, Mr. Marshall, 
Vice-President of the United States, 
gave an address which has been pro 
nounoed “perhaps the most eloquent 
tribute ever paid to Georgetown 
ideals and achievements.” Though 
a Presbyterian himself, Mr. Marshall 
is broad enough to thank God “ that 
such institutions as Georgetown
