NATIONAL RUIN
A

RUGALITY of mannersis the nourish-
Fmentlnd strength of bodies politic.
It is that by which they grow and subsist,
nntil they are corrupted by luxury,~—the
natural cause of their decay and ruin.  Of
this we have examples in the Persians,
Lacedemonians, and Romans: not to
mention many later governments which
have sprung up, continued a while, and
then perished by the'same natural causes,
But these are, it seems, of no use to us:
and, in spite of them, we are in a fair way
of becoming ourselves another useless
example to future ages.

Simplicity of manners may be more
easily preserved in a republic than a mon-
archy; but if once lost, may be sooner
recovered in a monarchy, the example of
a court being of great efficacy, either to
reform or to corrupt & people; that alone
were sufficient to discountenance the
wearing of gold or silver, either in clothes
or equipage, and if the same were pro-
hibited by law, the saving so much bullion
would be the smiallest benefit of ‘such an
to debase the virtue and good sense of
our gentry of both sexes than the trifling
vanity of apparel, which we have learned
from France, and which hath had such
visible ill on the genius of
that people. Wiser nations have made it
their care to shut out this folly by severe
laws and penalties, and its spreading
among us can forebode no good, if there
be any truth in the observation of one of
the ancients, that the direct way to ruin a
man is to dress him up-in fine clothes.

But we are doomed to be uudone,
Neither the plain reason of the‘thing, nor
the experience of past ages, nor .the ex-
amples we have before our eyes, can
restrain us from imitating, not to say sur-
passing, thé most corrupt and ruined
people in those very points of luxury that
ruined them. Our gaming, our operas,
our masquerades, are, in spite of our debts
and poverty, become the wonder of our
neighbours. Jf there be any man so void
of all thought and common-sense, as not
to see where this must end, let him but
compare what Venice was at the league
of Cambray, with what it is at present,
and he will be convinced how truly those
fashionable pastimes are calculated . to
depress and ruin a nation.

It is not to be believed, what influence
public diversions have on the spirit and
manners of a people. The Greeks wisely
saw this, and made a very serious affair
of their public sports;, For the same rea-
son; it will, perhaps, seem worthy the
care of our legislature to regulate the
public diversions, by an_absolute prohibi
tion of those which have a direct tendency

“to corrupt our morals, as well as by a re-
formation of the drama; which, when
rightly managed, is such a noble enter-
tainment, and gave those fine lessons. of
morality and good sense to the Athenians
‘of old, and to our British gentry above a
century. ago; but for these last ninety
years, hath egitertainsd ts, for the most

3 wreu:fsﬁ things as spoil,
instead of improving the taste and man-
ners of the audiénce. Those who are
attentive to such propositions only as may
fill their pockets, will probably slight
‘these things as trifles below the care of
the legislature. But I am sure, all honest,
thinking men must lament to see their
country run headlong into“all those luxu-
rious follies, which, it is evident, have
been fatal to other nations, and will un-
doubtedly prove fatal to us also, if a time-
1y stop be net put to them.—Bishop Berk-
eley, (1684-1753.)

GERMANS IN THE EMPIRE

SN
“\ R. Hughes, Prime Minister of Aus-
AV¥1 trailia, who reached London last
week, was the guest of the Empire Par-
liamentary Association at luncheon at
the House of Commons. Mr. Bonar Law,
Secretary for the Colories, was in the
chair. 53

