Bheriff Oarter
oonoluded to investigate the man and his

statements.

The man’s name ie Arthur Arthbutbus),
alias A, L. Pittmap, alias Charles Walker,
alias Parsons.

It has been learned that she shenff has
sent the oconfession to the East Bu. Louis
l-nlhomiee, and it is, in subatance as fol-
ows :

* During the early patt of the month of

November, 1885, I was visiting ia East Bt.
Louis, and while walking in tbe ontskirts of
the town about dusk one evening I was
lfpmohed by a well-dressed man of
pleasing manners, who stopped and ocon.
versed with me. After awhile he asked
me {f I wanted t0 make some money. I
told him yes, I was pretty hard up, so I
was ready to do almost anything. He
Baid there was a man in East Bs.
Louis whom he wanted to put out
of the way. I told bhim I was his
man, and could make arrangements to
kidosp hie viotim, He said he didn’s want
him kidnapped, but put out of the way. I
said I would murder the man for $3,000
It I was going to be hanged at all I wanted
%0 sell mysell for a decent amount., I
didn’e intend to commit murder, however,
I meant to kidnap the man and keep him
in an asylum. By this means I could ex-
toré money from my captive and my prin-
oipal at the same time.

* I made an appointment $o meet him
again, and at -this second interview I
learned that my employer was a Vice-
President of a railroad company and a
resident of Bb. Louis. The final arrange-
ments were then made and I agreed $o do
the job for $2,500.

“Istarted immediately for New York
and while there made arrangements with
* Dandy Jim’ and* Striped Obarley Blake’
$0 assist me. On the 19th of November I

ent back to East 84. Louis and there com-

d the details of my soheme. I bought a
3 e-shooter of 44 calibre
and two long hunting ‘knives. I didn’s
intend, I wany it understcod, to murder
Mcr. Bowman, but only bought the weapons
%0 detend my:elf if he should resist my
attempt #o kidnap him. That evening I
meb the railroad Vios-President by appoint-
mens, and while we were talking together
Mr, Bowman passed by. ¢ There is the
man,’ said my comwpanion, ¢ that I want
you #o put oat of the way.’

* He gave me his photograph 80 that I
oould make no mistake. On the next
night my plans were complete, except that
my accomplices had not arrived. I sba.
tioned & hack pear Mr. Bowman’s house,
in whioh it waé my intention to drive bim
#0 an asylum, where I bad made arrange-
ments for bis confinement. 1 then ocon-
osaled mysalf near a lumber-pile in front
of Me. Bowman's house and waited. I
soon perceived the gentleman walking in
my direotion, and when he ocame opposite
me I sprang ous in front of him and pre-
sented my pistol before his face and com-
manded him to balt. He eeized my hand
and I sold him to let go; that I was not
going to kil bim npor take his
money. | He dropped my hand and
stepped away a foot or two and oalled,
¢ Police !’ In order to quiet bim I raised
my revolver and fired. He fell face down-
ward, and I then knew that I had hurt him
worse than I had intended. I did not
even then comprehend thas I had hilled
bhim. I only intended #o disable bim,
place him in the oarriage and take him to
the asylum. I walked up to his body and
found that he was dead. I then started to
eseape and had gone bub a short distance
when I met my employer. He then paid
me my money, and we went to his house
in Bt Louis and epent the remainder of
the night. Early in the morning, disguised
a8 a women, I took the firet train for
Bpringfleld, IN1.”

The oconfessiom then details his travels
through the south and his final arrival at
Covington, Tenn.,, and his subsequent
arrest.

Trouble Brewing in the New Hebrides
Beiween the Natives and French—
British Missionaries Ask Help trom
the Briteh Sguadron.

