To out it
sooner is to lose a portion of the natritious
matter, while to cut it after the blossoms
turn brown is $o permit it to become more
woody and less sucoulent.

less the water passes off freely the milk will
be more or less contaminated. Wash the
cow, curry or brosh her, and remove the
dried master and sourf on the skin in order
$o promote free perspiration.

Smut on Oats.

Smut on oats is now easily destroyed in
a very simple manner. The Department
of Agrionlture, in its ‘ Journal of
Myoology,” states that if the seed be treated
with soalding water, which is poured over
the seed, and the seed immersed in the hot
water for & few minutes, no injary will
be done the seed, while the spores from
which the fungus is propsgated sre de-
stroyed.
