SENATOR FULFORD HURT.

His Automobile Collided With an Elec­
tric Car Near Boston.

Newton, Mass., Oct. 8.—In a collision 
between an automobile and an electric 
car here ot-day Senator George T. Ful- 
ford, of Brockvüle, Ont., was seriously 
injured, while his chauffeur, Louis E. 
Verrat, of Albany, N. Y., sustained a 
fractured skull and is not- expected to 
live. William T. Hanson, of Schenec­
tady, N. Y., was also injured, but not 
seriously.

The automobile, a large gasoline tour­
ing car, was coming down a hill in the 
direction of Boston just as a car on the 
Boston & Newton Street Railway 
tracks was crossing Beacon street m 
the direction of Newtonville. On ac­
count of the buildings on the corner ot 
the streets • those in the car and the 
automobile could not see each other un­
til too late to avoid a collision. The 
car was going at a fair speed, while it 
is said the automobile was coming down 
the hill at a 15-mile rate.

The heavy touring car struck the 
electric car on the side. The force of 
the collision overturned and destroyed 
the automobile and smashed in the 
wooden fcide of the heavier vehicle. None 
of the passengers on the electric car 
were hurt, but all the occupants of the 
auto weré thrown out, the chauffeur 
striking on his head. In addition to 
the fractured skull. Verratt received ser­
ious internal injuries.

Senator Fulford had his left leg badly 
wrenched and twisted and suffered from 
numerous cuts and bruises. Mr. Han­
son escaped with bruises and a bad 
shaking up. Up to to-night Verrait had 
not regained consciousness, and at the 
hospital it was said that his death was 
expected hourly.

Still Alive.
Newton. Mass., Oct. 9.—Lewis E. Zir- 

iax, of Albany, N. Y., the chauffeur who 
was seriously hurt in a collision between 
an electric car and the automobile of 
Senator Geo. F. Fulford, of Brockville, 
Ont.,' in this city yesterday, was still 
alive at the Newton Hospital this fore­
noon. It was stated that his condi­
tion showed little change, and that the 
chances of his recovery were about even.

BOY UPSETS PARIS LOTTERY.

Theft of Two Cylinders May Have Far- 
Reaching Legal Consequences.

London, Oct. 8.—The legal advisers 
of the city of Paris have been placed in 
an awkward predicament by the prank 
of a small charity school boy, who at the 
last lottery drawing was selected accord­
ing to custom to draw the numbers from 
the wheel of fortune. These numbers 
are in metal cylinders, and the small boy 
in question was found by a schoolmaster 
to have abstracted two cylinders. At 
the time of the discovery one cylinder 
was found to contain the number of a 
lottery bond issued in 1809, while the 
other was empty.

The possible consequences are be­
wildering. The whole of the last draw­
ing becomes illegal. As a result of the 
drawing, 14,000 bonds issued at $80 
each, but which fur some years have 
been 17 above par. were redeemed at 
par. Some of the bonds also carried 
prizes with the numbers, the highest 
of which was $20,000.

Obviously the abstraction of two num­
bers upset the whole course of events, 
The city may be sued by the owners ot 
the known number abstracted and also 
by the owners of all other bonds not 
redeemed before the last drawing. As 
the second number was destroyed and is 
not known, any of the now outstanding 
124,890 bonds might have won the $20,- 
000 prize for all that can be proved to 
the contrary. Moreover, the compulsory 
redemption of 14,000 bonds at par means 
a loss to each holder, who may sue the 
city for the quotation value of the stock, 
because it is impossible to prove that 
any one of these numbers would have 
come out had the boy played fair. The 
only complete remedy would be the 
entire cancellation of the last drawing, 
the actual cost of which to the city 
would have been $120,000.

Bread Houses to be Established All Over 
the Kingdom.

Rome, Oct. 8.—Rome is soon to have 
the “Bread House,” which was prom­
ised the Eeternal City last year. The 
idea on which the unique charity rests 
is that man comes into the world with 
the right to eat, so this is to be a bak- 
erja giving bread to those who cannot 
buy, and furnishing it to the poor who 
can at a price which will leave the 
smallest margin of profit. It is also 
intended to provide charitable institu­
tions with the bread at the same low 
price, and it is calculated that the 
small profit realised on the sales will 
pay the cost of what is given gratur-

“When the “Bread House” is in good 
working order similar institutions will 
be established in other towns until 
even the smallest village of Italy will 
have its “Bread House,” and death 
from starvation will be an impos­
sibility. '
