Nothing of very great importance occurred 

during the past week. In Zululand mili- 
tary operations have been almost suspended, 
and the mode of operation found so success­
ful in India and elsewhere is now tried.

THE ILLUMINATION, TORCH LIGHT PRO­
CESSION, &c., &c.

This was for ‘St. John the great event of 
the week. For some days the members of 
the Provincial Government and various 
committees of the citizens were busily en­
gaged in the work of preparing for their 
reception. Robert Reed, Esq., gave the use 
of his fine house and beautiful grounds at 
Mount Pleasant for the residence of their 
Excellencies and their suite during their 
stay in St. John. The house was refitted by 

the Provincial Government in a manner 
which the morning papers have described 
at length, and with much hyperbole. The 
situation of the house is magnificent, and 
the views it commands can scarcely be sur­
passed in any part of the Dominion. The 
Citizens’ Committee arranged for the recep­
tion at the Railway Station, the presentation 
of the Address from the city, the procession 
to conduct their Excellencies through some 
of the principal streets of the city to their 
residence, the torchlight procession, the 
drawing room, the visits to public institu­
tions, &c. In union with the volunteer autho­
rities they also made arrangements for the 
proper disposition of the batteries to fire the 
salutes, the guards of honor at the Railway 
station, the residence, etc., but the success 
of the reception was mainly due to the 
spontaneous action of the people themselves, 
who, although poor and in difficulties, felt 
that they ought to prove their 
loyalty and devotion to the throne, 
and the monarch, by doing all in 
their power to show respect to the daughter 
of the Queen and to the Queen’s representa­
tive. The Committees did not propose to 
erect any arches, and there was some doubt 
as to the propriety of recommending an 
illumination. Indeed the committees 
were exceedingly moderate in their 
estimate of the preparations to be 
made and of the amount to be 
expended, but the enthusiasm of the 
people of St. John, when fairly 
excited, sets cold calculation at naught. The 
people of Dock street met and resolved that 
they would erect an arch at their own ex­
pense. The people of Charlotte street al­
most at the same time met and resolved to 
have an arch; so did the people of the north 
side of King square. The people of Mill 
street, although not blessed with great 
wealth, erected at their own expense one of 
the prettiest arches in the city. Another was 
put up at the Crow’s Nest, near the residence 
of the Hon. Mr. Burpee. An arch was put 
up near the Railway Station, and Mr. Parks 
erected a handsomely decorated platform for 
the employes of his cotton mill. The fire

From South America it is reported 
that the Chilians have been compelled to 
raise the blockade of Iquique in consequence 
of the damage inflicted on their fleet by the 
Huascar.

subject of comment, and there is still much 
doubt as to the extent to which Bismarck 
will go in seeking a reconciliation with the 
Catholic Church. It is said that the Ferry 
Education Bill will not be pressed in the 
French Senate this session. What the Eng­
lish Government hope to effect by forcing 
their Irish University Bill through Parlia­
ment is not easily perceived. Those who 
demand justice in this matter for Irish 
Catholics have declared that this measure 
will not satisfy them, as indeed it ought not. 
It is now only too certain that crops of all

The prospect of a short crop in Great 
Britain and part of France has not caused 
such an advance in price as was at one time 
apprehended. The crops in the North 
Western States of America are much finer 
than was supposed, and the prices at Chicago, 
despite the advices from Europe, rule low, 
and the English markets sympathise with 
that of Chicago, which this year governs the 
world. The increased demand for grain in 
Europe has had the effect of causing an ad­
vance in freights, and if this be sustained 
our ship owners whose property has not been 
very profitable for some time past will pro­
bably receive fair returns from their invest­
ments. The effect of a scarcity of food in 
Great Britain will have an injurious effect 
on our lumber trade, still so depressed, pre­
venting any advance in prices. If freights 
continue to be much higher than they were 
in the early part of this season the shipment 
of lumber to Great Britain must almost 
cease, and already the effect on our 
trade is very perceptible. For many years 
the harbour of St. John was not so bare of 
shipping in mid-summer.

Mr. J. D. Turner’s oyster and fruit store 
was brilliantly illuminated, the windows being 
covered with sheets of tissue paper in red, 
white and blue, with candles behind, which 
gave a very nice effect.

The Hotel Lorne was nicely illuminated with 
candles and magic lanterns in the windows.

Tivoli Hall (Mr. Whitebone’s saloon), had 
the front tastefully decorated with ever­
green, decked with Chinese lanterns, with 
an arch over the doorway. The whole pre­
sented a.very fine appearance. Mr. W. sent 
up from the King square a large fire balloon 
about the time the torchlight procession moved 
off. This was the. only fire balloon in the city, 
and was 30 feet in circumference.

Mr. J. O’Connell’s shop was most tastefully 
decorated and illuminated, and equalled the dis­
play at any other point along the Square. 
There were six rows of candles in the window, 
giving a total number of about 75 lights, with 
an arch of evergreen at their back, decked with 
large rosettes of colored tissue paper. The out­
side was trimmed with evergreen and had an 
arch over it bearing the word “WELLCOME” in 
black letters on a white ground, the whole be­
ing surmounted by a crown, and ornamented 
with rosettes in different colors, and lighted by

The City Market here was brilliantly illumi- 
nated.

In the centre of this bunting, 
apparently supported by colored baloons, was 
along red banner, edged with evergreen and 
having in evergreen letters, ** WELCOME "; 
immediately below it was a smaller banner, 
with “To,” and hanging below all, a scarlet 
streamer, with “ST. JOHN.”

Troop & McLaughlin, Tisdale’s Block, made 
a splendid display by utilizing their marine 
lights for illuminating. At the north east 
corner of the roof was a large anchor lamp; 
North west a red (port) side light ; South east 
a green (starbord) side light. At the butt of 
the flag-pole, which was decked with bunting, 
a Dominion Ensign at top, and hung with color­
ed lanterns, a powerful flash light was placed. 
Anchor lamps were placed at different points 
about the building and a string of lanterns run 
all around it. Besides all this light, every 
window in the block was ht up with candles. 
At 10 o’clock they made a very nice display of 
fire works from the top of their building.
