to the Last

O’Donnecll was notitied at 7.30 a.m. to make
ready. He was perfectiy resigned, and ex-
pressed great sorrow for his outourst of
temper in the dock at the conclusion of his
trial. He said he had felt the greatest ani-
mwosity for the wituesses who appeared against
him, bat that had now disappearei. Aiger
communion had been administered -to the
c ndemved mao, Binps, the haogman,
eutered the ceill. O’Donneli submitted
to the operation of pinioning with a
smile and without 8 murmur. The vroces-
sion then moved toward the scaffuld.
O'Donnell walked witn great tirmness, ani
without the assistance of the warders, who
stood close around him. He declined assis-
tance in ascending the steps of the scarold,
Father Fleming, by his side, repeated the
service of the Church for the dying, and Reld
a crucifix before O’Donnell’s gaze. The
prisouer then took

HIS PLACE ON THE DROP

under the rope, the slack of which was held
up over his bead by a piece of thread. He
was perfectly calm and looked arvund-uncoan-
cernedly. Binns was self-possessed, and titted
the nvose around the neck of the condemned
man exactdy as Marwood used to ix it. He
puiled the lever as tae neighbouring clocks
were strking eight. O’Donnell tell eight
feet, but the rope hardly quivered. Accord-
10g to tne surgeon death was insstantanecous,
there being scarcely any muscul.r movemeut
of the hanging form. The streets in the vi-

U’Douneil’s brother ocoupied a doorway oppo-
site the prison, in view of the flagstaf, upon
which his eyes were riveted. He wept bit-
t.rly, and was an object of the deepest inter-
est aund curiosity. Tune crowd pressed so
ciosely upon him that the

POLICE HAD TO INTERFERE

for his protection. When the black flag was
hoisted he removed his bat, and remained for
some moments apparently raying, his
features working painfully. e stayed ou
the spot some time atter the execution. To
the peopie who linge:ed around, he said in a
hoarse voice, ‘ My poor brother ; he has
died as bravely as man ever died.” This was
received with cries of ** yes.” He then de-
parted, and the crowd dispersed. The body
phung for an hour, when it was cut down and
removed for the injuest. O’Donaeil’s
orother was desirous of burying the body
i consecrated ground, and was horrified
to learn that the remains must be interred in
the prison yard.
INQUEST ON THE BODY.

Theinquest upgp the body was held this
morning. Tune iale bore a calm expression,
and the head was quite-loose from the trunk.
The rope made a deep indentation, The vsual
verdict was rendered.

Exeention of Poole in Dublin,

Joseph Poole was hanged in Dublin at 8
o'clock on Tuesday for the murder oi John
Kenney. He rose at 5.30. A priest visited
him at 6 and administered toe =acrameut.
Poole and the priest remained in the prison
chapel until unearly 8 o’cieck. Poole stood
toe ord-al well, aud asked to be permitted
to kiss the crucitix, His death occurred in
three seconds and,a balf.. He died with
singuiar fortitude, calmly repeating prayers
untl the last. He made no statement about
the crime. There was a smali crowd out-
side the gao! wnen the black tlag was hoisted.
A large force of police and mintary were
posted aboat the prison. The execution
passed off quietly.

Mr. Forster on Ireland.

Mr. W. E. Forster, M.P., ex-Cnief Secre-
tary for Ireland, addressed his constituents
recently at Bradtord. He said that 1 any
Franchise bill that the Government mighs
introduce he inferred th-y intended it should
include Ireiand, and if so he agreei with
them. (Cnheers.) The more he thought of it
th- more clearly he was convinced that Ire-
land should be included in the biil. He
was not surprised at Mr. Parnell’s recent
speech. He sometimes thought Mr. Paraell
| wisned that the Government would refuse
Ire and the benefits of the iranchise, in order
that he migut increase the . number of
his  followers. Mr.  Forster believed
the inclusion of Ireland might for a
time increase Mr. Parnell’s followers,
but the Government would lhave the
satis’action that they would meet them in
Parlisment and not in the country perpetrat-
ing outrages. Regardin: the b ast that the
Home Rulers would be able to turn the
balance of parties, Mr., Forster said he felt
that if either party should coalesce with the
Parpellites the Government when attacked
would only have to appeal to the country to
defeat the coalition.

A Berlin despatch says tirere has been a
grave conflict near Kruschios between pea-
sants and official surveyors measuring land for
assessment.

The
scene only ended when the train on which
the ambassador wasa passenger started for
Madrid. M., Andrieux threatened to have
the employés dismissed. The Minister of
Public Works, however, has refused the re-
quest of the ambssador to dismies them. All
the newsnapers call the serious attention of
tue Goverawent to the case.

Reinforcements are to be sent to Tonquin
in the shortest possible t.me to raise the
French forces to 16,000 men.

1t is reported that China has submitted a
basis of arrangeineut ot the Tonquin ditficuity
to the judgment of England.

The authorities at Pekin deny that they
were implicated in the murder of the King of
Anpam, who was r.cently poisoued. It is
stated that oue of his wives committed the
murder at the instigation of a mandarin.

A Hanoi despatch of the 12th inst. states
that toe civil power in Tonquin 18 1 abey-
ance. Dr. Harmand, the French commis-
sioner, returns to France to-day. 1t is teared
that the Chinese at Bacainh will attack
Hanpei to-night.

In the French Senate Committee M. de
Saint Valiier declared that when he was am-
bassador at Berlin Bisinarck sounded him
concerning Tonquin, wishing to know if
France had ab.ndoned its right there, with a
view to the possible establishmeut of a Ger-
man colony in that country.

The French Cabinet has decided to send
large reinforcements to Tonquin, ana three
thousand men will be despatched shortly, It
is reported that the Maryuis Tseng has ad-
mitted the possi. iiity of the evacuation of
Sontay: by China, but not Bac inh, and ne is
also stat:d té have expressed a belief in an
amic¢able noderstanding being arrived at.

A Saigon despatch says:—An Annamite
deveted to the Chinese Folicy will possibly
be nominated for King of Annam to succerd
King Haiphema, who was recently poisoned.
The new king, if uvecessary wiil reside at
Bacuinh or Soutay, surrounded by Chinese
soldiers. Chiua bas taken the Black Flags
into her pay.

A Hong Kodg despatch says six thonsand
French troops, with gun-boats and steam
launches, started several days ago from
Hanoi for Sontay. The troovs landed seven
miles from the town and endamped without
meeting the enemy or firing a shot. The
assault upon Sontay was expected to be made
December 12th. The enemy’s force is esti-
mated at 20,000.

News has reached Haiphong from Husé,
dated she 6¢h inst., stating that the King of
Anpam has been poisoned and the revolution-
ary party bas declared wargon France, It is
supposed that the action of the revolutioni-ts
was inspired by Chinese emissaries. The ad-
vance from Hanoi was aunounced to take
place on the 10th inst. There is now a strong
garrison at Haidzuong, which the Chinese are
still threatening,
