But
to maintain that he remained until
the end of his life a free-thinker is to
maintain an absolutely false proposi-
tion, and it is against -this affirmation
that I formally protest. ‘M. Thierry
told me repeatedly that he was weary
of rationalism, that he was willing to
submit to the authority of the Church,
and to accept her teachings, and,
remembering this, I undertake the
defence of his honor and Toyalty
against the unskilful apologists of his
pretended perseverance in rationalism.
If he had remained a free-thinker why
did he have the prayers of the Mass
read to him every Sunday? Was he
playing a part? For me, who, for two
years, being at the time a young sub-
deacon, read to him, not as some have
asserted, the Latin historians, but the
liturgy of the Mass, and that only,
beginning at the Initroiboad altare
Dei, and ending with the gospel of
St. John, every BSunday, I have not
the slightest doubt of his genuine
conversion and return to the Catholic
