SUDDEN DEATH.

It is our duty to-day to record a very-
sudden death which took place in this
town on Friday last, the particulars of
which are as follows : Mrs. Aon Todd
(a widow) walked in on that day from
her residence,near St. Helen's,a distance of
22 miles,to consult Messrs. Cameron & El.
