In con-
sidering the readjustment of the tariff
the Government will have to give due
comsideration to this fact, and it would
be a relief to them to consider it in con
junction with the further fact that,
since the American salt manufactarers
produce that article much cheaper than
itis produced in Canada, the imported
article would only be bought by those
who wanted the superior article and
were willing to pay sccordingly. The
Cansdian manufacturers are not in a
position, even If the duty was done
away with, to compete successfully with
the Americans in price— the only
advantage they have 1sin quality. It
will thus be seen that the American salt
trade, by the granting of the demand of
the above resolution, wounld only suffer
to the extent of the demwand for a super
ior quality of salt, and the question for
the Government to decide is whether
this injury would not be compensated
by the benefit which would result to the
dairymen by the withdrawal of the duty
The extent of the dairy business, and
the unanimous character of the demand
should be & satisfactory answer
question.
