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Richard Davies, Aged 48 Years, 228
Boyle St., Came to a Tragic
End Yesterday.

Inférmation reached Coroner Dr.
Braithwaite on Tuesday concerning
& suicide which took place yesterday
morning at 228 Boyle street, near the
corner of Syndicate, and twé houses
west of the factory of the Alberta
Lumber Co., Lid,

The wietim “vas Richard Pavies,
aged. 48 years, who came to Edmonton
ahout four meonths ago from the Ot-
tawa valley. He accomplished his
death by means of a long Enfield ri-
fle, over which he bent and puiled
the trigger by the aid of an umbrella.
Despite the fact that the bullet went
clean through his bedy and left a gap-
ing wound in his back, the unfortun-
ate man lived for over two hours, and
was conscious a4 good part of the
time. The deceased had been melan-
choly for some time, and this is pio-
nounced the cause of his rash deed,

Davies had been under surveillance
recently on account of the signs that
he showed of melancholia. He had
two children who lived with him, 2
girl ‘aged 13 and a boy aged 12. His
brother, James Davies, also lived next
door, and the latter’s son stayed with
the deceased the night before the tra-
L'Mf_\'.

According to the story told by the
brother of the deceased, the latter
rose yesterday morning about five
o’clock. No one was in fhe house ut
the time of the shooting but the broth-
er and his son were attracted by the
report of the rifle a few minutes after
six o'clock, Rushing into the house,
sthey found -Davies lying on the floor
with bloed flowing from his wounds.

Dr. Lane was at once summoned,
and did all he could to ease the dying
man, but although he lingered for
two hours it was evident from the fivet
that the wound was a fatal one.

In conversation with the doetor Da-
vies exprrssed gio sorrow at his rash
act, but said he would do the same
thing again ii He had a chance. He
did not wish 16 live as li» had & be-
lief that be was on the verse of pov-}
érty, anosince his wife’s de-th ihoa

Every precaution had been taken for
some time past to prevent euch an
act as took place on Tuesday, but Da-
vies mandged to secret a bullet of
the rifle underneath the bed, and this
he used for his own destruction,

The deceased was well to do, and
beside property in Ontario he owned
a farm at. Clover Bar, where he lived
for some time, later removing to the
city. The body wes taken to Andrews
undertaking rooms, where it now :

This forenoon Dr. Braithwaite ac-
companied by Sergt. Detective Gfii-
fithe, who .investigated the case last
night, and ascertained the facts, visit-
ed the seene of the shooting and after
examination of the house and the
body, decided that an inquest was un-
necessary as everything went to sub-
stantiate the facts as stated above,

The Crop Conditions in the Prairie
West Continue to Show Re-
markable Progress.

Winnipeg, June 15—Although the
past week has been characterized by
heavy showers alternating with spells
of heat, the night’s generally have
been o0ool and from reports received
the young crop does not appear to
have - suffered. = Apparently the root
strength has not suffered by-reason of
the rapid top growth, and Supt. Mur-
ray, of the Dominion Experimental

farm at Brandon, eays that while there]

has been too miuch hot weather there
are really no ill effects. Grain is still
as healthy looking as could be desired
and there is no sign of yellow, Be-
yond, “therefore, ineonveniences aris-
ing from too great length of straw, the
crop to date has so far maintained its
record of the best possible eondition.
Ii ever percentage classification comes
into use in the prairie west, the first
two months of 1908 will represent the
standard or one hundred points by
which other seasons can be measured..
Normal - conditions are only nceded
to secure a buniper harvest at least a
month earlier than last year.

Starting with Manitoba, reports are
most  gratifying. Portage  Plains
never showed better prospeets and
farmers there are already talking of
an. immense yield. Heavy rains in
Southern Manitoba are bringing the
crop along, nicely, while in the north,
where much of the land is new there
is not a single adverse report,

In Saskatchewan and Alberta.

In Saskatchéwan everything is do-
ing well along the main line of the
C. P. R. and it is"iiow quite clear that
the frosts of a few weeks ago did no
permanent damage. In the Regina
district where, owing to the heavy
“gumbo” soil, the crop is generally
a little late, wheat is now twelve ineh-
es high, while similar conditions pre-
vail on the Arcola branch and Soo
line, where there is considerable in-
creased acreage seeded to flax and
oats. Moose Jaw reports the grain
remarkable for its sturdiness, with
the roots well etooled out. Further
north the reports are equally encoutr-
aging. Saskatton (has mnothing but
good to say of the conditions through-
out its wide tributory .eountry, while

Lloydmminster says cropsypever have{iBosive

o so advanced dw¥ing -the six
years of settlement, the only danger
being too much straw.

Calgary says that crops are all that
could be wished, especially fall wheat
and coarse grains. Heavy rains have
been prevalent but do not appear to
have injured the erop. Maeleod reports
fall wheat thirty-five inches high
and just beginning to head out, while
the spring wheat is fifteen inches.
Lethbridge says cool, wet weather has
caused the grain roots to grow deeper
and stronger and spring wheat to stool
out more. The rain has gone ofi
nicely and no grain has been drowned
out: The grass is in excellent shape
with cutting already starting, and
brome and rye grass in -head. Red
Deer, Lacombe and Stettler districts
all look splendid, and similar reports
came from KEdmonton, Wetaskiwin
and other more northern points. So
far there is no fly in the ointment of
the crop of the prairie west.

To Suppress Race Track Betting.

Toronto; June 17.—Addressing the

TAFT AND A GOOD
CROP ESSENTIALS

The Remedy for the Financial 1lls of
the United States Will be Found in
These Say John D. Rocekefeller,
Junior.

