Oats prices at elevators are steady 
at 23 cents per bushel. On the mar­
ket square 30 cents per bushel was 
asked on Monday for new oats. Local- 
dealFrs will pay 25 cents per bushel 
in car load lots.

Local millers are still paying a pre­
mium over what the Fort William 
market would fix prices at here. The*. 
are paying 85 cents per bushel in 
carload lots. Feed wheat on the mar 
ket square is selling at 55 cents ■:> 
60 cents per bushel.

On Monday there was more hay 00 
the market square than the demaiid 
called for and selling was rather dull 
Prices, however, were firm at $15 per 
ton tor good timothy.

BATTLED FOR SIXTEEN 
HOURS WITH HIGH SEAS

Steamer Which Foundered Off Pas­
sage Island was the Ottawa— 
Crew of Seventeen Made Landing 
After Long Journey Along Short 
at Copper Harbor.

Calumen, Mich., Nov. 16.—The 
steamer which foundered off Passage 
Island has been definitely identified 
as the Ottawa, which, wheat laden, 
left Port Arthur on Sunday night.

The Ottawa left in a light gale from 
the northwest with snow, but the 
storm increased during the night. 
On Monday morning it was found 
that the cargo was shifting, but the 
mountainous seas prevented opening 
of the hatches to trim the cargo, as 
the vessel would be inevitably 
swamped. The heavy seas mean­
while pounded the ship and reduced 
all the boats to splinters with the 
exception of a yawl.

Shortly before ten o’clock in the 
morning the decided list increased, 
and it became evident she would 
turn turtle. The crew finally aban­
doned her, entering the sole remain­
ing boat, the two firemen, who re­
mained by the furnaces until the 
-ast, and Captain Birnie having a 
narrow escape.

The boat was scarcely clear of the 
steamer when she disappeared, the 
boiler exploding as she sank. The 
weather moderating, the yawl made 
for Eagle Harbor, but by midnight 
the fifty mile easterly gale made a 
.anding at that point impossible and 
forced the boat to run before the 
wind along the short.

With great difficulty and peril Cop 
per Harbor was made, aided by the 
Gull lighthouse keepers, who went 
to their aid and afterwards cared 
for them in the lighthouse. The 
yawl was badly damaged by the 
buffeting and only kept afloat by 
bailing. Three of the crew are re­
ported in a serious condition, also 
Captain Birnie, as a result of injuries 
and exposure in the sixteen hour 
struggle for life on the seas. The 
captain’s injury will probably prove 
fatal. The owners wired the cap­
tain regrettitig the loss of the ship, 
but congratulating the captain on 
saving the entire crew of seventeen 
meh.

Port Arthur, Ont., Nov. 17.—The 
big storm appears to have about 
blown itself out, though no boat has 
arrived since yesterday afternoon. 
The Wilton and Dunelm are taking 
grain at the Canadian Northern ele­
vators. The Assiniboia left early 
this morning for Owen Sound and 
.he Crown at noon for Midland. As 
all boats which were on the lakes 
when the storm commenc^ are now 
heard from the tug Whalen did not 
make her intended trip of search 
about Passage Island and Isle Royal.

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MACHINERY REEKS 
WITH NON-UNIONISM

Statement Made by President of 
Machinists’ Union in Support of 
Amalgamation of Two Factions 
Allied With A. F. of L.—Difficult 
Problem Settled. .. . .

Toronto, Nov. 18.—The tenth day 
of the convention of the American 
Federation of Labor was taken up 
by the report of the executive, com­
mittee on adjustment. Questions of 
importance to international labor 
movements were considered and dis­
posed of.

The case, which is the most gener­
ally familiar to the trade unionists 
throughout the United States, and 
which occupied the greater part of

the dap, was that of elevator con­
structors and, the machinists. Chic­
ago has been the principal segt of 
trouble between these organizations.

For two years there has been 
trouble between the two organizations 
on the question of 'jurisdiction in the 
works. The elevator constructors 
would have control of the situation 
for a while, then the machinists would 
get in and this changing of condi­
tions would be repeated over and over 
again.

A motion was adopted directing 
President Compears to investigate th,, 
Chicago trouble under discussion and 
import his findings to the-executive 
council. A motion was adopted in­
structing the ordering out of the ma­
chinists at present working for the 
Otip Elevator Company, pending the 
investigation and report thereon.

Subsequently a recommendation 
providing for an amalgamation of 
the elevator constructor.- with the 
International Association of Machin­
ists was adopted. The plan was

Adopted by a referendum vote of 
both organizations, and will result 
in the formation of a district of ele­
vator constructors under the As­
sociation of Machinists with the con­
trol of its owp neCUliar trader matters 
left to the cbntrol of such district.

During the discussion - this sub­
ject, Jafes O’Oumell. internatibnal 
president " machinists’ union,
made a statement which startled the 
delegates and visitors. He said :

'‘There is not a piece of machinery 
going into the plants of North Ameri­
ca that is fairly Millions
of dollars worth of machinery that is 
reeking with non-unionism is being 
erected. Tens of thousands of men 
in the metal trades will receive in­
calculable benefit if the principle in 
the proposed amalgamation is carried 
out and extended.”
