On Saturday evening Henri Bouras- 
sa addressed a large gathering of 
French people in St. Mary’s school. 
The address which was short was an 
exhortation to the French-Canadian to 
preserve his individuality, his language 
and his faith in the west. The man 
who was ashamed of these was no 
better than the man who was ashamed 
of his father and his mother. Too 
many parents were content in the west 
to allow their children to grow up 
without remembering their ancient 
homes, their language and their re­
ligion. The people with whom they 
lived thought none the more of them 
for that reason and by respecting their1 
old province and their own language, 
they got the more respect from the 
English and others among whom they 
lived. Mr. Bourassa referred to the 
congress just completed at Edmonton 
in the interest of the preservation of 
the French language and said he hoped 
that in Calgary the French people 
would follow such a line. At the con-< 
elusion of the meeting the secretary oi 
the conference also spoke and Mr.
