Smoking More of a Fad Than a Habit—
Some of the Injurious
Results.

The number of women who have adop-
ted the habit of cigarette smoking has
increased enormously of lale years. Ten
or fifteen years ago smoking among
women in England was more or less
confined to isolated cases of young girls
who thought it clever or amusing and
elderly females of the tramp class who
found solace for an uncomfortable ex-
istence in sucking an aged pipe of un-
clean description.

It is very different to-day. There are
women smokers in every class of the
community, students, sociely women,
shop-girls and journalists, artists. girls
in business and girls who stay at home,
y®soeiirls and married women, says
Elizabetn Sloan Chosser in the London
Daily Chironicle. Even the grandmothers
are not beyond suspicion, although the
very word seems incompalible with cig-
aretfes. It is, perhaps, too much to as-
serl that most women smoke, but that
a greal many of them appreciale
soothing influence of what man has =0
long considered his pet luxury cannot
be denied.  Women smokers are increas-
ing, and at the same time man is be-
coming more tolerant and more accus-
tomed to the sight of a woman manipu-
laling a cigarette. It seems as if wo-
man means to smoke, in spite of the fact
that the habit has been condemned on
moral, @sthetic and medical grounds.

THE CHIEF ARGUMENT
against women smoking is that—it is &l-
ways besl to acknowledge a self-evident
fact righl away—women are more prone
tc the extreme than men. When smok-
ing is once acquired as a habit it is a
difficult matter to keep it within strict
and sensible limits, and what may be
very moderate smoking for a man is
dangerously near excess for a young
girl. A man may smoke a dozen cig-
areltes in twenty-four hours without any
apparent damage to his health; the girl
who habilually disposes of six or eight
cigarettes a day is deliberalely under-
mining her constilution. One of the
first duties of a woman is lo preserve
her health; because, in spite of all the
assertions and indignant denials of the
shrieking sisterhood, the chief reason cf
our very existence is to provide the mo-
thers of fulure generalions.

I have often been told by women that

they had started smoking more as a
joke and that the habit had grown up-
on them until they could not imagine
existence without their cigarette case.
And there is no more pathetic figure
than the heavy smoker of the gentler
sex. Thin, an@mic, hignly strung, irri-
table, with cold, clammy hands and
stained finger tips, she is one of the least
admirable products of the woman move-
ment.

She is either a brave woman or she
is ignorant of the dangers she runs in
smoking what she calls a harmless,

NERVE-SOOTHING CIGARETTE.
Those who argue that a woman should
smoke lo sootne her domestic worries
might as well say that a girl should take
krandy or opium lo counteract the de-
pressing effects of an unfortunate love
affair. Smoking in that sense is drug-
ging, the tobacco is to be regarded as a
narcolic, and all narcotics are to ie
avoided unless ordered by a doctor.

One cause of the prevalence of dyspep-
sia now-a-days is smoking, and dyspep-
gia acts as a brake on an ambitious wo-
man and a blot on a pretty one.
