Incident Received.

WHAT TURKEY 18 DOING.

•iadiUie U Ask s Vole of Credit end Sake 
a Statement.

A last (Friday) night's London cable 
aaye : The Russian Imperial Council in 
session al St. Petersburg to-day raised its 
first public signal ot financial distress by 
deciding to tax coupons on Government 
bonde. The levy is not to include Russian 
bonde held abroad, nor railway bonds 
guaranteed by the Ri.sian Government. 
Their exemption, however, will not avert 
the dieaa' tous effect which this extraordi­
nary measure is bound to have on Rurtian 
credit. The arguaient is that it Russia is 
compelled to partially repudiate her inter­
est obligations at h .me, t > prepare for war, 
she may have to exteud the repudiation 
abroad when war aotu Uly c unes. A gen. 
oral and heavy decline in Russian securi­
ties ie expected to-morrow morning on the 
London Stock Exchange and the conti­
nental bourses.

In the House of Commons this afternoon 
Mr. Gladstone stated the Government had 
to-day received from Sir Peter Lumsden a 
reply to their request for an independent 
report upon the Penjleb incident. In this 
it is stated that General Komartff was 
aware at as early a date as 28 ;h of March 
ui the understanding agreed upon on March 
I7ih between Russia and England. Accord­
ing to the terms of this understanding, 
England was to deter the Afghans, and the 
Czar was to deter his troops from advanc­
ing beyond the position they then 
respectively occupied, until some subsequent 
agreement sV'ut the demarcation of the 
Afghan frontier could be reaobei bttween 
tne two Governtxenis. The battle on ihe 
Kuahk was fought, therefore, several days 
after General Komartff had been made 
aware of the agreement not to advance. 
Captain Yates, the British officer who wit­
nessed the battle, was assured by the 
Russian officer wb> commanded in tne 
fight that he knew notbiog of the nuder- 
itanding of the 17th of Mai oh. General 
Lumsden’s present report appears to 
warrant the inference that whatever 
Gen. Romaroff knew officially about the St. 
Petersburg arrangement with London, he 
kept it to himself. Mr. Gladstone being 
asked if the Government had p.otested 
against the recent occupation of Penjdeh 
by General Komaroff and bis establish­
ment of Russian administration there, 
answered that the Government bad not 
vet made either occurrence the subject of 
official communication with Russia. The 
government was awaiting futther infor­
mation oonparning these events.

ft is stated that Turkey has positively 
assured liqssia that in the event of war no 
English ironclad will be allowed to enter 
the Black 8ea. Turkey alio declared she 
Could make the Dardanelles impassable in 
a few hours if necessary. The papers at 
tit Petersburg are onuokliug over the fact 
that two hundred English steamers are at 
present in the Blaok 8sa and S sa of Aziv. 
The Turks are rapidly building t irte at 
Batoum.

* TKIfl.lt t Klt.11» now 
Ol Three Children In a ssuintng Building.

A last (Friday) night’s Quebec despatch 
says: Shortly before 11 o’clock this morn- 
ing a fire broke out in a large wooden 
building neat the foot of Davideoo’e Hill at 
Levis. The whole structure was quickly 
wrapped in flames and completely 
destroyed. The structure, which was let 
in tenements, was a double one of three 
stories, built of deals and faced with brick. 
The first flu was unoccupied. On the 
second flat resided Ontzime Gravel, 
laborer, and Iser Gay ; on the third flat 
Timothy Lizotte, Louis Couture and 
Edward Lafleur. The fire seems to have 
originated in the apartments of Gravel, 
find two of bis children and a daughter of 
Lizotte were burned to death. Mrs. Gravel 
Slates that she left her two children and 
♦be girl Lizotte at play in the kitchen. She 
was absent about ten minutes, and was 
horrified on returning to find the premises 
on fire. 8be made a rush for her rooms, 
but was unab’s to enter, as the plaoe was 
oompleh ly e; vt loped in flames. In her 
efforts to get in the poor woman was her­
self bad! v burned. The victims are Joseph 
Gravel, 51 years old ; Adelard Gravel, aged 
j) years, and a 6 year old daughter of Timo­
thy Lizotte,

GHOSTLY EXPLOSIONS.

New York Apartment House Imam» 
Panic-Stricken by a Series ol mtyilrrl- 
eus Explosion».

