BAD MISTAKE.

A Burghersdorp dispatch has a
ysterious reference to ‘“an unfortu-
nate mistake of the enemy for Bra-
bant’'s Horse, which resulted in the
sounding of ‘cease fire,” and enabled
the Boers 1o occupy all the command-
ing positions, the British retiring from
a difficult predicament.”

Gen. Clements’ success against the
Boers in the Magaliesberg regiom is
rlso doubtful, the last dispatch report-
ing that “it was coneidered adviszble
not to force the Boers from their po-
sitions.”

MAINLY OPTIMISTIC.

The British press continue in the
main optimistic, but the condition of
affairs brings home the enormous dif-
ficuilties that will face Lord Kitchener
in mpatrolling and wpolicing such im-
mense tracts of country, even when
the Boers shall be finally subdued. The
Daily Mmnil, which makes a strong ap-
peal to the government to face the
facts and send Lord Kitchener more |
troops, says there is a real risk in be-
ing lulled to sleep by ‘“‘censored mes-
sages.”
