CRUSH WHITE SOX

Hold Comiskey’s Aggregation
Helpless and Carry Off
the Pennant.

Chicago, Oct. 6.—Detroit™s Tigers
are again championg of the American
League.

Put to the test, they entered the last
game of the sehson with all the fury
they have shown in the two years t_hey
have beaten the American League _into
submission. For Chicago to win
meant that the White Sox would grasp
the honors the Tigers held, The cham-
pions opened with a terrible 'attack.
All their great sluggers were hitting
in unison again, and before the first
mning closed they had broken the
spirit of as ganie a team as ever trod
a diamond.

They won, to 0.

No more fitting climax could have
been planned for such a race, the
maddest, moust desperately-fought
baseball has ever known.

Depended on Bill.

Detroit depended upon Donovan. And
the great Wild Bill was true to his
trust. Never did he look better. He
shut the bitteriy-iighting Sox out and
allowed them but c¢wc hits. He walked
three, and tha2se five men were the
only ones to reach first base. But one
man reached secyad. Ten of the Soux
fanned.

Donovan’s speed wag marvellous. For
nine innings he retired the last-con-
tenders against the title-defmders al-
most in order. The best proof of his
wonderful effectiveness is that there
were but two assistg in the entire
game. The rest of the batters either
fanned or sent easy flies to the sup-
porting cast.

Victory Decisive.

The Tigers left no question of doubt
about the victory. Never was a game
more decisively or more cleanly taken.

They beat the entire Chicago pitch-
ing staff in order. White opened. The
champions beat their hoodoo Doy -a
terrific onslaught. McIntyre singled,
Crawford doubled and Cobb triple:d.
Twenty-three thousand people saf, sii-
ently in the stands while the ring
of their bats rang through the park.
They were heart-breaking smashes.
Walsh followed. The great giant went
in for the seventh time in nine days in
a last desperate effort to bring to
Comiskey the flag they had fought for
so valiantly. But nothing could stop
the men of Jennings.

The onslaught continued. In the
fifth, Fielder Jones took Walsh out.
The great iron man’'s head sank to his
breast as he walked slowly from the
box. They saw tears were in his eyes
as he threw himself on the ground
near the bench. Smith, who succeed-
ed him, did manage-to stay the run-
mad Tigers for a few innings, but in
the ninth they again resumed their
dash around the sacks.

With Donovan, the master, pitching
as he had never pitched before, and
with his support seemingly inspired
by the manner in which he worked,
the Sox fought on to the very last,
but they were powerless. No club in
the world could have beaten Bill.
The day was dark and he cut

famous. Each time the ball struck
Catcher Thomas' big mitt there was
a crack like a rifle shot. He com-
bined with his speed a swell curve
and great control.

Crawford, Coob, McIntyre and
Scharfer led the assult against Chi-
cago’s hopes.
