The church has accepted no responllo
bility for the management, coatrol,

financing or appointment of the profes-
gors. All this had been laft to the board
of trustees. Hal Principal Grant been a
failure Instead of turning out to be the
peeriess college professor of Canada, had
Queen’s gone down instead of rising, no
court of the church could have intervened
to rectify affalrs. The whole matter
rested with the trustees. Some speak of
Queen’s as an asset to the Presbyterian
Church, and say that the church would
be sacrificing something and making a
surrender In accepting the proposal of
the trustees.

“But,” he continued, “the college has
continued to be denominational in the
eyes of the Government, The majority
of the trustees have to be Presbylerians,
and the principal has to be a Presby-
terlan. As such the university is sub-
ject to all the privations and destructions
of a denominational university. While
the church has assumed no responsibility
for the financing and management, the
trustees have made reports to the as-
sembly as the supremne court of the
church because the university desired
the supp of the church.”

Principal Gordon said he concurred
with the stand of the Government in
refusing to give al dto denominational
universities. The school of mining while
on the Queen’s campus, was separate,
and so was ailded by the Government,

Queen’s had originally been pattérned
after Kdinburgh University, and as the
Scottish universities had passed out of
the control of the church to be national
universitles, so it was essential that
Queen's should be more national in con-
stitution as It has long been in character,
more national in form as (t has long been
in spirit. And the Presbyterfan Church
has always stood for national as above
denominational education.

Just as the universities of Oxford and
Cambridge and all the other later col-
leges of importance in England have be-
come national In thelr policy, as the uni-
versities In Scotland have become na-
tional, Queen’s is asking to become
national. .

Some people referred to the change in
Queen’s constitution as a separation
from the church, he continued. One
might as well say that the independence
given Canada by the British Empire was
separation. He strongly urged that
the question of what change wuld be
made In Queen's be not delayed, but
settled (n this sembly No institution
could do fts work waile under
strain and uncertainty. Queen’'s had suf-
fered from this uncertalnty and strain,
and It was an evidence of its good spirits
that it had not suffered more. Delay
would cause great strain, and he feared
an estrangement from the church that
it would take years to overcome,

Making this change would not separate
Queen’s from the Presbyterian Church.
It would be impossible to vitally separate
the university from the church which
had cradled it. The spirit of Queen’s
would ever be Presbyterian.
