The
fire was still burning, though under
control, at 8 o'clock tonight after a
ten-hour battle by the entire fire de-
partment. All the tenants escaped
without injury, though Miss Olive
Wanstall, a bookkeeper working in
the Saskatoon Hardware store, was
overcome by smoke and had to be
carried out. Many of those living
upstirs escaped only with what they
wore.
