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THE PRICE OF COAL.

One of the California newspapers has
raised the report that the price of coal has
advanced in San Francisco two dollars a
ton. The advance is attributed to Duns-
muir & Sons.  The report was, of course,
repeated by the T'imes, of this city, whose
editor appears only too glad to circulate
any rumor relative to the Dunsmuir firm
without taking the least trouble to find
out whether it is true or not. . We are
pleased to be in a position to state that
the report about ‘“a rise in coal” in San
Francisco is, to use the words of a tele-
gram received here yesterday from that
city, “‘a base fabrication.” ““There has
been no ‘meeting of coal dealers, and coal
has not advanced two dollars.” We have
also the best reason for stating that if,
as the San Francisco Examiner says, “‘it
is absolutely within the power of Duns-
muir & Sons, who own the Wellington
mines, to govern’ the price of coal in this
city,” (San Francisco), there will be no
advance of two dollars, or any other sum,
in the price of coal in that market. Duns-
muir & Sons have not the slightest inten-
tion of raising the price of coal in Cali-
fornia above present figures, We trust,
now that the truth is forced wupon our
Victoria contemporary, it will correct the
mistake it has made. If it had the slight-
est desire to be accurate it could -easily
have found out here whether thovc was
any foundation for the paragraph which it
quoted from the San Francisco Examiner.

TO THE PACIFIC.

An item in our news columus yesterday
should not be lost sight of by all.who are
interested in the welfare of Victoria-
The Grand Trunk has reached Winnipeg
through "its American connections, and
now proposes a line to the Pacific Coast.
This line will in all probability take the
route by Prince Albert and Edmonton,
and cross the Rockies by the Yellow Head
Pass. Whether that should prove the
case or not there should be no stone left
unturned on Victoria’s part to secure
that she shall be the terminus. A short
time ago a proposal was made in the
council to offer a large bonus towards the
bridging of Seymour Narrows. - That
proposal fell through for the moment be-
cause there was no sign of any railway
from the east. Now, however, the hour
has come when a decided step should be
taken, so that the western terminus of
the Grand Trunk Railway shall without
doubt be fixed here. It is scarcely
necesary to point out ' the ad-
vantages of Victoria as a terminus
over any point on the mainland,
because these advantages have been
admitted by the most competent author-
ities. First: We are within a few hours
of the Sound ports to the south of us,
and when the new ferry scheme between
Beecher Bay and the American shore is
carried out we will be separated from the
southern railway system by only a '‘half
hour’s steaming. Second: We have the
San Francisco traffic already by the week-
ly steamers, and with direct communica-
tion with the east that traffic would be
indefinitely increased. " Third: We have
the magnificent harbor of Esquimalt,
which is sufficient for the accommodation
of the world’s fleets, and is of easy access
in all conditions of the weather. The
China steamers are now often delayed be-
tween Victoria and Vancouver, and by
discharging their tea into Grand Trunk
cars at Esquimalt, at least twelve hours
would be saved and often twenty-four
in the transit across the continent.
Sailing ships cannot reach the mainland
without large expense for towage, which
would all be saved by making Esquimalt
the great maritime harbor of the Pacific.
Now, the question is, what are we pre
pared to do to welcome the Grand Trunk
Railway into our city ¢ Surely cur Board
of Trade and Board of Aldermen
will at once take up this subject
and allow no petty mossback reasoning to
prevail in this great crisis of the city’s
history. If proper steps are now taken
in this matter there will be no difficulty
in dealing with the Grand Trunk Rail-
way Company, and depend upon it, they
will be quick to see the advantages we
are able to offer them. The main qués-
tion to be discussed is, of course, what
bonus the city is prepared to offer the
Company to make this their terminus.

Seeing the peril-
ous position in which that garrison is
placed, it is no wonder that:Lord Ran-
dolph Churchill censured the Government
for their inaction and apathy, and im-
plored them to send sufficient relief to
the beleagured garrison before it is too
late. The Government, of ‘course, de-
fended the course they ‘are pursuing.
They maintained that the troops are in
no immediate danger, that their black
allies are brave and loyal, and that the
reinforcements sent will prove amply
sufficient. But as Lord Randolph ex-
pressed the opinion of experienced mili-
tary men, and as his influence with the
Tory party and in the country is great, it
is not by any means likely that the Gov-
ernment will disregard his appeal and re-
monstrance. - They will, now that the
nation’s attention has been directed in so
marked a manner to the position of the
