Viceroy Curzon’s Address Re-
celves More Atention Than
Thibetan Battle.

St.  Petersburg,  April 2.—A Tokio
despateh reporting that ‘members of the
United States legation tiaere are mak-
ing enthusiastic speeches on the oc-
casion .of the  Perry banquet given at
Tokio Mareh ~31st, in commemoration
of the fiftieth anniversary of the sign-
ing of the Pemry treaty between Japan
and the United States, arouses much
comment here in view .of - President
Roosevelt’s proclamation enjoining strict-
est neutrality of word ‘and “speech on
the part of all government ofticials.

lish-bating ' in Russia is decreasing,” as
it tends to revive animosities. ut,
coming from Lord Curzon, the words
carry less weight, perhaps, than they
would from otfier quarters- His lord-
ship is leoked wpon -as having bis own
special policy for India, as Ceeil Rhodes
lad for South Africa The Bourse Ga-
zette in an editorial entitled “A Voice
I'rom India,” says all of Lord Curzon’s
speeches have the fundamental idea of
the shadow of Russia on the Indian
frontier. Lord Curzon says: “We do
not want Thibet, but no other country
shall have it.” Lord Dufferin said the
same thing about Nepaul, Burmah and
Kashmir, = British .arms have already
carried death into Thibet, which is part
of the (Chinese Emnpire. The purpose
is to take . Thibet and Tan :a railroad
through China in order’ to be able to
place troops there quickly, We wonder
how France, in view of the projected
Anzlo-French entente, will regard Lord
Curzon's avowal of the designs cherish-
ed on southern Persia and Siam.” The
editorial concludes: “The powers having
interests in China will do well to medi-
ate upon these things.” % G

ment at the speech of Lord - Curzon,
“whose words ring like a challenge.”

Annyal Report of
Fisheries Inspector

Review of Last Season’s Opera-
“tlons Made to the Depart-
ment.

8Sir,—I have the honor to report that
during 'the past spring and summer }
was engaged. in consfruchiig the salm-
on hatchery at Seton lake, for which
moneys were appropriated in June, 1902,
and that during the fall 1 ¢arefully in-
spected the greater part of the spawn-
ing grounds of the XKraser river and
fts tributaries, visiting all the sections
where observations were made in 1901
and 1902," with the exception of the
Quesnel lake district. Owisghto being
engaged at the Seton lake hatchery

able to visit the fisheries at Rivers in-
let, tne Skeena and other less import-
ant. portiern points during the salmon
Tun thig year. "Consequenthy; the ob-
servations contained in this report are
confined to the salmon of the KFraser
river. During the last epring and
summer I condueted a field investiga-
tion of the life of the young sockeye in
fresly water. The amount of informa-
tion - obtained; ‘and the deductiens ‘made
therefrom, will be found in the con-
cluding pages of this report. .

It is well known that the run of salm- |
on in the I'raser river -during = the
past. season wias the poorest in  many
years, The scarcity was largely con-
fined to the sockeye (0. nerka) variety,
though all varieties showed a marked
decline. . As the sockeye is the ‘great
‘commercial salmon of the [Fraser, its
failare to Tun as abundantly as usual
entailed a great loss upon both the
fishermen and canners. But what is of
far greater importance to the govern-
ment, the fishermen and the ecanners
than the remarkable decrease in- the
catch, is the faet that the number of
isockeye  which "reached the  spawning
grounds of thie Fraser this year was so
small as 1o seriou$ly threaten the de-
struction of tnis great industry. For I
can positively state, from personal eb-
servations, tha:z the run of sockeye to
the Fraser watershed above the great
cauyon (which includes the Quesnel,
Shuswap and Seton-Anderson lakes
sections) was a failure, and that virtu-
ally no spawn to produce a future run
was deposited there this year, though,
combined, these lake regions constitute
what ds believed to be 75 cent, -of
the natural spawning gretinds of - the
sockeye of the entire ¥'raser river
1ters] ... This statement, which may

