|matter should be dealt with at once, 
and spoke strongly on the matter of 
the seriousness of this contamination. 
It was an outrage, he said, that one 
man, who seemed bent on doing all 
he could to annoy the town council, 
should be allowed to stable a horse in 
the vicinity of the town’s water sup- 
ply, when the filth from these animals 

icould not but flow into the reservoir, 
from which thousands of people were 
depending for water for domestic pur- 
poses. This matter should be dealt 
with at once. Alter some further dis- 
cussion the Town Solicitor was ask- 
ed to write Mr. Wallace a letter in 
reference to this matter, stating the 
wishes of the Council and stating that 
action would be taken if the work 
was not stopped.

The councils then adjourned.
