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From Emerson and Gretna to Port Arthur
the rate has been reduced"from 34¢ to 25c; |
Dominjon City from 33c to 26c. These rates
offer considerable advantage to shippers
from these points, and as yet a very small
quantity of this season’s grain has gone to
Duluth. The Port Arthur elevator is ae-
tively employed and the large lake steam-
ers are now engaged in carrying wheat,
The Ogilvie Milling company received at
Winnipeg last week 80,000 bushels of
wheat, most of which passed through for
Montreal. The quality of the grain is
much better than last year. Winnipeg
whest quotations are: No. 1 hard 78¢, No.
2 hard 69¢, No, 1regular 68c, No. 2 regu-
lar 64¢, rejected 30 to 45c. Beef cattle
are cheap, 4 to 4jc live weight. Manitoba
appears to be making her own supply of
butter now, the article being as cheap

Municipal Reform.

The national club has set a good ex-
ample to citizens generally in devoting an
evening to the discussion of municipal
politics. It isa common saying that rep-
resentative government is on its trial, and
certainly if this is true of representative
government in general it is precisely true
of its application to municipal adminis-
The present city government is
not satisfactory, and many intelligent peo-
ple, wearylof the blundering and jobbery
which are forever cropping up, are begin-
ning to think with favor of a body of paid
commissioners. This would be indeed an
heroic remedy, and before it is resorted to
the representative system should have a
longer trial under more favorable con-
ditions,

Two schemes were put forward at the
National club meeting on Saturday night,

~ one by Oliver Howland, the other by

William Houstan. Mr., Howland would
retain the ward system but would divide
the city so that the wards would run clear
across the city from south to north., He
would divide the council into two contin-
gents, the one elected at so many repre-
sentatives for each ward, on the present
suffrage, the other at so many for each
ward on a suffrage graduated so as to al-
low one vote for a minimum assessment
and additional votes on larger assessment.
Inside of the council the members elected
by the cumulative system would have cer-
tain prerogative rights and a large amount
of control in proportion to their numbers.
He would have the mayor elected by the
council and would confine the duties of the
latter as much as possible to legislative
acts, handing over the executive service to
skilled and salaried officers grouped under
several departments.

“Mr. Houston’s scheme is of a somewhat
different character. He would leave the
franchise unchanged, and make no distinc-
tion between members of council after
election. With a view to imposing a
check on the council he would have the
mayor elected by the people, as" now, and
give him a veto on the legislation of the
council, in which, however, he should have
no seat, He would be the head of the ex-
ecutive, and the council would elect its
own presiding officer, With a view to im-
proving the council he would limit the
number of members to, say, 30 for the
whole city, abolish the ward system, and
give each voter the right to vote for,say,ten
each year. This would give a three year
tenure of office,and after each election there
would be at least two-thirds of the council
not entirely without experience, He, like
Mr, Howland, would separate the execu-
tive from the legislative function, and pay
skilled officers to do well the administra-
tive work now so badly done by civic com-
mittees,

Goldwin SMith made a few valuable re-
marks without going into the formulation
of a scheme. He believed the present sys-
tem was chargeable rather with loss from
blundering than with loss from corruption,
and inclined to the view that the represen-
tative system should be abolished and the
whole government of the city handed over
to paid commissioners. Washington, in his
opinion, is the only well governed city on
this continent, and it is administered by
three officials appointed by the president
‘of the United States.

Alderman Smith, and ex-Aldermen Dar-
ling and Ryan gave some useful hints from
their experience, and added much to the
usefulness of the debate. All agreed that
tuller diseussion was needed, and endorsed
Mr. Howland’s proposal that an associa-
tion of citizens should at once be formed
(1) to secure as good a selection of alder-
men as possible for-next year’s council, (2)
to discuss schemes of retorm, and (3) to
press the necessity of important changes on
both the council and legislature, Now
that the movement has been started let all
who feel dissatisfied with the present state
of affairs turn in heaitily and assist in
bringing about a better. The “ward poli-
tician” must go whether the wards do or
not. If theonly way to getrid of him
is to abolish the wards then they must go
also.

Trade and Prices in the Northwest.
The Wionipeg Free Press says, under
date of Oct, 14: A substantial improve-
ment in general _mercantile business is re-
ported throughout the city and province.
This is due to no small extent to the fine
weather with which the farmers have
lately been favored. Good progress has
lately bees made in threshing and market-
ing of grain and a large amount of money
has been set afloat among the farmers,
Dealers in dry goods and groceries have
been specially favored, and report a steady,
active trade. Some merchants eay that
business now is better than ever before,
and also look hopefully to the future. An
increased volume of business is reported at
"the banks and payments from all quarters
are reported satisfactory. _Considering the
depressed condition of trade in eastern
Canadas, it is a matter for congratulation

A Good Law Made kidiculeus.

A good cause may he injured by bad ar-
guments, and a good law may be breught
into diacredit through enforcing it to the
letter while disregarding its spirit. Such
a case is that of a decision just given by
the treasury department at Washington.
The presbyterian board of foreign missions
shipped at Canton two converted Chinese
women with the object of installing them
as teachers in the home mission at San
Francisco. Upon their arrival it was
found that they were not provided with
the certificate required by law and the de-
partment was applied to for instructions.
The collector ot customs has been notified
not to permit them to land and to see that
they are returned to China. The case is
regarded as one of great hardship, so it is
said. [t ought to be regarded as some-
thing worse even than that. Everybody
knows that the object of the law was to
exclude Chinese laborers, most of whom
were coming into the United States in a
condition of slavery, or the next thing to
it. A most righteous and necessary law is
made to appear ridiculous through such
administration of it as this. If*the sup-
porters of the anti-Chinese law are wise

they will have it promptly amended next
session of congress.

