Duncombe, W, L, Mackengzie and L. J, Pa-
pinean would never have been accused of
pol!tﬁeul—oemi-tremn. as it is called,
They were the noblest of men in their day,
as was Robert Baldwin and Lafontaine
soon after. ‘The old family compact caused
the political trouble of 1837-8 by refusing
to carry out the British system of govern-
ment promised in 1792 by Simcoe. atrio-
tism and loyalty are synonimons and have
been so in England since the days of King
John of Enzland.

In the same
way the poison from the enveuomed arrows
of South American Indians can be swallowed
with safety, provided only that tbere is no
