Bl FIRE IN BEAMSVILLE.

The Business Portion Destroyed—A Hard
Fight—Timely Help From Grimsby—
Ramn Helped the Workers.

BEamsviiLe, Ont., March 9.—About 2
o’clock this morning our villagers were
aroused by the alarm of fire. On hurrymng
Yo the scene.it was found that the general
store of Henry & Oldham was a mass of
fiames. Tt was at once apparent there was
no hope tor dither building or contents, and
the efforts of the firemen were concentrated
on saving the adjoining buildings.

The firemen worked like Trojans and the
officers of the brigade showed excellent
judgment in directing their efforts. But
despite overy exertion of the firemen and
citizens before the flames were brought
under control about 5 o’clock Henry &
Oldham’s géneral store, Ryckman’s tailor-
ing establishment, Cornwall’s dry goods and
groceries, Knights of Labor Hall and C.
Jefiries’ boot and shoe store, with almost
the entire contents, were reduced to ashes.

Fortunately the night was exceptionally
calm, and a heavy rain falling, or there is
no telling where the fire would have been
stayed. As it is, the best business portion
of King-street is in ruins and the loss
almost irreparable,

How the fire originated is a mys-
tery as far as can be learned. When dis-
covered the lower part of the building
was burning so furiotsly that no one
could enter to save anything, -and the
firemen’s efforts were turned to saving
Allan & Co.’s store on the east, and to
keep the fire out of Cornwall's on the
west, They were successful in the for-
mer, but the latter fell a victim, quickly
followed by Jeffries’ and it is very doubt-
ful if it would have ended here, but just at
the critical moment the gallant boys trom
Grimsby dashed up to the scene on the
jump, and almost before it was known they
were here had their machine unlimbered
and went to gvork with a will.

The help was most timely, and our citi-
zens owe them a'debt of gratitude they can-
not svon repay. Henry & Oldham had an
insurance on their stock of some $7300, on
the building $3500. George Beatty had
$2000 on the building occupied by W. Corn-
wall. C. Jeffries had $1500 on building
and stock, part of the latter saved. . W.
Cornwall, loss not known; little or nothing
saved. Mr. Ryckman, n6 insurance;lost all.

Paris, March 9.—TIuterest in the Panama
trial is increasing, ‘and the greatest curios-
ity is shown as to coming developments.

What the city wants, said  Mr. Caswell
yeaterday, is to place the company in the
position of a plaintiff, i.e.,it wants the coms
pany to construct the roadway itself and
allow the courts to decide who should pay
for it afterwards. .

A fine distinction is drawn by the ocoms
pany, says the solicitor, between a per-
manent ' pavement and permanently
laid pavement, The latter, they claim, has
to be laid ona concrete foundation. The
city does not hold with this interpretation,
of the phrase, and it is this point which is
the issue to be decided by the court.

Spadina-avenue, between ;| King and
Queen-streets, was paved wi\ch stone, but
the company held that this whs not a pet-
manently-laid pavement and desired the
city to re-lay it with a concrete foundation.
The city declined and it was intimated to

M. Fontain further admitted that,
acting under the direction of Charles
de Lesseps, he visited M. Blon-

in. He found M. Baihaut there. Bai-
haut said:

““The money in question will be used in
promoting the interests of the country.”

Charles de Lesseps thereupon proceeded
to discuss with M. Blondin the question of
the million francs claimed by Baihaut.
The matter was eventually settled at Fon-
tane's residence,

Robbed Like Footpads.

In reply to the presiding judge, M. Fon-
taue continued: *‘Some of the drafts pay-
able to bearer were 1ssued to pay for ad-
vertising, and others to satisfy the robbers
who had waylaid us like footpads.”

This closed the interrogation of M.
Fontane for the time being and next fol-
lowed the great sensation of the day.

M. Baihaut was called upon to answer
interrogatories, the presiding judge ad-
dressing the questions to the accused. M.
Baihaut showed a disposition at first to
throw the blame upon M. Blondin who had
acted as the go-between in the negotiations.
Baihaut ‘said:

“I acted at the instigation of Blondin, to
whom I gave 7500 francs. I have wished
to restore the money I received, but I fear-
ed ‘thereby to accuse myself.”

Up to this moment M. Baihaut had
spoken clearly and with apparent self-con-
trol. Now he broke down, ana with a piti-
ful expression of sorrow and despair he ex-
claimed in a broken voice:

Asked Pardon From France.

