to the singers on the stage, two bombs, pre-
sumably loaded with dynamite, were thrown
trom the gallery. As the bombs struck the
floor below one of them exploded with &
terrific report. Almost everyone in the
house sprang to their feet in terror and dis-
may. Wild shrieks and cries of agony arose
from the lower part of the house and it was
known that many persons had been in-
jured. Wild confusion prevailed, and
many men, their faces pale with fright,
abandoned the ladies they had escorted and
made desperate rushes for the exits, knock-
ing down snd trampling upon those in their
way without regard to age or sex.

A Fearfal Struggle For Life,
Shrieks and curses were heard on all
sides and pandemonium reigned. Some of
the bravest of the men sought to protect
the women, but they were swept away like
chaff before the fear-crazed mog that filled
the aisles. Men and women, seeing that it
was useless to attempt to. force their way
through the fighting and howling mob,
clim er the backs ot seats and sought
to redeh the door in this manuner. Fifteen
were killed and a great number, of people
were more or less serionsly hurt in ithe
struggle, bus it is considered wonderful
th-; many  more " were not killed out-
right,

otwithstanding the fri?htfnl confusion,
the lower part of the building was emptied
in a few minutes of all but the officials and
the dead and injured.

Women Drenched in Blood.
The stalls were completely wrecked by
the explosion. There were many ladies oo-
cupying these stalls, and a great many of
them were injured, some nfom placing
the number as high as 100. They present-
ed a most pitiable sight. All were attired
in full dress, and as they were carried out
many of them were in a dead faint. - Their
dresses were torn into shreds and their
faces, shoulders and arms were drenched in
blood. They looked as though theg had
been through a desperately fought battle.
Iv said that several of those killed
were thembers of one family that occupied
a stallclose to where the bomb that ex-
ploded fell.
Two Suspects Arrested.

Several persons were removed from the
building with nearly every shred of cloth-
ing torn from their bodies. The only per-
sons who retained their presence of mind
were the officials present. Immediately
the bomb exploded and the singers rushed
in terror from the stage the officials grasp-
ed the aituation. They knew that the
outrage was the work of Anarchists and
determined to prevent their escape. Some
of them ran to the gallery and surrounded
that part of it from which the bombs had
been thrown. Several suspicious charac-
terg were placed under arrest and when a
closg, re-examination was made of .the
prisoners it was found that two of them
were Anarchists well-known to the police.

When the news of the outrage spread
through the city the opera house was quick-
ly surrounded by a great crowd of excited
peopls, who gave veat to their feeling of in-
dignation by cursing the Anerchists and
the police. They insisted that vhe latter
were to blame for'the explosion, as they
should have known that the Anarchists are
still active in the city.

Within the past six months several
Anarchist outrages have been perpetrated,
including the attempt by Pallas to kill Gen.
Martinez Campos, for which the would-be
assassin was shot. The police were very
active for a time in hunting down Anar-
chists, and their efforts were rewarded with
great success, many of the gang talling into
their hands. Much explosive material was
captured and then apparently the police
rested content with their work, leaving the
Anarchists free to plan and execute other
outrages. .

The feeling against the Anarchists is very
bitter, the people believing that this is but
the first of a series of outrages that will be
attempted ta avenge the death of Pallas,
who the night before his death declared that
some of his fellow-Anarchists were sworn to
wreak revenge for his kiiling.

It is supposed the reason that one of the
bombs di«;, not explode was that it struck
the back of* a man sitting in one of the
seats, extinguishing the fuse. The missile,
its fall having been broken and the burning
fuse put out, dropped harmless to the
floor.

A Fac-Simile of the Pallag Bomb,

Among the killed are an American gen-
tleman and a wealthy German. The
wife of the American was injured. As
yet she is not aware of her husband’s
death.

Ward Representation Ought To Be Abol
fshed and the Aldermen Eleoted By
the Collective Vote of the Citizens—A
Board of Control Should Also Be
Chosen By the People,

The Trades and Labor Council called a
special meeting last night to consider the
civic reform schemé that has béen occupy-
ing the attention of the different societies
for some time. The attendance was not a
very large one.

Mr. Robert Glockling occupied the chair.
T. W. Banting, after haviog read the
proposed plan of civic reform,spoks at some
length on the motion that it should be
adopted, pointing out the advantages that,
in his opinion, would be derived. The
" $3 g 4a idad ‘o A id
clause by clause, which was done.

The first two clauses were adopted, but
clause three, providing for the choice of the
Board of Control by the council, gave rise
to much discussion, and finally on a motion
of D. J. O'Donoghue the following resolu-
tion was submitted for the original clause,
which had been rather roughly handled by
the meeting: $

“That the administrative functions be
vested in a Board of Control, composed of
the Mayor, who shall be chairman, one
alderman, selected by a majority of the
Civy Council, and three persons, not being
the Mayor or alderman, elected by the
electorate at large at ‘each succeeding an-
nual muaicipal election; and whose whole
time shall be devoted to the office, and who
shall each be paid an annual salary. All
and each shall be eligible for re-elegtion.”
In considering the remaining clauses of the
scheme the meeting showed itself strongly
opposed to the workings of the present
court of revision, which was characterized
as unjust and practically useless.

"The assessment clauss was altered to read
that the appeals from assessments should be
made to the board of assessors instead of to
the county judge, as the original clause
proposed,

ith the foregoing modifications 'the
civic reform was pted by the
meeting, though far from being unani-
mously.

Several other schemes of reform were pro-
posed and voted down. Finally Mr. John
Armstrong moved the following™ motion,
which evidently met the wishes of the
meeting, for it was carried by a good ma-
jority:

““That the entire aldermanic council be
elected annually by the electorate at large
and that the present ward system
abolished. The number of aldermen to be
elected not to exceed 12, and that they re-
ceive remuneration for their services, this
remuneration to be decided upon.”

