DUBLIN, May 2.—A hew chapter in 
Irish history, in many respects the most 
momentous in i»?nératlons, will be re­
corded this week with the inauguration 
of the new Home Rule Partition Act 
This will mark th.e end of the actioh of j 
union, under which Ireland has been j 
governed from Westminster for 120 ! 
years. The week will also witness the ! 
inauguration of Lord Talbot, the new i 
lord lieutenant, who is the first Catho­
lic to hold that office in recent times.

Despite the importance of these de­
velopments, the Irish people appeared 
to-day to await them with the utmost 
indifference. Commenting upon them, 
the Unionist Irish Times, one of the 
most conservative newspapers in the 
country, said: "Under other conditions 
these events might well have been the 
occasion of a great outburst of enthu­
siasm, particularly on the part of those 
who constitute the great majority of 
population. Nominally, the act concedes 
some measure of self-government which 
has been so long demanded, and it re­
moves the last real disability under 
which the Catholic religion has existed 
in this country. The remarkable fact 
remains that not only there is not 
among the people as a whole or, indeed. 
In any section of it, any enthusiasm, 
hardly any interest is taken in events 
that are imminent.”

Lord Talbot will be sworn in to­
morrow with the usual ceremonies, al­
though he will not make the traditional 
state entry into Dublin Castle with the 
old-time pageantry and fanfare of 
trumpets. Later he will issue a proc­
lamation summoning the Parliaments 
for North and South lrelhnd. Writs will 
then be Issued for the returning officers 
in the various polling districts.

Canada took place on the Ca­
nadian Pacific Railway liner 
Metagama, which reached here 
over the week-end. The family 
consists of grandparents, parents 
and grandchildren. They are en 
route to the Canadian West.

The largest party of farm workers 
from Great Britain to reach the city so 
far this spring arrived in London via 
Grand Trunk from Toronto early this 
morning. 1 Including wives and children 
of the married men, there were about 
75 persons. War badges were much in 
evidence, and one young man, late of 
the Rqyal Air Force, told The Free 
Press that every man in the party, with 
possibly one exception, had seen serv­
ice in the late war. There were men 
from Liverpool district, the north of 
Ireland, and various other parts of the 
Isles, but a majority hail from Scotland.

Virtually all these immigrants had 
been provided for in advance, and it 
remained only to notify by telephone 
those farmers who were too busy to 
come in for their help. The wisdom ot 
stationing the Immigration officer at 
the offices of the district agricultural 
representative was shown, for R. A- 
Finn and staff were busy throughout 
the d'ay in giving Information to the 
newcomers and getting them in touch 
with the farmers who had applied for 
help. Several of the latter were on hand 
this morning, and selected the men who 
suited them beet. Mr. Wehlann, Cairo 
brick and tile manufacturer, picked up 
several men who had not great deal of 
farming experience.

The party arrived at Quebec on Sat­
urday, after an eight-day journey on 
the steamer Canada. One man who ar­
rived on Sunday" on the Metagama also 
reached London to-diay. The Canada 
carried 2,300 Britishers coming to make 
their homes in this country, a member 
of the party told The Free Press. The 
majority were for Winnipeg and points 
west.

The natural gas from the wells on 
the Saul farm, east of the city, is free 
from sulphuretted hydrogen, according 
to A. V. Nash, district gas inspector. 
Mr. Nash made a test from the three 
wells about a month ago and states 
that there was no trace of the sulphur 
gas.. With this definitely established 
there is no question as to its use for 
both lighting and cooking. Gas regula­
tions will not permit the use of gas 
containing sulphuretted hydrogen for 
illuminating purposes.

There are three wells on the property 
at the present time and members of the 
company who control the product esti­
mate the flow at 1,000,000 cubic feet per 
day, which is said to be approximately 
the daily consumption of artificial gas 
in London. A fourth well is being sunk 
at the present time and It is expected 
that this will be completed within a 
week. If this comes up to the expecta­
tions of members of the company this 
fourth well will add another quarter of 
a million or more cubic feet per day 
to the output.

