Qur next call was at Pernambuco, in
Brazil, a place noted certainly for sharks,
and I believe for sugar, as aleo yellow fever,
ot which there were 47 cases the hour we
were thers. Our Yext call was at the city
of Bahia (200,000), better known to the
people of the north as San Salvador, the
religious capital of Brazil, It is a beauti-
ful place, but we do not wish to waste our
Jimited stock of adjectives here, but re.
