I started from Bﬂdcotown Thurs-
day, September second, on a visit to
the World’s Fair, héld in San Fran-
cisco. My first stop was Ottawa, the
Capital of the Dominion. Many im-
provements have been made in Otta-
wa during the past few years, and it
is now the most picturesque Capital
in the world. The driveways in and
about the city are unexcelled and the
city possesses charms of situation-and
surroundings of which every Canad-
ian may well be proud.

I had a few hours in Winnipeg, and
was surprised to find here one of the |
finest hotels in the world. The Royal|
Alexandra is owned and operated by |
the C. P. R. and was erecied at a cost |
of onée million two hundred and fifty ;
thousand dollars. The furnishings |
and decorations are most beautiful.

I then journeyed to Medicine Hat.
The first thing that caught my attent-
jon here was the street lights burn-
ing full blaze all day, but I soon|
learned that it was a city of natural
gas. On account of the immense flow
of natural gas, Kipling christened |
it “The Town that was born lucky.”

1 spent two days in Calgary, the
largest city in Alberta. It has a|
population of eighty thousand and is
most progressive.

At Lethbridge I visited the Experi-
mental Farm and a large wheat
ranch, here I encountered a terrible
