She
wrote a last, tender measage to her young friends, tell-
ing how precious Jesus was in the valley of the shadow
of death, urging them all to love BHim. On August 2nd
she was taken '** home.” 'The dear mother, who had
been with her day and night, doing everything that
mother love could suggest, aaid to me just after Gertie
died, ‘* T can meet you with a smile this morning, Mra,
Halkett ; my darling is at rest.

Porr Horr.—* The Gleanors” Band looking back
uver the past year, we feel that God has been very near
to us in our Band meetings, and under His guidance and
direction, we have been permitted to once more do our
little part for the benighted heathen of India.

To God's heartfelt presence in our Band meetings we
attribute any of our success as s Band, and each year as
our offering swells a little larger, we feel thut it ia God's
spirit working in our hearts which brings the increase.
For we remember that it is the little mites that count

So nur little mites, joined with those of other Bands,
help to swull the mission furd, and go to far distant
India to preach Christ and Him crucified.

In May 1898 we held our annual entertaimment, which
was a success in every way, 819.10 being raised by free-
will offoring. Nearly every member of the Band, large
and small, took part, and all acquitted themselves credit-
ably.

The mite-boxes which were opened in November and
March yield $16.67. Our thank-offering in February
was not as large this year, ‘only 810.06 being raised.
But our Christmas sale of fancy articles, made by mem-
bers of the Band, brought us $26 26. Every member
contributed in some way to this sale, even the little tots
meking something for Jesus and we all felt more than
repaid for our labour by tho joy it gave us in workiug
thus for the cause of Christ.

Our membership has decreased somewhst this year,
only 69 members being on the roll. The average atten-
dance was 4l.
