“A church can do what an individual disciple
can not, and so can a.district of-Churches do
-what asingle congregation cannot.  Butalthough
reason and the nature of things make this
apparent, it must pass for nothing-as respects
the conscience, if we-cannot show that in the
apostolic churches such co-operations existed,
and that it was a part of the means adopted by
the authority of the Lord for the furtherance of
the gospel.
