and having paid a public tax for that, it must then pay
out of its own private pocket for its own schooling and
worship.  We say this would be an uvujust and penal
law, quite as much so as the law in freland which
compels Catholies and Dizsentets to support the Pro-
testant church. In the State of New Yurk there are
very lurge rumbers of Catholics,—they "will lose,
they will be fined (on uecount of their religion), to the
exact amount of their proportion ol the school fund,
There are also many Germans, and other foreizners,
who are mostly conseientious ITufidels—rhey will be
fined (on aceount of their ivreligion), in the like pro-
portion.  Now, we deny the right of the Stale to fine
nien for their religion, or irrelizion ; and on the puit
of the Catholies, and the Infidels, of New Yok, we
protest against that bill.  Are pious Catholic, or cou-
scientions Atheist parents, tv get no benelit from the
commou schools, unless they will allow the Bible,
printed in English, to be thrust down their children®s
throats, and that daily ?  In shart, we can see no dis-
tinetion whatever Vetween State-eudowed schools,
and State-endowed churches; and the tme solvtion of
the difficalt questions that arize abont public eduea-
tion, is for the State to refuse all meddling with it.
The business of a government is precisely and exelu-
sively to provide for the administration of jnstice be-
tween man and man: to prevent men {rom duing
what will injure other men in person or property. Go-
vernmeut has propeily nothing whatever to do with
the training of a ¢itizen’s mind, the adornment of hijs
person or the saving of his soul.— The Citizen.