Mr. Benar Law, in proposing the health
of the guest, said that every one of the
great Dominions beyond the seas had
placed unreservedly at the disposal of the
Empire all the resources they could com-
mand. Taking into account the different
conditions of life in the Dominions, the
percentage of men that they had given to
the Colours would bear comparison almost
with the percentage given by the United
Kingdom itself. The story of Gallipoli
was not one on which we looked back
with pride—it was a failure; yet not in
Australia and New Zealand alone, but
wherever the British flag flew, the soul of
Gallipoli will be held sacred because of
thé brave men who lay- buried there.
(Cheers.) When the Cabinet decided to
withdraw from Gallipoli there was much
anxiety as to the feeling which it would
arouse in Australia and New Zealand. At
that time Mr. Hughes made a very fine
statement. "It is not for me,” he said,
these operations. I know their T -
bilities. Ido not know their difficulties.
Itis my place to ‘help them, and not to
hinder them.” (Cheers.) He was not
quoting that statement as a lesson for the
House of Commons. (Laughter.) Gov-
ernments were meant to be criticized, and
they were accustomed to the criticism of
the C it nothing— (laugh-
ter)—because the people of this country
had the power in their own hands. But
with the Dominions it was different, and
from them criticism would be more serious
They had poured- forth. their money and
sacrificed the lives of the best of their
people, and yet they had no say whatever
in the control of the way'ini which that
money orhthose lives were spent.. 2

come any scheme almost which is approv-
ed by them. When the time comes I hope
that those both in the Dominions and
here who are dealing with it will realize
that the war has made a great difference,
that it has made everything plastic, that
things which: were impossible before are
easy perhaps now, and that above all it
may perhaps be found that a big step is
not more difficult to take than a small
one. (Cheers.)

GERMANS IN BriTisH TRADE

Mr. Hughes, responding, said that this
war affected every one of the multifarious
activities of the whole people of the Em-
pire. When Bernhardi penned his famous
phrase, “World-power or downfall,” he
covered the whole gamut of the war. The
German people, who for 40 years were
preparing for “the day,” were able to
recruit - all ‘the great commercial and
financial interests of their country by the
prospect of much loot and no risk. The
hope that buoyed them up was not so
much the downfall of Britain as the com-
mercial and industrial domination of the
earth. - ‘Early in the war Englishmen
spoke of " Business as usual.” Patently,
business as usual was impossible, and had
it been possible such a policy would be
fatal to national safety. Thegreat funda-
mental fact was that we were in this war
with all our hearts and souls, and-every
atom of energy and every pound of money
were to be put into it; everything was to
be subordinated to it. (Cheers.)

What was business before the war?
Tested by the ordinary standards, things
in Australia were very satisfactory. They
had doubled their trade and made amaz-
ing strides during the last decade. But
when war came they found that the
metal industry, one of their chief indus-
tries, was so controlled by German in-
fluence that there seemed to be no
alternative to closing down the mines,
throwing tens of thousands of people out
of employment and laying millions of
capital idle, except allowing the German
control of the channels of distribution to
continue. For 12 months after war broke
out not an ounce of Australian lead or
zinc—the life-blood of munitions—could
be bought in the heart.of the Empire ex-
cepty through a German agency. The
Gegtnan firms called themselves English,
and took the oath of naturalization glibly,
but it was typical of the German conquest
of industry and commerce that they first
assumed the flag of the nation they pro-
posed to destroy and betray.

GERMAN CONTROL OF METAL
Australia produced one-fifth of the world’s
zinc and lead, but the price of lead and
zinc was fixed by a convention:in London
controlled by. German influence, and while
we bought spelter here or in America at
£30 or £100 a ton it was bought in Ger-
many at £30 per ton. This great metal
combine, controlled everywhere by Ger-
man influence, called itsr1f in America the
American Metal Company, in Africa the
African Metal Company, in Australia the
Australian Metal Company, and in Eng-
land—never mind. Everywhere the chan-
nel of communication between the mine
and the consumer was complete, and the
Australian Government were told by a
representative of the “ British ” firm that
there was no possibility of dealing with
the business except through channels
controlled by German influence. He
hoped that the Government would learn
wisdom from this experience. In Aus-
tralia they had annulled every contract,
cancelled every trade mark and design
belonging to Germany, and given notice
to every company that they must within

shareholder, whether naturalized or not.
(Cheers.)

With regard to the relations of the
Mother Country and the Dominions after
the war, he had very decided opinions,
but they could stand over for the time
being. All he could say for the present
was that they hoped that after the war
there would be a policy which would make
the word Empire mean something more
than it had meant hitherto. One-fourth
of the human race was in some way or

means whereby we could cement for ever
the federation, or Empire—call it what
one might—and ensure the peace of the
world. (Cheers.)