A Melbourne cable says: Exciting re-
porss have been received here of the
arbitrary Frenoh aotion in the New
Hebrides. Rev. Mr. Maodonald, Pre:by-
ferian missionary at Havannah Harbor, in
a letter to Lieut. Marx, of the British gun-
boat Bwinger, says that the French
Hebrides Company have eeiz:d the lands of
the native Christian mission; alleging prior
title, and that the Frenoh commandant
threatened the natives with a ‘@emed force
if they repisted. The company also olaim
the lands of other British subjects. Mr.
Macdonald asserts that the French prac-
tioally exercise sovereignsy over the islands
and a ocollision between the natives and the
Frenolyis imminent.

FRENCH AND SPANIARDS

Quarrelling Over m Slice of the West
Const of Africa.

A Madrid oable says:- A telegram from
Elobey, on the west coast of Afrioa, reports
oonfliois between Bpaniards and French-
men, owing to the hoisting of the French
flag alongeide the Bpanish flag on the same
west ocoast territory. Aoccording to latest
advioes the natives on the left bank of the
Mupgi River, opposite Fernando Po, hoisted

waas sent to proteot it. The authorities of
the Frenoh oolony of Gaboon thereupon

8o despatohed a gunboat to the spot, the
oaptain baving instructions to olaim the

wo gunboass met. The Frenchmen wanted

to hciss the French flag, but the Spaniards
snoonnoed that they would fight before
they wouid allow the Frenoh eolors to be
raised. The Krédomen ilen made a
formal srotant againat the aotion of the
Bpaniards.

CANADIAN BUSH FIRES.

Thrilliog Expe! in the Mir
Disirict, N. B.

A Newoastle, N. B., despatch says:
Daring Wednesday and Thureday of last
week numerous forest fires were raging in
the woods along $he Miramiohi. The long
continued dry weather has made the foresy
susoceptible to the least spark, but this did
nob geém to affeot the oarelessness of the
different parties clearing land, to which
nearly in every oase the destruotive fires
oan be attributed. In many instances the
fires swepd down on villages and settle.
mente, terrifying the inhabitants and
oauting much destruction to  their
Elopoﬂy. In some pliaces the owners of

ouses had removed everything from their
dwellings and spent one day and night in
battling the flames. At Newcastle the fire
broks out in the woods at the upper end,
and though blowing upon the town was
beaten back with difficulty.

THE FIRE HAD STARTED

at Jones’ orossing and is suppcsed to have
been oaused by a epark from an engine on
the I. 0. R. It ran fariously through a
growth of dry underbrush, and in less than
thirty minutes had reached some open
flelds & mile away.

The smoke was
blinding and the heat terrifio, The two
P gers threw themeselves on the bottom
of the waggon and wrapped themselves up
in coverings. A bundle of wool on the rear
of the waggon was caught up by the flames
and went soariog away through the air a
perfeot ball of fire. The horses, which the
driver ocould not eee, began to rear and
plange, and could only be urged om by
inoessant whipping. Fortunately they gob

¢ ANATION OF SHOPKEEPERS®

To Get Relief from Long Elours by Act of
FParlilament.

A London cable says: Bir John Lub-
book’s proposed Shop Hours Regulation
Bill has been issued. By its provisions
siiops of every olaes, with the exoeption of
taverr-, refreshment houses, tobacoonists’
shops »: d news agenoier, are to be closed
not later than 10 on the evenings of Batur-
days and holidaye, and not later than 8
on the evening of every other day of the
week. Where any shop is found open
after the hour at which it is required to be
olosed, the ocoupier ia liable to a fine of
£5. Obemists aud druggists will not be
liable to a fine for supplying medicines
after the hour appointed, buy thoy must
noy keep their shops visibly open
after the hours named. The measure
also seeks to render more stringent the
law againsi Bunday trading by raising
the penalty from five shillings to £1, It at
any time 1t is made 0 appear to the satis-
taction of the authorities that more than
one-third in numbsr of the ocoupiers of the
8hops to whioh an order for the time being
in foros under this Aot relates are opposed
to the continuauca of such order, it shall
be the duty of the looal authorities to
revoke the order, but the revooation shall
be without prejudice to the making of
another order. It is proposed that the Aot
shall ocome into operation on the lsb of
January next. No doubt is entertained,
that the repressive provieions will pass by
a large msjority both Housss cf Parliament,
bat it is doubttal that Parliament will pass
the provieion as to onc-third of the shop-
keepers being permitted to alter the pro-
hibition by common oonsent, becanse the
Aot is for the benefit of employeez, and the
provieion would allow the shopkeepers to
defeat its objeot.