Montreal, June 15—With Taft at tle
White House and a good crop John D.
Rockefeller, jr., helieves that the finan-
cial ills of the United States would soon
be a thing of the past. To the Mari-
time express which pulled out of the
Bonaventure station at noon today was
attached a New York Central car, con-
taining an important representation of
the financial and railway world of the
republic. There were James Stillman,
John D. Rockefeller, jr., Jas. O. Bloss,
a director of the Duluth, South Shore
and Atlantic, and J. W. Stirling, the
confidential lawyer of Tord Strathcona.
Speaking freely of financial and railway
matters Mr. Rockefeller stated that Taft
would likely be the next president.

“And 1if he is, well, the financial in-
terests of the country have confidence in
his conservatism.

“Of course,” he added, “the election
of Mr. Taft will depend largely upon the
fesalt of the Democratic convention, but
[ do not consider Mr. Brayan’s chances
so good as they were -some time ago.
Perhaps a dark horse widl be the pro-
duct of that convention.”

CANNIBALISM IN
NORTHERN QUEBEC

Hunting Party Failed to Find Cache
Aod Ate Body of
Indian.

Montreal, June 15—T'rom the far north
comes an almost incredible story of can-
nibalism in which three men lost their
lives. ‘n Septembar, Joseph Gusset and
Mr. Bernard, of Paris, France, left Que-
bec with the intention of hunting north
of Lake St. John. August Lemieux was
employed as gnide. In January a party
| laft Pointe Bluson on a.fur hunting ex-
pedition and on the way back Joseph
Kurkness, of Quebec, found the ccamp-
ing ground where the Gussét party had
stayed. Round about were evidences
that the camp had been recently oceu-
pied and a note was found. reading:
“Could not find cache; we are without
provisions; join us quickly as possible.”
Some articles of clothing were found
marked “Gusset” and others “Lemieunx.”
Not finding any  tracc of the men the
Kurkness party went back to Quebec.

On April 2 the Mackenzie Trading Co.
found traces of the missing men. Among
arficles left behind them were a shot
gun, shells and a canvas bag filled with
personal effeets. There was no signs of
the men and the McKenzie people agreed
they had perished of cold and hunger.
On May 9, a bedy was discovered by the
McKenzie party near Lake St. John. It
was-that of an Indian, who had been
dismembered and partly eaten. It was
not the work of wild animals as was
shown by the entrails being replaced in
the man’s clothing. Slices of his body
had been cut off and were missing. The
find was reported to the attormey gen-
eral. and two men were sent north to
find traces of the rest of the party, but
without suecess,

.'l'he second man’s body has since been
discovered and had been partly aten by
his ‘companions. The authorities today
decided to give up the hunt for the third
man as it is. believed he is dead.

The *publioil_v com-
mittee, who will be the important com-
mittee, will devote their; efforts aside
from the Landing and local advant-
ages to settlers to thorongh desemina-
tion of northern information.

The personel of the committee is
unique in having among its number
men familiar with “the north and its
resolrces from a close and personal
knowledge. Much reliable and here-
toforce aceurate information will be
fortheoming.

Thousands of Delegates.

Chieago, Il., June 14—With - thoa-
sands of delegates-and visitors to the
Republican national convention pour-
ing into Chicago today, the first real
enthusiasm broke loose. The hotels
are erowded to hall rcoms and alcoves.
Hundreds are unable to find decent
quarters. Delegations, arriving on
every train and marching to quarters
in hotels, lent a martial air to the
city, and flags flying and bands play-
ing added to the cffect. :

A sudden squall
capsdized the boat. Both men were
thrown into the mater, but managed
to regain the bottom of the upturned
boat. ;

The acecident was seen by Seibert’s
wife and several other people from
the shore. They made .all possible
haste to construct a raft to render
assistance.

As it took them a long time young
McLean told Seibert it was too cold
for him to stay any longer on- the
upturned beoat and that he was going
to try and make the shore, some 200
yards.away. Seibert tried to persuade
him not to make the attempt, but
without avail. . He only got a shout
distance away from the boat before
he sank. ~ The body was not recover-
ed up to ten o’clock last sight. Me-
Lean’s father shot himself in the leg
two yedrs ago from the éffect of which
he died in the Edmonton General
Hospital.

PRINCE RUPERT LOTS.

Agent Believes That They Should be
Sold by Private Sale.

Prince Rupert, B.C., June 17—From
the verey latest advices received at
Prince Rupert it is altogether likely
that  the government portion of the
Prince Rupert townsite will be put
on the market at Prince Rupert either
by public auction or private sale. C.
D, Rand, real estate broker, of Van-
couver, is reported to be strongly in
favor of eelling the lots by private
sale and at reasonable figures, as he
considers - that should the lots be
auctioned off, exorbitant prices would
be paid, and the lots would likely
fall inta the hands of speculators in-
stead oi parties who would build up
a city. Already the Conservative as-
sociation of Prince Rupert has gone
on record in this matter, for at a meet-
ing held here of that newly organiz-
ed body a couple of days ago, the iol-
lowing resolution Wwa$ passed: “Re-
solved, that we as supporters of the
Conservative party, wish to be placed
on record as unanimously favoring
the selling of the province’s share of
the lots in  Prince Rupert townsite
at public auction at Prince Rupert.”

Up to the 27th day of May last, al-
though Prinee Rupert could boast of
an age of over two years, no death
had oecurred in the northern metro-
polis, but on the above date this re-
cord was broken when E. Dalghren, a
railway employee, died of consumption
after an illness of several weeks. He
was a native of Sweden and 31 years of
age.

Bill Before Federal House Provides
That B. C, Shall Divide Revenue
From Chinese Head Tax.

Ottawa, June 17.—Colonel Sam
Hughes’ demand for adequate protecs
tion to the lumbering industry was
prossed during his absence from the
House of Commons ‘today by Dr.