A New York despatch says : The mys­
terious explosions which * a month ago 
startled the tenants of the Btonev apart­
ment bouse iu the upp>er part of the oity 
recurred with increased force on Saturday 
night, and havo since continued daily. 
Yesterday morning a terrific explosion 
ooourred, displacing furniture, cracking the 
walls, and creating a semi-panic among the 
oooupants. The tenants say the explosions 
are similar to the discharge of cannon, and 
seem to oome from the centre of the build­
ing. The owners ot the property have 
instituted all manner ot investigations to 
ascertain the cause of the disturbance with­
out success. Many theories are advanced, 
end the explosious have been variously 
(Attributed to dynamité, settling of the 
building, blasting in the vicinity, and steam 
jn the pipes. But none ot the causes men­
tioned when thoroughly examined were 
sufficient to oonviuoe the moat credulous 
that they prodnoed the reports. Experts 
are completely nonplussed, and the tenants 
are seeking other quarters.

Tke marching Experience».

A lUBIlIB’S ICOEMIS ATTACK
On hie Eloped WUe and her Paraaon

•11» Attempt hi Anictde.

A Iasi Saturday night’s Nawburg, N.Y , 
despatch says : A week ago James Barclay, 
aged 23, eloped with the wife of Joseph 
Myers, of Montgomery, ibis county. The 
parties came here and oommenoed house­
keeping. This evening Barclay, on return­
ing home, found Myers etabbing the woman 
with a large jack knife. She was covered 
with blood from a gash in her neck six 
inches long and another under the left ear. 
Seeing Barolay, Myers turned and attacked 
him, inflicting two terrible gashes, one in 
the throat and the other under the ear, 
Supposing be had finished bis deadly 
work, Myers drew the knife across his 
own throat, outling it from ear to ear, and 
then threw the knife out ef the window. 
When the neighbors arrived a terrible 
eight presented itself, the three bodies 
being covered with blood. Barclay, who is 
the least iojured of the three, was taken to 
a neighboiiog drag store, where hie wounds 
were dressed. Physicians were called to 
attend Myers and his wife, whose injuries 
will likely prove fatal.

TOO 11 1 II BASEBALL.

A Olo her Who Neglects Her Family t.
Atlend Baseball matches.

A Pittsburg, Pa„ telegram says : The com­
missioner appointed to take testimony in 
the divorce proceedings of Thomas Carlin 
against his wife, Mary Carlin, has com­
pleted the tsking of testimony in the case 
and will file his report in a few daye. The 
affidavit of the libellant charges, among 
other things, desertion and neglect of 
household duties. The patties live in 
Alleghany. Tne defendant did not appear 
at the hearings and the principal witness 
examined was the husband. He alleged 
that his wife, during the spring and summer 
of last year, was a frequent visitor at the 
baseball games played by the Alleghany 
Club. When she was not able to get in 
she used to go to the residence of a family 
near by the park and anxiously wait to hear 
the result ol the innings.

‘1 remonstrated with her," he said, 
“ and told her that she was allowing her 
children to go to the dogs by her neglect. 
Supper was never ready when I got home 
in the evening. The children were ditty 
and crying for their 1 mamma.' She would 
often bet small sums on the Alleghenies 
winning, and as tbit finally became a 
rarity it also became rather expensive. 
When I complained about her conduct she 
told me to hire help, as she had no time to 
attend to her household duties. It finally 
became so bad that I had to leave her, and 
the last I heard of her she was talking 
about joining a female baseball olub.”

Both parties to the suit are young, and 
the wife is rather preposeesii ig. The bus- 
band is at present taking care of their 
children. Giber witnesses examined cor­
roborate 1 the testimony given above as to 
the wife’s fondness Ipr baseball. One wit­
ness said :

“ I have seen a good many men wild over 
baseball, but Mrs. Carlin beats them all. 
She had a sort of mania for it."

THE COT1ING CATTLE qi’EE.V.

A Du-hliiy Ueltkrliy with Her Large 
Flock In Ike Far Weer.

A Chicago despatch says : Among the 
drovers who alighted from a cattle train 
caboose at the etookyarde to-night was a 
tall, majaetio-looking woman of about 30 
years. Though not a beauty, she would 
have commanded attention in a metropoli­
tan thoroughfare.