SOonably ' Glarm ™ thoSe interested, is
made after a most careful inspection of
the spawning grounds during the past
three seasons. y

I believe that the decrease in the run
and the absence of fish upon the spawn-
ing grounds this year is attributable to
excessive fishing. . An investigation of
the conctious existing on the fishing
grounds for the past five years amply
demonstrates: that to be the cause. And
the small cateh and the empty spawn-
ing beds of the ¥'Vaser, this year and
last, prove if,

In my report last year I had oceasion
to review in detail the conditions ex-
isting upon the fishing and epawning
grounds of the Fraser, in which 1
sought to ‘trace the movements of the
sockeye from the sea to the Tiver, and
attempted to show that too great
a proportion of the sockeye was being
captured in the poor years, that an in-
sufficient number reached the spawning
grounds, and that there wgs urgent
needs of giving greater protection to the
fish. In that review I sought to show,
as others have done, that the greatest
movement of the sockeye seeking en-
trance to the Fraser passed through the
American channels of Puget sound, and
called attention te the fact that there
were no limitations, either' of time or
method, placed wupon .the capture = of
sockeye in thcse waters, and that in
consequence all, or -most all, the fish
which attempted to pass through those
channels were captured by trap, purse
or drag nets. It was also shown that
in our waters, though fishing was pro-
hibited until July 1st ‘and that a week-
ly 86-hour closed seasom was ‘enforced,
and that the fishing was cobfined to the
use of gill nets, there was an excesslve
number of such nets being used.

My observations during the past sea-
son confirm these .predictions.. Sinee
that time there has been no improve-
ment in these conditions eXisting mpon
the fishing grounds. They remain in
the same deplorable state. There is no
occasion for surprise that no greater
restrictions have been placed mpon our
fishermen in view of the faet that the
whole burden “of proteetion , already
falls uwpon them, while the Americans
continue to take every fish possible
during the entire time they are in their
waters. If the’decline in this fishery is
due to excessive fishing, as 1 have al-
ready asssrted, the censure for it rests
priucipally, if not ‘wholly, at the. door
of the state of Washington, as the un-
bridled fishing conducted in her waters
ig. indefensible and . unjustifiable, and,
if continued, will wipe out ' the ealmon
fishéry_of thre Fraser. We are told by
some Washington officials that the de-
crease ili th'e'ran of salmon is oceasion-
ed by the failure to'provide adeguate
hatcheries; that only by their’ establish-
ament -‘edn ‘the Tun be -maintained, and
it is even proposed that the people in-
terested in the fishing industry in the
state of Washington will, if permifted,
construct and operate extensive hatch-
eries on the Hraser. It may be that the
great capuing interests of Washington
believe this, and are the authors of this
movement, and would willingly eontri-
bute towards the builfing and mainten-
apce of extensive hatcheries. = They
would certainly be justified in .<doing so,
but until -they secure the passage of
suitable protective legislation governing
their own fishing methods, there swould
seem to Le a lack of sincerity in their
suggestion tliat is apparent to any one

existing there, und which so seriously
threaten ‘their own interests and ours,
No hatchery system, however extensive,
can be vevised that will maintain the
ran of sockeye in the Iraser from eggs
obtained from its waters, unless the
fishing is so reguiated as to permit the
free passage of a sufficient number of
fish to reach the spawning - grounds
eaca year.

Big Game !
Hunting In B. C.

Telegraph Treek an Ideal Spot
to Outfit for Good
Shooting.

Moose, Cariboo, Big Horn And
Grizzly Bear lu Abupd
ance, -

. It has been sdid by some that the
days for big game hunting in British Co-
lumbia are over. This is entirely er-
roneous, and ‘Mr. John Hyland of Tele-
graph creek, who is at preseut visiting
the city, gave the Colonist yesterday
a few faects respecting big gathe in the
vicinity of his home which are worth
makiug . public.. He says 'that within
sixty miles of Telegraph creek big game
abounds, and that he_keeps a staff of
experienced guides ready for‘service at
all times. hese men are. thoroughly
conversant with the country in every
direction, can pack, cook, make camp,
find the game and when shot, skin and
cure the hides. They also thoroughly
understand getting the heads, claws,
etc., ready for transportation to the tax-
idermist and to a man with means, a
big game hunt can be made very sim-
ple and certain of results.