Chrisuvian Ethics and Soclal Scienee.

Readers of the Century will notice with
pleasure an interesting and instructive lit-
tle article iu the November number on A
Phase of Social 3cience by the Rt. Rev,
Henry C. Potter, D.D., a gentleman many
will remember having seen upon the plat-
form at the church congrees. The question
he discusses is: ‘“What has religion of the
new testament to say to our modern social
science!” and in the answer to this he
decries the habit of forgetting the prin-
ciple of personal responsibility by selfishly
relieving the evil which results from crime
merely in order to save “ourselves the
tronble of attempting the harder task
of eradicating that crime. This is the
nucleus of the Rt. Rev. gentleman’s argu-
ment, and in this he has unconsciously—to
judge from his brief treatment of it—hit
upon one of the profoundest problems of
modern social science. It is but a part of
that gigantic question: How shall we
elevate the people? To this question the
answers are legion. For example in the case
of the abuse of intoxicating liquors, how
many and various have been the remedies
proposed : absolute coercion, as by the
Scott act; partial coercion, ‘as by the
Dunkin and Crooks acts ; the substitution
of less injurious beverages, as the proposal
to erect coffee houses ; the inculcation of a
moral incentive to temperance, as proposed
by those who advocate the claims of re-
ligion, pure and simple, as the only motive
for virtuous action; and so on almost
ad infinitum, according to the number of
voices that have expressed an opinion on
the subject. And naturally in this nine-
teenth century we must expect this diver-
sity. Owing to the accumulation of know-
ledge, and owing to the want of systemati-
zation of this knowledge, there at present
exists no concensus of opinion as to the
proper and true basis upon which to build
all methods of popular reformation,
Bishop Potter, without, perhaps, in the
opinion of many, penetrating to the very
root of the matter, has yet in a few simple
and earnest sentences gone far below many
shallow and transparently fallacious
theories. ‘‘ When social reforms,” he says,
‘“have allied themselves to the spirit and
motives of the new testament, when a wo.
man like Octavia Hill has gone into the
homes of the poor to reform the evils of
London ten=ments, not with the power of
mere money or mere organization, or
merely scientific theories, ‘but. with the
power of personal sympathy, the situation
has been wholly changed. * And
this is the message of encouragement which
christian ethics brings to our social science
of to-day. How shall we deal with these
urgent social problems of the hour? * * *
save as we look at each and every oye qf
them in the light that streams from thé)
cross of One who gave Himself 10 lift mey
up? In such a spirit is the mighty in-
fluence that is to reach and redeem so-
ciety; and when our whole social philoso-
phy is inter penetrated and saturated with
that spirit, then, and not till then, shall
our social problems find their final solu-
tion,” These sentiments, emphasizing as
they do the value of individual, personal
effort, are in perfect accord with the in-
creasingly prevalent democratic spirit that
now permeates society. When nations
first recognized the necessity for amelior-
ating the conditions of the sick and the
poor, the task was tacitly relegated to
the lcarned aud religious orders; in pro-
cesslof time governments recognizedjtheir

responsibilitics  and erected eleemosynary

institutions; \perhaps in the future, as

Numbers
of steamers are all the time leaving the
principal ports without any paying freight.
This; agrees with a cable -despatch from
London, which #ays that the distress in
the shipbuilding trade in the north is in
creasing. Trade on the Tyneis paralyzed
Forty ocean steamers are didle'at Sunder-
land. Subscripfions are- being raised’ for
the relief of workmen thrown out by the
closing { of yards, The government has
decided to expend a million'pounds on the
fortifications of Aden, Singapore and Hong
Kong. Orders have been sent to hasten
the work.

Charlotte Agnes Scott, the young lady
who a few yéars ago at eighteen years of
age stood high among the wranglers ot
€ambridge university, has been Appointed
associate professor of mathematics in an
American college for women. 'Since com-
pleting her university course at Cambridge,
which did not then grant degrees to we-
men,she hasfour years at Girton and Newn-
ham. Some le -would say that Miss
Scott ought to have confined her attention
to learning how to bake bisguits, darn
socks and perform other household dnties.
Our own view of the matter is that a young
woman of her ability and energy may safe-
ly be left to choose her own<woeation.

The London Economist.estimates that,
iacluding rent, tithes, rates and taxes it
takes £6 per acre tc grow wheat in Eng-
land, and this enlculation does not include
many incidentals, which are alleged to be
more than capabli; of devouring any little
balance that may remain in the farmer’s
favor. The only remedy suggested 'for
this state of affairs is an extension of the
cattle and dairy industries, which bodes
badly for those American farmers who

growing slso, - The éxportation of cattle
does not pay now, and the business is not
likely to improve if the Economist’s ad-
vice be followed.

Another credit $2000, credit fair, I sell
to all these people basing my sales on their
ratings - according to the commercial
encies and in less than two months, all
these houses assign and I find I am in for
losses, and not only myself but scores of
others over the country. The fact is, and
there are few men in business but what
know it, they are not reliable, Their
gources of information are no better, and
in most cases not so good, as the practical
man who comes in contact with his cue-
tomer. The cases I have referred to have
occurred very recently. It would be no
trouble to cite many more, but these are
fresh in the minds of a gocd many to their
sorrow. The point is now, are firms who
are accumulating wealth by giving infor-
mation which is not reliable, and which in
many cases leads to loss, to goon and bleed
the public?