I acknowledge having been led astray.
I am guilty! My words express my grief,
and repentance I feel. I donot understand
how I could have fallen so low. I ask par-
don of my country, whose good name I have
perhaps sullied!”

As soon as M. Baihaut . regained his self-
control, he said: “I submit in advance to
any sentence which the court may pass
upon me.”

M. Blondin was questioned by the pre-
siding judge-as to how he came to act as
intermediary between the Panama Com-
pany and M. Baihaut. He admitted that
he had settled matters connected with the
Esyment of the bribe. Charles DeLesseps

ad handed M. Baihaut 250,000 francs at
M. Baibaut’s house and 125,000 more in the
lobby of the Senate.

M. Baibaut, recalled and cross-examined
by counsel for the Panama creditors, stated
that M. Blondon had obtained a commission
on the transaction between him and M.
DeLesseps,

In the midst of M. Baihaut’s state-
ment M. Fontaine sprang to his feet
and shouted: *‘That statement is a tissue
of falsehoods. The witness has not spoken
a word of truth.”

‘Turning upon his accuser, M. Baihaut
said, slowly :

“I affirm that what I have said is the
exact truth, and noshing but the truth.”

He Thinks the Whola Herd of Tuber.
culosis-Tnfeoted Cattle Should Have @
Been Slaughtered.
George H. Pope, Dominion Cattle In-
spector, was at the Queen’s last night, and
While chatting with a reporter expressed
himself as confident that by May, when the
cattle dealers would be about ready to ship
their stock, England would remove the
obnoxious embargo and Canadian cattle
will once more assume their former. privi-
leges.

Inspector Pope was surprised to hear
that a herd of Jersey cattle just out-
side the city limits were  infected with
tuberculosis and that the whole herd had
not been immediately slaughtered.

Such tardy actibn, he thought, on the
part of the City and Provincial Boards of
Health was most reprehensible. He did
not see that prohibiting the sending of the
milk to the city would be of much avail, as
the owner could simply use his “surplus
supply of milk fer buttermaking, and as
batter the product of the infected animals
would be as dangerous as when in the form
of milk.

It was his opinion that if news of such a
state of affairs was published in the Kng-
lish press it might result in the total ex-
ciusion of Canadian cattle, as the disease is
regarded with even more horror than
pleuro-pneumonia.

The Inspector states his intention of
notifying Dr. McEachren, Inspector of
cattle under the Department of Agricul-
ture, who he is positive will take the
matter up at once. He also is of the
opinion that if the Local Board of Health
addressed a  commumication to . the same
official it would materiallv aid- their cause.

THAT TUBERCULOSIS SCARE,

TWhy Dr. Allen’s Parthian Shot Fails to
Create Alarm.

The statement that tuberculosis existed
to an alarming extent in a herd of cattle up
Yonge-street seems to have been an absurd
exaggeration of the facts, and as to the milk

rom these cattle being supplied to citizens
there is no truth whatever in this part of
the scare. The facts that gave rise to the
rumors are briefly these: In November last
Mr. J. W. Moyes, who owns a fine herd of
Jersey cattle, noticed that one of the ani-
mals appeared sick. Prof. McKenzie was
called in to make an examination of the
whole herd. The' experiment was made
with the new German discovery, tubercu-
line. "The animal suspected gave no
indication of the disease, ut an-
other one, thought to 'be healthy,
showed the symptoms of tuberculosis when
treated with tuberculine. Mr. Moyes vol-
unteered to sacrifice the animal, and allowed
Dr. Allen and others to take her away to
the dissecting room. What conclusions the
doctors came to Mr. Moyes has never been
able to learn. Dr. Smith and several other
experts have also examined Mr. Moyes’
cattle, and not the slightest trace of disease
was found in any of them, exceps the one
referced to. Mr. Moyes says his cattle to-
day are as healthy as any hard in the pro-
vince, and he is naturally not a little
annoyed at Dr. Allen’s bombshell the other
day to the effect that 14 of his cattle were
affected with tuberculosis. This statement
of Dr.- Allen’s he characterized as a deliber-
ate misrepresentation. As to his selling
illthere-was not a word “of truth in. the
assertion. He hadn’t sold a pint of it. He
was not in the milk selling business. As a
matter of fact he buys his milk, as his own
cows’ milk is all used in rearing calves.