THE BRAIN OF WOMAN.

JUST WHEREOF IT DIFFERS FROM
THAT OF MAN.

A Talk With.J, C. Browne—An lmﬂ
Whoe Has Examined 1600 Brains De-

clares Thiat the Two Sexes Are Radically | ]k

Different in Cerebral Nature.

A Westminster Gazette writer recently
interviewed Sir James Crichton Browne
at his home in London..

an expertin questions connected with the
bnhlla' f:vot mB.u wli‘th .g'our views regat 8-
ing Professor Buchner’s argument upon
‘ Ed”Brnin of Women ?” :
*I regard it as ver'iv‘ fallacious in Ltio-
logical argument. he tone of it is ob-
jectionable, too, because it dragsinto the
question the matter of inferiority and
[ ority as between men and women,
which I maintain is beside the mark, for,
ough Professor Buckner is writing a
merely popular article, he is dealing
with the arguments and with the atti-
tude of scientific men in connection with
this gnestion, and he must know that
scientists do not approach the subject
upon this und at all. I-do not say
woman’s mn is of less weight
man’s brain, therefore she is his inferior,
Certainly not. But I do say this; that
there is a_difference between the male
and feruale brain, just as there is a dif-
ference in their formation, Brief-
li, there 18 a mental difference, just as
there is a physiological difference be-
tween the sexes. oman does not pos-
sess the same bodily rtions as man,
nor the same smn“&o muscle,  What
she lacks in these directions is fully com-
gcnsated for by her greater bunt{_ of
ormand grace of movement; in like
manner, although she does not display
80 strong a reasoning and critical faculty
as men, she excels him in quick percep-
tion and intuition,”
GREATER WEIGHT OF THE MALE BRAIN.

*“Would you tell me what are the
structural differences bstween the male
and female brain?’ “First, there-is
that of mass and weight. Noting the
average difference in brain-weight, viz.,
5 ounces, and the av: difference in
stature, viz., 5 inches. I still find there
is still an excess of brain-weight of one
ounee in favor of the male. I have ar-
rived at this conclusion by personal ob-
servation, having weighed the brains of
some 1600 men and women. All avail-
able evidence points to the con-
clusion that the male brain exceeas
the female brain in weight in this coun-
try to an even greater degree than has
hitherto been believed, and I contend
that the smaller size of the female
brain is a sexual distinction, and is not
to be accounted for on the ground of
environment, education or habits of
life,” ‘ i

A STUDY IN HEADS,

“But does quantity necessarily mean
quality ?’—*‘No, it does not, but quantity
is the primary consideration. A large,
massive brain indicates great mental
power. Compare the heads of the idiots
at the Eastwood K Asylum with the
heads, say, of the Fellows of the Royal
Society, and you will find my theory
demonstra Le Bon has made an

—the peasants, shopkeepers and men o
lcienc]:—with the result that the size of
the heads corresponds to the known in-
tellectual capacity of the three different
classes.”

SHAPES OF MALE AND FEMALE B

| the female, and my own observation, as

far as they go confirm Broca’s con-
clusion, and show that while the frontal
lobes are eq‘nlluhveloped in both sexes
the parietal lobes, the center of the
brain, are larger in the male than in the
female, ‘and the occipital lobes are larger
in the female than in the male, and
these Iatter being sensory in their func-
tions impart to her a quicker tion.
So we find that not only is the female
brain less in weight, butit is different in
shape.

LESS GREY MATTER IN THE FEMALE BRAIN

“The third brain difference between
the sexes is one of the convolutional ar-
rangement, The y matter of the
brain is convoluted, and the extent of
surface depends upon these convolutions,
‘We see it through the ‘animal kingdom,
The rabbit and the marmoset monkey
have smooth brains.- Many convolutions
mean much grey matter, and the female
brain, being more symmetrical, like ber
body, and not so much convoluted as
that of the male, has consequently less
grey matter. . Some observations of my
own indicate that the specific tﬁ“it’ of
the grey watter is lower in female
than in the male brain.

THE RICHER BLOOD IN THE MALE BRAIN,

“There is yet a fourth difference to
considsr, a mqst important one, that of
the blood supply. In company with Dr.
Sydney Martin I have made investi
tions as to the size of the great arteries
that supply the brain. These show: that
the diameters of the internal carotid and
vertebral arteries, taken t her, are
slightly greater in the male in the
female; but when the difference in size
of the male and female brain is taken
into account, it will be found that
the - female brain receives a larger
supply of blood in proportion to
its mass than does the male brain. But
again we have to consider that the blood
going to the female brain is rer in
quality than that going to the male
prain, and contains only 4,500,000 cor-
puscles to the cubic millimetre, instead
of 5,000,000. as in the case of the mals ;
also, there is a marked difference in the
calibre of the large arteries supplying the
male and female brains respectively, The
gemeral conclusions of Dr. S8ydney Mar-
tin myself amount to this : That the
anterior region of the brain is comrn.
tively more copiously irrigated with bloed
in men, and the posterior region in wo-
men. And as the blood supFly to an
organ indicates the measure of its activ-
ity, we find that men have a greater sup-

iy of tlood to the frontal lobes of the

ain, where the higher psychical func-
tions are localized ; and in women the
larger supply is to the occipital, which
is mainly concerned in sensory func-
tions, pointing clearly to the intellectual
and emotional differences of the sexes.
All through life the male brain differs
from the female in capacities, aptitudes
and powers.’ ¥ ‘