NEW MODERATOR.
Mayor Little announced at a meeting 

of the London Railway Commission at 
noon to-day that the Dominion Railway 
Board would render a decision in re­
gard to beginning track elevation in 
London some time this month. The 
first order will relate to construction of 
a subway under the G. T. R. tracks at 
Egerton street. He also stated that 
efforts were being made to have the 
railway board sit here In order that 
every member of that body might be­
come familiar with London’s level 
crossing problem, with which is linked 
up the safety of citizens’ lives and the 
value of bordering property.

At that session of the Dominion Rail­
way Commissioners Sir Adam Beck sug­
gested the switching and car handling 
agreement between the London & Port 
Stanley Railway and the M. C. R. could 
be adjusted. Sir Adam pointed out that 
the city’s railway had carried out faith­
fully its five-year contract with the M. 
C. R., although that contract had 
proved unprofitable. An endeavor had 
been made to have the M. C. R. sign 
a new agreement, now that the five- 
year period is up, but that company 
had delayed the matter, no doubt, in 
his opinion, in the hope that falling 
prices would benefit them.
ADVISES ACTION.

Mothers’ allowances and 
illegitimacy, which may also be classed 
under the head of child welfare, will 
also come up for discussion on Tuesday 
morning.

A report will be heard on motion 
pictures and other matters of public 
interest on Monday, while on Tuesday 
afternoon the minimum wage law will 
be handled by Prof. J. W. McMillan and 
the rural community problem by Rev.

AID SENT BY HALIFAX.
Town of Stemiacke Menaced By 

Early Morning Blaze.
HALIFAX. May 2.—A disastrous fire 

broke out in the Town of Stewiacke 
after 2 o’clock this morning. One hotel, 
five stores and several dwellings were 
burned.

The fire broke out in McNutt’s barn 
and,xfanned by a high wind, the flames' 
spread quickly to McNutt’s hotel, which 
is on the main street. The guests were 
aroused and all made escape in safety. 
The hotel was destroyed, with nearly 
all its contents. At 3 o’clock the fire 
was spreading rapidly and calls were 
sent to Truro and Halifax for assist­
ance. Special trains were made up and 
firemen and apparatus were sent from 
both places. Among buildings burned 
was a branch of the Royal Bank of 
Canada. Stewiacke is on the line of 
the C. N. R. 47 miles from Halifax.

Demonstration In North Sea 
May Back French Advance.

COUNCIL AGREES.
LONDON, May 2.—The allied 

supreme council, after receiving the 
report of the council of foreign min­
isters to-day, agreed In principle to 
the plan of Foreign Minister Jas- 
par, of Belgium, providing for an 
ultimatum to be presented to Ger­
many. The terms already agreed 
upon Include provision for guaran­
tees aifd for penalties to be en­
forced from time to time should 
Germany fall to meet the conditions.
LONDON, May 2.—^Associated Press 

Cable).—Germany must give, by May 
12, a categorical answer—yes or no— 
to the allied reparation demands or suf­
fer the Infliction of military and naval 
penalties, according to the terms of an 
ultimatiyn drawn up by the allied for­
eign mfnisters to-day and submitted 
to the supreme council for Its approval.

The allied foreign ministers first met 
and completed the draft of the ulti­
matum, which provided that Germany 
should be advised of the allied terms 
within four days from to-day and then 
would have six days, or until May 12, 
within which to give an answer, yes or 
no, without conditions, the negotiations 
being considered at an end.

A British naval demonstration in the 
North Sea was stated to be one of the 
consequences to follow a refusal by the 
Germans to yield to the allied demands. 
EXPECTED TO YIELD.'