FAIT WORK FOR yIENDS,

A Freight Train Wrecked and One Man
Killed,

A Bouth Lyon (Mioh.) despatoh says:
The flendish work of trainwreokers near
here this morniog resulted in the death of
one man and may end the life of€another.
The speoial train on the Grand Trunk road,
Condaoctor Ducker, left here at 255 a. m.
Halt a mile east of this place the engime
and six oars were thrown from the track
into & ditch by the removal of a piece of
a rail. The engine was smashed to atoms,
and all the cars whioch left the track were
badly wrecked. Eogineer Thomas Davis
and Fireman Edward ‘Newman stuck to
their epgine and were buried in the wreck
when iy rolled over in the ditch. The
epgineer escaped with only a triflinginjury,
although that he was not instantly killed
seems almost miracnlous. lireman New-
man was Kkilled, his body being terribly
orushed. He lived at Fort Gratiot, where
he leaves & wife and twe ohildren and a
widowed mother.

Brakeman Oampbell also fell under the
wreok aud was iojured internally and so
seriouely that it is feared that he cannot
recover.

An examination of the track this morn-
ing showed that a piece of rail about three
feet long bad been removed. The marks
‘upon the piece showed the use of a spike
‘manl, plainly indioating that the disaster
had been caused by a deliberate purpose to
wreek the train.

The injured were brought to SBouth Lyon
and & wreoking train soon oleared the
track. There is great exoitement here
over the affair, and could the train wreckers
be oaoght they would undoubtedly be
lynched. A deteotive is working up the

Wemen’s Right to Held Ofice.

Mr. Thomas Hodgins, Q.0., in his Manusl
of Voters Lists, just published, touches
upon the legal rights of women iu England
and Oanads, a8 t0 voting and holding office.
The authority for each etatement is quoted
in the Manual, and altogether an inverest-
ing array of judgments, rulings and pre-
ocedents is furnished. It may interest our
readers of both sexes that though woman
has no common law right to vote at elections
of members of Parliament, and is still wait-
ing for the statutory right, she appears to be
oapable of holding many publio offices in
the British Empire. Of course she may be
Queen; *“Queen regnant is she who holds
the orown in her own right ;" also marshal,
great chamberlain and champion of Eng-
land end conmstable of England. Anne,
Oountess of Pembroke, held the office of
hereditary cheriff of Westmoreland, and
exeroised it in persen. At the assizes of
Appleby she sat with the judges on the
bench. Lucy, Countess of Kent, was re-
turning officer, and eigned the indenture
and return of the member for the county
of Yorkin 1412, And in 1415 Margaref,
widow of Bir H. Vavaseur, also acted and
signed a similar indentare. Bo Lady Eliza-
beth COopley made the return for the
borough of Gatton in 1553, and again in
1665. Dame Dorothy Packington also acted
as returning officer, and made the return
of the two members for Aylesbury in 1573,
And in 1628 the return of a member for
Gatton was made by Mrs. Qopley, et omnes
inhabitantes. Widows and spinsters were
burgesses (eleotors) of Lymig Regis in 15677,
A woman may be a commissioner of
sewers, which cffice is judiocial ; the clork
of the Orown in king’s bench ; the governor
of & workhouse ; sexton of a parish church
in London ; keeper of the pri of a gate-
house of the dean and chapter of Westmin.
ster ; governess of & workhouee at Ohelme-
ford ; custodian of a castle; constable at
tke sher:fi's court, whioch is an office of
trust, and likewise in a degree judiocial ;
jailor, and overseer of the poor.