“ Men are all frauds,’’ she said, with a 
laugh. " I wouldn’t marry the best one of 
them that ever lived. I prefer to be their 
superior by remaining in such circum­
stances that I can always buy their labor 
and esteem.” Miss Mary Meagher was the 
name to which the lady answered. In 
Washington Territory she is known as the 
oamiog cattle queen, the companion 
celebrity to Mies Iliff, of Denver. In the 
train she had ten car-loads of oattle which 
had endured the experiment of a 2,600-mile 
ride. She values tne stock at $10,000, and 
says if the trip is financially successful she 
will return as soon as practicable from 
Walla Walla with 400 additional head. 
She employs a number ot oowboys and is 
the owner of a large herd oattle, to the 
raising of which she gives her personal 
attention.

WHAT GKAHAiH HAS DONE.

The General Quietly Doing n «real 
Work In the Soudan.

A Lindon cable says ; Attention has 
been so completely diverted from the Sou­
dan, designedly so, acme say, by the 
immensity of the question pending between 
Russia and Eogland, that the good work 
being unostentatiously performed by Gen. 
Graham is almost lost sight of. He went 
to Suakim without a flourish ot trumpets, 
and he is pursuing hie work without the 
beat of drums. His work has been onerous 
rather than great and useful more than 
ostentatious, and the result is that he has 
received but little notioe. As a matter of 
fact, he has cleared the district surrounding 
Snakim of rebels. He has not defeated 
Osman Digna in pitched battle, because 
that worthy has tiken to the hills, but he 
has reduoed many hostile tribes to sub­
mission, and has opened the way for the 
construction of the Suakim-Berber railway 
far beyond the present requirements of the 
contractors. With the exception of the 
one mishap, for whiob Gen. McNeill ie 
entirely responsible, Gen. Graham’s work 
has been uniformly good, and greatly 
enhances his reputation as a commander,

Apoui Widow».
I have a vague idea that a widow, to be 

natural, should always be plump. 1 can’t 
give my reason for it. I have long had a 
conviction that grief over a departed bus- 
band is fattening. I know that stage 
widows are always wan and pale and faint 
at the sight of any relie of tbe deceased. 
But that is a dramatic license, and only 
in comedies where true love and devotion 
are made funny, not to say ridiculous, do 
they make widows plump. Come to think 
of it, I don’t see why a widow shouldn’t be 
plump. She has nothing to worry about. 
She is heroine ot one great battle, 
with a weakening world before her to 
conquer. 1 like widows. II always seems 
to me that a widow is a woman who has 
got tbe best ol a man. He may have been 
a good deal of a man or very little of a 
man, but she’s got the best ol him.

I do not wish to ask 
whether matrimony is after all a disease 
that ie fatal to woman. I don’t say that a 
woman should never marry at a’l. She

To incarcerate a man as a lunatic in 
Denmark nothing is required but a certifi­
cate from a competent medical practitioner 
stating that the individual in question ie 
insane. Any one m Denmark is entitled to 
keep a private asylum without tioense, and 
the patients in such an asylum are not 
under State control. Denmark has an 
exoess ot lunatics, due ohiefly to the Scan­
dinavian habit of constant dram drinking. 
They are well oared for in spite ot the defect 
ot the lunacy laws.

The ex direotor of the oonseription under 
the first empire computed the actual loss 
ot men born within the old limits of France, 
and destroyed in the imperial wars from 
1804 to 1815, at 1,700,003.