The game laws: of British Columbia
prohibit a non-resident of the province
from shooting big game unless a license,
which costs $50 is first obtdined from
the provineial government. This Jicense
entitles the holder to shoot and preserve
double the number of moose, cariboo
and big horn -as the ordinary resident,
who can shoot without a license, is al-
lowed to.

Telegraph creek ' is . accessible -both
winter and summer. - In ‘summer the
Hudson’s Bay Company operate a river
steamer o the Btickeesy from Wrangel,"
and when the river is trozen dog teams
and sleighs are used. Mr, Hyland’s last

ported in last Friday's issue shows how
quickly the trip can be made with good
material.

The season for moose, cariboo and big
horn starts in September and heads are
good until about the 1st of January,
when the males lose their horns and
the heads consequently are wortliless as
trophies of the chase. Moose are found
in abundance towards Dease lake, a dis-
tance from Telegraph creek of about
sixty miles,

There are excellent ‘trails everywhere
and pack horses can be taken and the
hunters .can ride. The guides kuow:
exactly where the game can be found
and hunting in this country is a matter
of pure and unalloyed pleasure. Cari-
bou are found in much the same local-
ity as the moose,. only higher' up -the
mountains. Big horn ecan- be obtained
mnearer and are in abundance within
thirty miles of Telegraph creek.

Grizzly bear are very numerous on the !
Btickeen river and ~at Shesley lake, |
north of Telegraph - creek. : All other
species of bear abound and magnificent
sport is obtainable all the year round.
The ‘sking are good from September to
May and it is an easy matter for a
good shot to obtain specimens of brown
and cinnamon bear, while persons who
do not mind taking a chance at a griz-
zly can always get ount if so minded.

“There is no better fishing in the
world,” said Mr. Hyland. “Trout
abound in the rivers and the lakes are
full of good edible fish. In the spring
and fall geese and ducks are on the
rivers and marshes in immense quanti-
‘ties and the pot.can be always stocked
with such lainties. There are also
ptarmigan, blue, ruffled and Frankiin
grouse in abundance. The ducks and
geese can be knocked over 'with sticks
in moulting time and the Franklin
grouse, or, as it is called in the up-
country, the fool hen, can be killed with
a stone or stick at any time. Of course,
this is not sport. but the larder has to
be kept going when a party of guides
and bunters are on the trail and these
delicacies help. very materially. The
Indians, who are usually sent as guides,
can make a most appetizing dish out of
porcupine, They skin and . clean the
animal and roast it over a big fire sus-
pended from a-pole, keeping it spinning
all* the time it is - cooking.. They also
make most excellent soup out of the
flesh.” E

THE LAMORNA.

Heavy speculation was reported yes-
tenday on the British ship Lamorna,
sailing from Tacoma thirty-two days
ago, and believed by many persons to
have been lost off the coast of Van-
couver ' during' the great storms early
last month, says the San Francisco
Call. - Almost without exception the
epeculators are playing the ship to ar-
rive, and the amount ‘risked promises
to be a record-breaker in local specula-
tion on everdue ships, In spite of the
reports received from the North, as be-
fore reported, many shipping men re-
fuse to believe that the ship met with
serious , disaster on the .northern. coast,
and they are willing to take chances on
her arrival at Queenstown. The rate of
remnsurance was dropped yesterday from
90 per cent to 85 per cent..

THE JEFFERSON

A Picturesque Launching Was Expected
at Tacoma Yesterday Evening.

The Tacoma correspondent of the

‘Seattle Post-Intelligencer sent the fol-
lowing yesterday about the launching
of the steamer Jefferson :
. Mhe mew steamboat Jeffersom, belong-
ing to the Alaska Steamship Company,
will be Jaunched from the Puyallup river
shipyanrds at 6:15 p. m., or extreme high
tide, Saturday. Much preparation has
ibeen made for the event, and ‘it will ve
one of the most picturesque launchings
ever scen in Tacoma.