A SHORT SESSION.

The House Was Tired Atter the All Night
Debate.

Orrawa, March 9.—The division bell did
not ring in the Commons until 5.30, the
last speakers being Sir Adolphe Caron and
Messrs. Brodeir, Daly, McCarthy, O’Brien,
Hughes, Lav®rgne, McNeill and Fauvel.
Mr. Tarte’s amendment was lost, 71 for to
120 against. There were seven pairs.
Messrs, McCarthy, O’Brien, Jeannotte,
Pelletier and' Dugas, Conservatives, voted
with the Opposition. The vote of the
three last was rather unexpected, as they
had given no intimation of their intention
of voting against the Government.

To-day's procvedingg, in the House were
neither long nor very interesting. The at-
tendance was very slim and there was a
tired look about nearly everybody but Mr.
Foster, who assumed the leadership and
looked as bright and alert as usual.” The
balance of the supplementary estimates
were run through, and ' then Mr. Foster
moved that in view of the long session vhe
House be adjourned at 6 o’clock, which
gave general satisfaction.

DR. TALMAGE IN TORONTO.

HE GIVES A GLOWING LECTURE IN
COOKE’S CHURCH,

A Crowded Audi FEntert: d for Two
Hours—The World- Renowned Preacher
on the School of Her
Taints and the DifEcalty of Overcom-
ing Them--Some Floguent Passages. |

The capacity” of Cooke’s Church, the
largest in the city, was taxed last night to
accommodate the crowds that flocked to
hear Rev. Dr. Talmage give one of his
ropular lectures. TFor an hour and three-
quarters the audience hung on the words of
the famouns preacher, and when he had
concluded they were loth to move, but re-
mained seated and cheering for several
minutes. The world-renowned preacher
and lecturer had a great reception in To-
ronto and the oeccasion will be memorable
to the 2000 people who were present.

Rev. Dr. Potts was wise in only occupy-
ing & minute in introducing the hero of the
hour. Said he;***Rev. Dr. Talmage, the
world-renowned . preacher and lecturer,
will now spetk to you upon a certain
school.”

The Doctor’s Personality,

Dr. Talmage bowed and beamed as he
came to the desk. He is above the me-
dium height, with hair swept back from a
lofty brow, clean shaven, with black frock
coat and necktie, He has an expansive
mouth and most mobile facial expression.
Often he was stepn with rigid features, then
he would relax info pleasantry, his face
lightened’ up with smiles and his eyes
twinkling with the realization of the funny
thing he was saying. He has great
dramatic power,and his gesticulations lent
force alike to the bright and the tragic
tales that he told. His voice is flexible,
but at times very strident. Anon with
spectacles on and off his nose he turned to
his manuscript, ‘but seemed to know his
story pretty well without reference. It
was quite noticeable how Dr. Talmage
baving said some smart or severe thing
waited for the applause, which occasionally
~ailed to come.

His opening sentence was: If we leave to
the evolutionist to @uess- where we came
from, and to the theologian to propheay
where we are going to, we still have left for
copsideration the fact that we are here.
[Applause and laughter.] And we are here
under interesting circumstances. Of all
the centuries this is the best century, of all
the decades this is the best decade, of al]
the years this is the best year, of all the
months this is the best month, and of all
the nights this is the best night. This is
the very acme of history.

Declargs Himself an Optimi st,

Then the Doctor declared himself by
nature and by grace an optimist, apd he
showed it by his subsequent discourse, He
ac‘knowladged that he always had a good
time when he came to Canada, aad
he secured cheers when he said that
in his Brooklyn church after praying for
the President of the United States he was
apt to add *“God save the Queen.”

Then he announced his topic, “The
School of Scandal,” which he said was the
largest in the worid.

“I am gojng to say all the hel
cheerful t.og I can,” and.he kept his
promise to the very letter. He was at
times very funny, his wit corrnscated as
soon as he had said something severe.

Not Disgruntled With the World., |

He declared himself not at all disgruntled
with the world. All wrongs were goingto
be righted. About every 2000 years God,

{ful and

.| he said, turns over a new leaf in the world’s

history. He did so at the Deluge and again
at the Nativity, Soon anether leaf would
be turned, and there would be the rectifica-
tion of all evils, the righting of all wrongs,
the evangelization of all nations.