The supreme council did not finally 
act on the ultimatum, but adjourned, 
after an hour’s consideration of it, un­
til 5 p. m. Word from Paris showed 
that the French military forces were 
making preliminary moves looking to 
the occupation of the Ruhr, in antici­
pation In official quarters there that 
Germany would not give the guarantee 
the allies were expected to demand, and 
that the occupation consequently would 
have to be carried out. It was indicat­
ed that the mobilization of 160,000 men 
of the class of 1919 was imminent.

The proceedings in the council of 
foreign ministers, which comprised 
Lord Curzon, Premier Briand, who also 
is the French foreign minister, Count 
Sforza and M. Jaspar, are described as 
having proceeded smoothly, but the 
document they drew up would have to 
take its final form in the supremo coun­
cil. It was explained. ,/

The interval of a few days provided 
for in the ultimatum to Germany will 
not be for the purpose of negotlatiqn, 
it was stated, but to give the German 
Government time to reflect, the negotia­
tions being considered at an end. 
READY TO MOVE.

PARIS, May 2.—The interval to be 
allowed Germany for accepting the al­
lied ultimatum on reparations payments 
will be 12 days.

The Ruhr Valley will be occupied iim­
mediately afterward If Germany fails to 
accept, the draft of the declaration pro­
vides, according to this source.

The French Government, despite the 
lack of final action by the supreme oun- 
cil in London on the reparations Issue, 
is proceeding with the preliminaries 
necessary to the occupation of the Ruhr.

A brigade of cavalry was entraining 
to-day at Meaux to join a large de­
tachment of Infantry already on the 
way from Lyons, In addition to ar­
tillery from Vincennes and other gar­
risons, now on the move.

TORONTO. May 2.—Practically gen­
eral strikes in the building trades in 
Hamilton and Ottawa, together with 
isolated strikes of job printers in Ham­
ilton, Peterboro and other cities on the 
Issue of the 44-hour week, are the prin­
cipal labor troubles afflicting Canada 
to-day. From all accounts the response 
to the strike order in most of these 
instances was just about unanimous, 
and while negotiations are In progress 
there seems to be, ■ at present, little 
prospect of early agreements between 
the striking employees and the employ­
ers.

In addition to these new strikes there 
are some long-standing tie-ups In the 
pulp and paper industry in Ontario and 
Quebec, and in the shipbuilding works 
in Toronto, as the result of labor dis­
putes.

So far as Canada is concerned, the 
serious labor troubles this year seem 
to be confined largely to the Province 
of Ontario. Reports from other parts 
of the country indicated no very serious 
new disruptions as the result of labor 
troubles.
2,000 QUIT AT HAMILTON

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Some Refuse To Sign Agree­
ments With the Men!

ELECTRICIANS STRIKE.
Wage Dispute At Two Shops 

Only May Day Trouble 
Here.

With the exception of a small strike 
among the electrical workers. May Day 
was absolutely without any labor trou­
bles. so far as the local situation is 
concerned. A disagreement respecting 
wages caused the employees of two 
electrical contractors to walk out, but 
the strike was not general. It is not 
expected that the strike will last long. 
All other trades are continuing at work.

The strike among the electrical men 
developed rather suddenly. So far as 
can be learned, there was no thought 
of any trouble last week, although the 
men were asking a considerable in­
crease in wages. The employers refus­
ed to accede to the demands. It is 
reported that -one of the contractors 
wished to make a reduction in wages 
and this caused the trouble, it is stated. 
The men are receiving 65c to 75c an 
heur. The contractor in question re­
fused to discuss the situation for pub­
lication, but did not deny that a move 
was made to cut the wages.

While all of the other trades are at 
work, agreements have not been signed 
in several instances. Some of the em­
ployers are refusing to sign any agree­
ments this year.
FA*>R OPEN SHOP

According to Secretary Gould, of the 
Builders’ Exchange, there Is a move 
on foot among the contractors to in­
augurate the open shop principle.

"The contractors feel that the build­
ing trades should be open to all em­
ployees,’’ said Mr. Gould. “With this 
in view, some of the employers are re­
fusing to sign agreements this year."