D011M PARLIAMENT.
Sir John Macdonald, rising to move the 

seooud readiog of the Franobise Bill, said 
he would not occupy the time cf the House 
long for this Bill had been more or leas 
before the House for years. The present 
state of the franom^e was anomalous and 
out of accord with that of Great Britain. 
The British North America Act 
contemplated that the franchise would 
be in the hands of the Pro­
vinces. At first that was a necessity, 
for the Parliament had to be elected before 
the franchise oould be fixed, but it was clear 
that a Parliament which was sleeted ought 
to control the franchise. There oould bo 
no more opportune time than the present 
to introdnoe this Bill. Franchise Bills had 
recently been passed in Ontario, Nova 
Sootia, and o.her Provinces, showing that 
it was possible that half ot a oonstituenoy 
of a member of this House might be swept 
away or a oonstituenoy might be enlarged, 
and thus representation in this House 
changed for purely looal reasons. Every 
person of oommon-seota must admit that 
there should be as little difference in the 
franobise in the different Provinces 
as possible, otherwise they would 
be sowing seeds ol discontent. If 
in contiguous Provinces one class 
was represented and another cot repre­
sented there would be disooLtent. If 
there was to be a change in the franobise 
of the electors ol the representatives of tbe 
Dominion it should be by tbe Dominion 
Parliament. He would not go over ill tbe 
changes in the Bill, for it would be a waste 
of time. He thought that this Bill would 
enlarge the franchise in Ontario and 
Quebec, probably also in New Brunswick 
and Nova Sootia, but not in Prinoe Edward 
Island. There was one thing in the Bill 
which be strongly favored. That was the 
enfranchisement of women. He was, and 
always had been, in favor of that franobise, 
believing that it must eome, just as women 
were rising from the position of being mere 
slaves of their husbands. Mr. Gladstone 
in England favored that franchise, but 
would not imperil his Franchise Bill by 
including it. He (Sir John) would fellow 
Mr. Gladstone’s example. He had included 
woman suffrage in the Bill, but only in 
order that there might be a disonssion and 
a vote upon it. Hu moved the second read­
ing of the Bill.

Sir Riohard Cartwright said he regretted 
very much that the First Minister had 
decided to bring down a Bill of such im­
portance under tbe present oironmstanoea. 
No Bill oould be more vitally important 
to the country. It would be heard with 
surprise in Canada, and not only here but 
elsewhere, that a man in the exalted posi­
tion of the t’irst Minister should speak on 
such a Bill as this just eight and one-half 
minutes by the oioek. He would have 
thought that the hon. Minister would have 
entered upon a discussion ot the far-reaoh- 
ing oocstquenoes ot suoh a Bill as this. 
This Bill involved new principles which had 
never been at all fully discussed either in 
the House or the press or on the platform. 
The First Minister must kno m that the 
steps taken in this direction were practi­
cally impossible to be retraced. This Bill 
has been introduced, he believed, seven 
times. The hon. Minister has cried,
“ Wolf, wolf,” so often that the people had 
oeased to expeot that thie Bill would be 
pressed forward. Under what oiroumstanoes 
was the Bill introduced 7 The House met 
on the 29th of January. This was the 
16 ,h of April, 78 days from the open­
ing. He had known sessions when in that 
time all the business ot the country 
had been thoroughly discussed. Yet what 
bad been accomplished this session 7 
The Budget Speech was delayed five weeks 
for no reason that appeared in the speech 
itself or in the ohanges in the tariff pro­
posed when it was made. The discussion 
was allowed to go from week to week for 
four weeks without any apparent effort or 
desire on the part of the Government to 
Bring it to a close. It was only when the 
Northwest difficulties had assumed alarm­
ing proportions that the disonssion was, 
mote by what might be called aooident 
than by the desire ol the country, brov.ght 
to a close. Late as this measure was 
pressed forward, it was at a time when 
public attention was almost wholly directed 
to affairs in the Northwest, when it was 
impossible that this vitally important mea­
sure oould be fairly considered by the 
people. He oould not remember any session 
when public business was so much in 
arrears. At such a late period of the session 
the estimates had hardly been entered 
upon, yet at no time had there been a 
greuter reason why these should be care­
fully scanned. Tbe Finance Minister him­
self admitted that he only saved himself 
from a deficit this year by taking the 
$500,000 received on capital account from 
the sale ot public lands. Next year, 
according to the Finaneial Minister’s 
own figures, they might expeot a 
deficit of $250,000, and since that state­
ment was made the House had been called 
upon to vote $700,000 to defray the ex­
penses ot suppressing the rebellion in the 
Northwest. So that it was probable there 
would be very considerable deficits. The 
debate on the tariff was not yet concluded, 
there being still several of the most im­
portant ohanges to be aisouesed. There 
was a proposition before the House to 
double the Mounted Police Force, involving 
an increased annual expenditure of about 
half a million of dollars. They had every 
assurance that Parliament would be called 
upin to deal with a new proposition for 
further aesistanoe to the Canadian Pacific 
Bailway. The Secretary of Seate had in­
troduced a Chinese Bill, and the First 
Minister had stated that the Insolvency 
Bill was to be taken up. It was quite evi­
dent that this Bill oould not be pressed 
through this session with the discussion 
which would be in accordance with the 
dignity of the House and tbe importance 
ot the subject. They were bound to ask 
what oould be the excuse for this aotion ol 
the First Minister. It looked like very 
little short of a conspiracy to shut off dis­
cussion. (Oh, oh.) The praoiioal result 
was the same as if it was a conspiracy. 
This course was rapidly making Parliament 
a farce. It was clear that a oue-man’s- 
power was becoming recognized, and that a 
practical despotism was being established. 
The First Minister himself admitted 
that this .dill affected the relations 
of all tne Provinces of the 
Dominion, and yet for suoh an im­
portant matter ho gave an opportunity 
for disonssion only in the eleventh week of 
the session. This showed one of the great 
disadvantages of the Opposition being 
numerically so weak. The First Minuter 
attempted to press through measures suoh 
as he had never attempted to pass when 
the Opposition was more numerous, but, 
though only one-third of tbe House, the 
Opposition represented almost one-half ot 
the people according to votes east, and it 
was their duty to see that all measures 
brought down were fairly discussed. To 
press this measure forward now was to 
make certain that other business would be 
neglected, tor the business now before the 
House, apart from thie Bijl, oould not be 
fairly discussed in less than seven weeks. 
There was no reason in the Bill for this 
haste. Canada had existed for almost 
twenty years without such a Bill, and the 
First Minister did not allege that there was 
a strong demand in the country for tbe Bill 
now. He moved, in amendment to the 
motion for the second reading ot the Bill, 
" That in the opinion ol this House it is nut 
possible at this late stage of the seosioo, 
having regard to the present condition cf 
the public business, to discuss the said Bill 
satisfactorily.”