The Dolphin will bring Miss Francel
Hastiugs, of Port Townsend, who is one
of the society leaders of that place, and
i3 a daughter of a well-known shipping
man, and who will christen the - Jeffer-
son.

The members of the Chamber of Com-
merce will gather at the doek and greet
the members of the Port Townsend
‘Chamber of Commerce and the officials
of that ecity, who may come on the
Dolphin. The visjtors will: be escorted
about-the dt{ and entertained, until the
time for the launching arrives,

Several of the bands of the city will
also be in attendance, and it is probable
that, uniting with the band that will
accompany the Dolphin and the hun-
dreds of invited guests and spectators,
a parade will march from the city
across the Eleventh street bridge and
over the mud flats to the shipyards to
view the launching. The Dolphin is due
to arrive here at 4 p.m.

The Jefferson is one of the most beau-~
tiful ships ever -turned out in Macoma.
She was constructed by E. W. Heath.
The contraet for the building of the
vessel was let last fall, and the keel
was laid October 8. She will be ready
for her machinery when she touches the
water of the Sound tomorrow evening,
and June 1 she will be twrned over com-
plete,

The main idea in the construction of
the vessél has been strength, carrying
capacity and comfort for the passengers.
(She is built to accommodate about 250
passengers and will easily carry 1,000-
tons of freight. She is 225 feet long,
thirty-eight feet broad, with a twenty-
eight-foot molded depth and seventeen
feet depth of hold. Her gross tonnage
is 1,400 tons. 5

(Her engines will be furnished by the
Heffernan ‘Works, will be triple expan-
sion, 1,500 horse power. Scotch marine
boilers, tested to 180 pounds, will fur-
nish the steam. Eight hundred thousand
feet of lumber, 125 tons of bar ironm,
bolts and spikes and 18,000 Eastern
locust trenails have been used in her
construction,  When entirely completed
the steamer will have cost about $200,-
000, and possibly a little more.

Four hours later on the same day,
says ‘Captain Hansen, he was five miles
astern of the.ship, which was painted lead
color-and had six topgallant yards and Do
royals. Captain Hansen reported that he
and his erew recognized the ship as the. La-
morna, having passed out of San “Juan
de Fuca strait on Magch 1st in company
with the ship. A telegram sent yester-
day to Redondo for the purpose of verl
fving the reported sighting..of the ship,
brought a confirmation of. ‘the report
from <Captain Hansen, who said that he
could not. possibly havé: been mistaken
in his identification of the Lamorna.

Captain Hansen’s, report caused more
excitement in reinsurance circles than
has been observed for many months.
Though the rate on the Lamorna had
been as high as'90 per cent following the
reported discovery of wreckage from the
shin on Vancouver Island,  and was
standing at 80 per cent yesterday morn-
ing, M. A, Newell & Co., immedlately
ceased selling reinsurance on the vessel,
and wired the fresh mnews to Lloyd's.
Many men who wished to speculate on
the ship were turned away. This mom-
ing, it is expected, a response to Newell
& Co.’s telegram will be recelved from
London, authorizing a much lower rate
for reinsurance. Speculators who inm.
vested at 80 per cent are already sure of
having made money, for they will he able
to sell ont at the low rate expected to be
posted.

The Tamorna is commonly supposed tu
have foundered oft the Vancouver coast.
‘The sighting of the vessel by Captain
Hansen of the W, H. 'Smith on March Tth,
385 miles to the southward of Vancouver
Island would, however, make it appear
that she could not have been Blown sc
far northward. Her subsequent speaking is
daily .hoped for; and in the meantime the
new rate for reinsurance that is to be re-
celved today from London is eagerly awalt-
e by the speculatdrs. Thousands of dol
lars have already been placed on the ship;
all on the bnsis that she will arrive,