His first advice in reference to this big
school of scandal was for his hearers to re-
ject all attacks upon character, which were
mostly manufactured in the great factories
of falsehood which run day and night.

Severe on the Tattlers,

Then he told of the longevity of a lie, its
wonderful powers of locomotion and ;the
fearful havoc it can work. :

“You will never make the world' any
better by criticizing or carping as it. If
you ever make it any better 1t will be by
the spirit of geniality.” He exvolled the
virtues of kindness, sympathy, geniality.
1f people were not treated well it was be-
cause they did not treat other people
well,

With great effect the Doctor quoted the
witches’ incantation in ‘““Macbeth,” and said
that where Shakespeare used the word
“‘witch” he would substitute tattler. With
satire strong he stigmatized the respectable
hags of society, and with vehemence he
thundered, ‘‘Cursed be gossip.” i

He showed how the whispered [ie
had ruined thousands, not only 'in
reputation, but in business. “‘Ount upon
these gadabouts, these talebearers, these
scandal-mongers, these everlasting snooks.
[Loud applause.] They are all pessimists.
1 would like to read the funeral sermon
over the last pessimist, but I would omit
those portions relating to the Resurrection.”
[Laughter.]

‘0, those pedlars of nightshade and nux
-vomica!” TheDoctor got very excited and
said some extravagant things. Rather than
be defamers of character he would have his
hearers take razors and matches and do fell
deeds. The wozust assassination on earth
was that of charaeter. [Applanse.]

Some Chivalrous Words.

If it were bad to damage a man’s charac-
ter how much worse to ruin a woman’s re-
putation! = Many a good and virtuous
woman has been whispered out of kindly
associations and whispered into the grave.

And then came this strong sentence: *‘It
there be no hell for such a despoiler of
female virtue it is time some philantkropist
built one.” Whereat the people cheered
and laughed immensely. i

In the next portion of his entertaining
lecture the Doector considered how war
should be made on this scandalization
which disgraces every community in Chris-
tendom. The first method he suggested
was by refusing to listen to gat-
tle—to believe everyone innocent till
proved guilty., Sai he: * There is
only one person worse than the tattler, and
that is the one who listens, The fact is,
you hold the sack while they fill it

[Laughter and applause.] The slanderer

and the man who receives the slunder
should both be hung—the one by the
tongue, the other by the ears.” The
suggestion was a hideous one, but it was
laughed at all the same.

Another piece of advice was, “Dan’t
retail slanders and whi ings; don’t be
gutter-inspectors; don’s cackle.” iIn com-
nection with the last exhortation Dr. Tal-
mage told with gusto the old fable of the
cranes and the eagles. Plenty of other
stories illustrated this part of the lecture;
some wete new, most of them were old,

The Quality of Mercy.

#Do your duty and God will take care of
your reputation,” was another special point
urged. Then said the Doctor, ‘I make a

plea to-night for the ‘merciful treatment of |

the character of others. If we knew what
he or she had to contend against we should
not be so severe.” This led him to treat at
length on hereditary tendencies and family
characteristics,

The strong probability was that the
wrong-doer started life with contaminated
blood, nerve and muscle, Some were born
liars and swindlers. Some were mean and
they couldn’t help it, some wers born
cranks and they wonld be cranks all their
days,

“We Ain't Got No Chance.”

With great pathos and effeot the Doctor
told ot the reply of tattered boys on the
Sunday morning at one of the New York
parks when asked why they did not go to
church, “We poor chaps ain't got 'no
chance.” And then to the surprise of
many he said vehemently,““There never was
a greater misstatement made than when
in the Declaration of Independence it is
stated, “All people are born equal.’” This
was loudly applauded. %

How people reap as they sow was a
solemn theme, with sad illustrations. In

Spite of heredity and environment, the
lecturer said, with the grace of God man
may resist these tendencies to evil. “Do
you know who occupy the highest thrones
in heaven next to the deities? It seems to
me the man who was born wrong resisted
the baneful influence of centuries and by
the grace of God conquered.” [Loud ap-

lause. ]

told in disguise and with a profound effect,
and a vivid Fictnre given of the godly hypo-
crite, the gelf-righteous Pharisee.

The Poor Unfortumate,

Another graphic sketch was how much
more difficult it is for a woman who has
gone wrong to retrace her steps than a man,
He pictured her trying to swim to the shore
and the goody-goody ones stoning her back;