"Then It is not a question of wages 
that is causing the contractors to re­
fuse to sign the agreements?” Mr. 
Gould was asked.

"No,” was the reply. "The employers 
have no intention of making any at­
tempt to reduce the wages arbitrarily. 
The only principle Involved is the right 
of the contractors to engage any men 
they may choose."

What the outcome of this movement 
will be no one appears to know: at 
least, no one cares to express any opin­
ion on the results.

ALBANY, N. Y„ May 2.—With some 
20.000 union workmen in the printing 
building and paper trades in Northerr 
and Eastern New York idle to-day, the 
result of strikes, these sections are fac­
ing the most serious industrial tie-up 
in their history.

The building workers refused to ac­
cept wage reductions of from 10 to 25 
per cent., the papermakers rejected a 
proposal to reduce their wages 30 pei 
cent., and the printers stopped work 
because their demands for a" 44-hour 
week were not accepted by their em­
ployers.

About 1,200 commercial printers were 
not at their machines in this city to­
day. Newspapers continued to be pub­
lished, however, as the men In these 
offices work under separate agreements.

Five thousand mechanics and laborers 
in Albany, Troy, Schenectady and sur­
rounding municipalities did not return 
to work to-day. Ne# working agree­
ments calling for reduction in wages, 
submitted to the nïbn by the Tri-City 
Builders’ Exchange, representing about 
75 master builders in the cities involved, 
were rejected by the unions. t

In Glen Falls, Corinth, Fort Edward 
Schuylerville and other northern cities 
thousands of paper workers are on 
strike in protest against wage reduc­
tions.
SHIPPING TIED UP.

NEW YORK, May 2.—Union leaders 
predicted to-day that the walkout. ot, 
marine workers called yesterday as a 
protest against a 15 per cent, wage H- 
Cuctions would result within 24 hours in 
a complete tie-up of United States ship­
ping. News of the walkout decision 
was wirelessed to all ships flying the 
United States flag yesterday after the 
International Seamen’s Union, the Ma­
rine Firemen, Oilers and Water T^ndere’ 
Union and the Marine Engineers’ Union 
had voted to resign their jobs rathar 
than accept the cut.

It Is estimated that about 125.000 
workers are affected by the walkout. • 
Of these, 39,000 to 40,000 are in thii 
port. ! .
ACCEPT 44-HOUR WEEK.

CHICAGO, May 2.—Acceptance by 
employers in many of the larger cltlef 
of the 44-hour week in the printing In­
dustry to-day appeared to have averted 
a country-wide strike in book and Job 
printing shops, although isolated strike* 
in newspaper plants and job printing 
offices had been called to take effect to­
day. Local officials of the International 
Typographical Union were authorized 
by international headquarters to call 
strikes where employers refused to con­
cede the 44-hour week and at a number 
of cities in the East newspapers were 
suspended by strikes of printers. 
REFUSED WAGE CUT.

BOSTON, May 2.—About 1,800 paper 
workers in New England were Idle to­
day as a result of their refusal to accept 
wage reduction ranging from 20 to 30 
per cent. *

The International Paper Company’s 
plants at Livermore Falls. Chisholm 
and Rumford, Maine, employing 1,500 
persons, suspended operations, and a 30 
per cent, reduction announced at Frank­
lin.

PAPER WORKERS QUIT.

BELLOW FALLS, Vt., May 2.—The 
350 employees of the International Paper 
Company’s mill here quit work to-day. 
The strike order resulting from a pro­
posed wage reduction was obeyed by 
both day and night shifts. The local 
mill normally employs about 600 hands, 
but has been running on a reduced 
schedule.
TO REVISE SCHEDULES.

NEW YORK. May 2.—Presidents of 
the various subsidiary companies of the 
United States Steel Corporation con­
ferred here to-day with Chairman E. H. 
Gary. While no announcement was made 
regarding the object of the conference, 
it is understood that the question of re­
vised schedules would receive chief 
attention.