Sir H. Langevin excused the brevity of 
the Premier’s explanation by saying that 
Ihe measure had been before the House for 
lime time. The Premier had explained 
the Bill on ile Aral reading. The measure 
was intended lo give a banohise lot this

House independent of Looal Legislatures, 
and free it from the changes which Looal 
Legislatures might choose to make from 
lime to time They remembered what 
ccourted when one of Ihe smaller provinces 
passed a law which deprived a number of 
voters known to be Conservatives ot the 
franohise. The Ontario Legislature had 
just passed an Aot making great altera- 
lions in the franohise. Why should thie 
House allow itself to be dictated to by 
Local Legislatures ? The question whether 
we should have a franohise for this House 
was the principle which was involved in 
the second reading of this Bill. This 
measure had been announced in the 
Speech from the Throne.

Mr. Blake took np first the statement 
made by Mr. Ohapleau that the Bill oould 
easily be disposed of by a disonssion of six 
or eight hours. He pointed ont that the 
measure was a oomplioated one, and oould 
not very well be anything else, as it had to 
deal with all the Provinoes. It would not 
do to refuse to consider the circumstanoes 
of those whioh Mr. Cbapleau had con­
temptuously refeired to as the smaller 
Provinoes. Mr. Blake proceeded to give a 
history of tbe Fraoohiee Bill up to the pre­
sent time. Sir John had proposed it 
through the Speech from the Throne in 
the first session ot Parliament after 
Confederation. A uniform franchise wa 
then announced as part of his policy, but 
although he had been in power ointinu- 
ously since (except five years) he had not 
been able to oarry out bis plans. If the 
measure was, as the Seoretaryof State hid 
said, one ot ease and simplicity to consider, 
the question was why he had not sooner 
carried it through Parliament. It was, 
however, found to be a very diffionlt ques­
tion. The experience of the United Siatts 
also pointed out that there was no necessity 
for any change from the present method. 
There the various States provided the Iran- 
ohise which elected representatives to the 
Federal House ot Representatives. It had 
been oonoeded by the Secretary of State 
that the people ot Quebec would be opposed 
to one principle in tbe Bill. This was only 
proof that eaoh Province oould beat deter 
mine tbe question for itself. It had 
been stated by the Premier that the 
Bill would enlarge the franohise 
in Ontario. This was untrue. The 
statement might have applied some time 
ago, but it did not apply now. The fact 
was that the Bill before the House was a 
great limitation of the franobise in Ontario, 
An Aot was passed last session which largely 
extended the franohise in Ontario. Botn 
parties were a unit as to the extension, and 
Sir John’s deputy leader went farther and 
proposed manhood suffrage. Mr. Blake 
then oompared the provisions of the Ontario 
Aot and the Bill before the House, and 
proved that the latter would deprive a large 
number ot electors of the right to vote. Mr. 
Blake next referred to the difficulties 
and contusion that would arise from 
a double franchise, and whioh would 
add a large burden of expense to the treas­
ury. Parliament also had nothing to do 
with property, as that was a question of 
oivil rights. The simplest française whioh 
this Parliament oould deal with would be 
one based on citizenship, residence and 
intelligence. Figures were given showing 
the number ot the various classes mentioned 
in the Bill and the manner in which tne> 
would be affected. Referring to the clause 
regarding female franohise, n was pointed 
out that marriage was treated as a disabil 
ity. If the franchise Was given to the 
spmsters it oould not justly be retueed to 
married women. A question whioh would 
arise out of the en>ancbisemeut of women 
would be that of representation. Were tbe 
enfranchisement ot w^men earned to its 
logical oonolosion, the future might see a 
woman ooonpying the ,'ioeaker’s chair. 
The question was a momentous one, and 
should only be decided aller the fullest 
consideration, and not be di. missed as it 
had been by ths Premier with only one 
minute’s discussion.

AN IDIOT’S FKEAK

Cause» the Death by Burning ol Four 
Eeople.

A last (Sunday) night’s Reading, Pa., 
despaion says : A frame building on the 
Alsace truok farm, several miles from the 
city, owned by Augustus L. Wentzel, was 
burned this morning. Harry Wentzel, 
aged 11; Charles Wentzal, aged 13, sons of 
the proprietor, Charles and Fred Helzinger, 
brothers, aged 16 and 26, were burned to 
death. The building was a short distance 
from Weutzal’s reeidenoe and was occu­
pied by the male hired help. The cause of 
the fire was a mystery until Danny Knoll, 
a half witted vagabond, 40 years ot age, 
who has been an object ol charity in the 
neighborhood, related that he came to the 
plaoe last night, made a bed for himself 
and fell asleep, About 3 o'clock this morn- 
ing he awoke, put some coal on the tire, 
and then walked over to a neighbor’s bouse, 
a mile and a half distant.

CURRENT TOPICS.

Rioht Hon. Sir Edward Malet is the 
envy of British diplomatists. In these days 
of slow diplomatic promotion, to be Ambas­
sador to Berlin—without doubt now ths 
most important of British legations—at 47, 
and to marry the daughter ol almost the 
wealthiest Duke, is an extraordinary suo- 
oess for the younger son of a second-class 
diplomatist without powerful political eon- 
ueotions.

A wbitxb in the New York Nation, 
wearied with the annually recurring jests 
as to the propriety of conferring the degree 
of “ bachelor ” upon female graduates of 
colleges, traces the etymology of the word 
in two directions, one of whioh leads him 
to a Latin word meaning a farm laborer, 
withont distinction of sex, while the other 
reaches the Latin word for bayberry—the 
writer holding that in either case the sty- 
■oology of the word justifies its application 
to women as much as to men.

A whites in the Medical World says that 
as opium is an antidote for pain, so con­
versely, the real antidote tci an overdose of 
opium ie to cause persistent pain. With 
this idea he has 11 often placed a hand vise 
on the thumbs and snap clothes pine on the 
fingers to neutralize the effects of the drug.” 
The method appears to have been snooess- 
ful, though the patients did not feel pain 
until a considerable time after the applica­
tion. As the pain increased in severity the 
pins were removed one by one and the 
patient levived.

Qdeen Victoria takes np her bed and 
walks when she ohanges her residence. It 
appears the Queen always sleeps in a 
wooden bed of partioular shape and made 
up in a special way, and whenever Her 
Majesty goes to a strange plaoe a bed and 
its furuiture are despatched from Windsor 
for her use. Two were sent off a couple of 
weeks since from the workshop at the 
castle, the one for the Queen's oabin in the 
steam yacht Victoria and Albert, and the 
other has gone to Aix-les-Bains. There is 
already one of the Queen’s beds at Darm­
stadt. It was sent out when she went 
there last year.

A Glasoow newspaper gives the experi­
ence ot that oity in the use of pavements, 
whose oonolasionis that there are only two 
kinds whioh are euitable for nse—wood and 
asphaltnm. Tbe macadam and the paving 
with stones are both condemned, the latter 
for the reason that it ie immensely wearing 
on horses, and, further, because this class 
of pavement requires four times as much 
strength to move a load as in the case of 
asphalt and wood. These facts are well 
known in the larger of the great cities ot 
Great Britain, with the result that the 
macadam and ths stone paving are being 
dieplaoed by asphalt and rood.

The merits cf the two soldiers, the Rus­
sian and Afghan, are frealy discussed as 
they now atand in front of eaoh other’s 
guns. The Russian is justly deecnbed as 
a good soldier, robust, bra ve and well die- 
ciplined. I( he lacks the elan of the French 
he has more steadiness. He ie ot sullen 
temperament, and even when beaten will 
turn in retreat, as shewn at Inkerman. He 
is animated with great devotion to the Czar, 
whom he regards as a God on earth, and 
thie miogliegof religious feeling is regarded 
as the great motive power of the Russian 
soldier. The Afghans have somewhat of a 
similar disposition, and in their many bat­
tles with their present friends, the British, 
showed unquestioned valor. They are of 
lighter and wore Frenohy form and char­
acter.

The British Postmaster-General hae 
brought in a bill to revise the telegrcph 
tariff. On and after August 1st the mini­
mum price ol a telegram in the United 
Kingdom will be sixpence, inetead of a 
shilling. The poet offioe now tranemite 
about 24,000,000 messages per annum, at an 
average price of a shilling and a penny, and 
an average cost of tenpenoe. To oarry the 
same messages at the reduced rate would, 
it is estimated, entail a loss of $650,000 a 
year. To obviate this the free address will 
be abolished. The tariff will, be two words 
for a penny, with a minimum charge of 
sixpence, the words in the address being 
counted. It is expected that the new tariff 
will reduce the profite of the department 
£180,000 a year, leaving the actual profit 
of the department at not more that £250,- 
000 a year.

The Emperor ot Germany, the 8&th 
anniversary of whose birthday has just 
been celebrated, has, late in life, joined the 
ranks of artists as a sculptor, or, rather, 
as a modeller. When he was last at Ems 
he gave sittings to the eminent sculptor, 
Prof. Keil, for a bust. Among the 
numerous decorations whioh he wore was 
tbe Grand Star of the Order ” Pour le 
Mente.” The Emperor, dissatisfied with 
the position in whioh Prof. Keil repro­
duced this star on the olay model, erased 
it, and, with his own hands, carefully 
remodelled it an rooh or two higher up on 
the left breast. The new star was not, 
perhaps, as deftly executed as the old one 
bad been, for, as the Emperor laughingly 
said, it was his first effort ; but Prof. Keil 
obtained permission to leave it just as it 
had been left, and cheap plaster replicas of 
the model, which thus acquired a peculiar 
interest, are now being sold by thousands 
throughout Germany.

At the British Royal Institution reoentiy 
Sir F. Abel gave an interesting lecture on 
'• Accidental Explosions produced by Non- 
Explosive Liquids,” and in his lecture he 
offered suggeetions whioh he was of opinion 
would tend very greatly to lessen the num­
ber of such accidents. He would have the 
reservoir of the lamp made of metal, and 
not of glass or earthenware. There should 
be no opening or channel of oommnnioa- 
tion with it near the burners, unless pro­
tected by wire gauze, or unless its diameter 
did not exceed .04 inch. The wick should 
be soft and not longer than sufficient to 
touch the bottom of the reservoir, and the 
reservoir should always be filled before use. 
The flame should be lowered carefully, and 
when it is to be extinguished (when no 
extinguishers are provided, whioh, how­
ever, all lamps should have) it should be 
lowered to a mere flicker, and inetead of 
blowing down the ohimney, a sharp puff 
should be blown aoross the top, the month 
being horizintal therewith.

A Honolulu letter to the St. Lome Globe- 
Democrat says the charge so frequently 
made that the missionaries are responsible 
for the rapid extinction of the native race 
at tbe Sandwich Islands is without any 
foundation. Tbe seeds ol deadly disease 
were sown before their arrival. The 
Hawaiian race is doomed, and nothing but 
a miracle will save them from certain 
extinction. That disease has made awful 
ravages among them is dne to their eon- 
tact with foreigners. Ot late years leprosy 
has been introduced by the Chinese, and it 
has spread with alarming rapidity. It is 
estimated by good observers that fully one- 
fifth of all the native population is infected 
with it, or with similar complaints in suoh 
an aggravated form ae scarcely to be dis­
tinguished from the genuine Asiatic leprosy.
