“higher criticism,” which is undermin-
ing faith in the very Bible itself, which
has herctofore always been considered
the infailible rule of the Protestant
faith. It is a noticeable fact that whereas
for the last three hundred years the
Catholic Church has constantly and most
persistently been accused of being op-
posal to the Bible and of using all its
influence to misinterpret and keep it
from the people, at the present time
the Catholic Church is laboring to de-
fend the Bible from the destructive cri-
ticism of Protestants. Leading Protes-
tant theologians are keeping up the agi-
tation, and adding to the general con-
fusion by giving ntterance to the most
novel and often radical views of divine
truth, which furnish mast convincing
evidence of the fact that the legitimate,
lngical tendency of Protestantism is to
seepticism, doubt, infidelity and agnos-
ticism,

When 1 was ofliciating as an Episcopal
clergvman  with strong High Church
procivities, I tried hard to persuade
myself that we had great advantages
over the other denominations, and I put
on airs, snd rung  the changes on our
being true Catholics—not Romanists,
you know—the Ve Media and all that.
But 1 could not always blind myself to
the absurdity of that position. T suw
clerly that we were in the same buoat
with the other denomioations,  In faet,
there was greater conlnsion of doetrine
among us than among  them, beeause
while the Presbyterians, for instauce,
had their unigue, consistent, lat-footed

least, a'l were honm! to adbere tn, the
Episcopal Chureh, which was originally
founded in compromise, was bound to
tolerate a wide Dhititude of opinicu.

The Seriptural aggunient for the supre-
mey of St Peter especially came home
to me with great foree, was surprised
that 1 had never readized the full force
and signitieance of those striking pas-
sages which in the light of Catholie
teaching appeared so plam, so reasonnble
s drresistible. “Feed my sheep, {eed
my luubs” ©I have prayed for thee
thiat thy faith fadl not and when thou
art converted contirm  thy  brethien.”
“I will give unto thee the keys of the
Kingdom of Heaven, whatsoever thon
shalt bind on earth shall be bound in
Heaven and whintsoever thou shalt lovse
on ecarth shalt be loosed in Heaven.”
And to crown all. “Thou art Peter
(2 Rock) and npon this Rock I willbuild
my Church and the gates ot hell shall
never prevail against it The Seriptural
arzument was contplete. The necessity
ol a head and centre of unity and a4 su-
preme final court of appeal to decide
dispules was manifest on the slightest
candid  reflection. The  syllogism—
“gvery organizad body must have a
hiead ; the Churceh is an organized body,
therefore the Chureh must have a head,”
secaied incontrovertible, [ became con-
vinced too that o supreme tribunal of
{inal resort, to mterpret the law and de-
cide disputes was just as indispensable
in the spiritual order as in the natural
order. As without the supreme civil
court of final resort there could be no
order, or wereement, vr harmony among
the people in what concerns their tem-
poral happiness; so without the Su-
preme Spiritunl Court, the tribunal of
linal resort to decide questions of faith
and morals, thers could be no unity or
harmony in those things which pertain-
el to their eternal happiness.

These truths which are so famibar to
me now, then canie home to me with
great freshuess and power and I could
1o longer resist the conclusion.

livery day’s expericnce only serves to
convine me of the wisdom of my
choice, for the temiplations to sceplicism
—‘seientific " geepticism—at the present
time are very greal und I thank Gad
from the bottom of my heart that in the
midst of these powertul temptations [
have the consolation of knowing that I
am sate and at perce in Holy Church I
feel that in her my feet are plunted up-
on thirt impregnable Rock which fer two
thousand yeare has defied the storms of

error, heressy and rchism,and that she
is destined to outlive all the ephetneral
oppusing sssaciations which have been
leagued aguinst her.

My race is nearly run. I shall proba-
bly never have the opportunity to ad-
dress my old friends again. But I shall
nol furget themn, I would to God they
could be brought to see things as I now
see them and 1o enjoy the inestimahle
privileges which are my inheritance.
But in any case I pray that Almighty
God may bless all the survivors of that
dear old tlock of St. Paul’s with the
choicest of His graces and hlessings.

A GRAND CEREMONXY.

BLESSING AND LAYING OF THE
CORNER STONE.

Archblishop Fabre Officlates. — The
Charch of the Holy Sacrament.—
The New Monaatery.—Bketch
ot the superior-Geaeral.

On Sunday morning, the laying of the
comer stone of the monastery and
Churchi of the Blessed Sacrament, situat-
ed on Mount Royal avenue, near St.
Denis stroet, was performed amidst im-
posing ceremonies. His Grace Arch-
bishop Fabre assisted by the Superior
General, Father Tesniere and Father
Estevon of the new order performed
the blessing of the comer stone. The
following detajled report is from the
Herald :—

Although the services were not to
start belore 10 v'clock, as early as nine
tiie basement cr fonndation of the new
church was filled with people. There
were reats placed in the front part for
the ladies. and enough room lelt behind
tor the men to stand, but this was not
suflicient, as crowds lined the foundation
und bundreds watched the proceediongs
from the large open spuce which sur-
ronnds the butlding.  An altar hss been
crected in the open air, where mass was
celebrated,  The choir, in which was re-
presented nlmost every French Catholic
chureh in the city, sang Gounol's solemn
Mass, with full orchestral and brass ac-
companiment.  St. John Baptiste choir
was represented by W. I'roulx, ). Lagace,
. Pillet, O. Terreanit, N, Bleau and
J. B. Courtois : St. Louis choir by Jos.
Hudon, 1. Lubru, A, 1. Ducheneau, A.
Labelle, A. Fournier, J. A. Martin, N. E.
tiroux and others. Dr. Avignon supplied
the music.

‘The scene was beautiful with arlistic
decoratinng, and the residents of the
neighborhood had scores ol flags flying
frum the house tops,

The buildings ara being erected on
the city side of Mount Royal avenue, on
the site directly adjuining the premises
wecupicd by the fathers on their first
establishmient in Montreal. The buil-
dings ae to be of romgh-hewn gray
Montreal stone, and as in the design, will
be plain, though substaniial in construe-
tion. The monastery proper, which faces
atimost duc noith on - Mount  Royal
avenue, will have a lrontage of 60 and a
depth of 80 feet, nnd will be four stories
in height. On both the nurth-cast and
southwe st sides two wings of three stories
in height are to be subsequently added.

In rear of the monnstery proper, will
Lie the spicious chiureh, or rather chureh
and chapel, of the order, for the plans
altow for the ereetinn of Lwo places of
public workship, a lower and upper
church,

The lower one, or crypt, will haven
seitting eapacity for nearly 1,000 persons.
The height of the ceiling to the church
above will be seventeen feet, and the
inside dimensions of the church will be
50 hy 130 feet. It will have four annexes
or small side chapels, in which will be
eight apartments devoted to the confes-
sionals. As it is for only temporary use
aud for carly morning and evening ser-
vices it will be plainly finished, and the
aitars, though substantinl, will also be
plain and  almost entirely without
archictectural ornamentation.

The main building, or the chutch
proper, will be a sanctuary of great
beanty, Its interior dimensions are 55
hy 130 feet, with a vaulted roof tifty feet
above the flooting. The Byzantine style
of archilecture has been strictly adhered
to by the architects, who have spaired
nn pains in earrying out the wishes of
the Rev. Fathers. Tho interior, when
finished, will be very similar in appear-
ance to the celebrated chapel of the
IIotel Dicu. There will be two large
gulleries and organ loft, one above the
other, and the columns supporting these
and the broad dime above the sanctuary
will be light and graceful, The shafts
are round and plain, with ornamental
capitals, and in order to offer the least
pussible ubstruction to the view, the col-
umns will be but 18 inches in diameter.
A double flooring of maple will be inid,
and the balusters, bath for the sanctuary
and the galleries, will &lso be of hard
wooils,

The altars will be of marble and bro-
nze, the design of the mainone beneath
the dome being of great beauty. Behind
the main aitar will bea throne, 35 feet
i height, exactly similar in design to
the one in the church of the mother
liouse of the order, at Paris France. At
the top of this throne will be a reposit-
ary, in which the Holy Sncrament will be
continually exposed. At each side and
in rear of the throne will be two spiral
stairways by which the fathers will gain
aceess to the repusitory referred to. It
is not the intention of the fathers that
the interior decorations will be completed
at the same time as the church, these
will come Jater, and will be proceeded
with as the funds will allow. Thoe entire
building, when completed, according to
tho designs and plans ol Messra. Resther,
will have cost between §10,000 and $45,-
000. The main church, which will have
n seating capacing alone for 2,000 people,

will not be completed until next May,
but the smaller chapel, or crypt, will be
thrown open fot services next Novem-

TUE ORDER OF THE HOLY S8ACRAMENT,

The congregation of the * Very Holy
Sacrament,” 1s of but recent foundation,
The Rev. Father Eymard in 1856 found-
od the onder in Paris. Father Eymard
decided to devote his new order for the
rreater honor of the Sacrament of the
Holy Eucharist, & project which when
Isid before the Holy See reccived the
sauction of His Holiness PPope Pius IX.
In 1863, six years after its foundation,
the Holy Pontiff granted permissinn te
the Fathers to lake perpetual vows,
And it was Pius IX, who again in 1875
gave his full approval to the counstitution
of the order. In 1868 the new onder
suffered a serious loss in the death of its
venerable founder. The society oconti-
nued to flourish, having at times besides
the parent louse in Paris, houses at
Rome, Marseilles and Brussels. The
noviciate of the order was inthe Belgian
capital. The rules recognize no corporal
punishments but directa all efforts
towards the perpetual adoration of
Christ. The society is principally
composed of priests, but lay brothers
are also admitted. Each of the mem-
bers *has to kncel thiee hours, two
in the day and one at night in
adoration before the Holy Sacrument,
while the priests recite appropriate
oftices. The chapela of the order are
opened day and night to give the faith-
{u1l opportunities to aesist at the perpet-
ual adoration practised by the members,
and wherever houses have been establisn-
«d the society, has sprung immedicately
mto great favor with both the ordinary
clergy and liety.

The very Rev. Fuather Tesnicres, the
Superior Generalof the order, is a worthy
successor to the vencrable founder. He
has his head quarters at the parent house
in France, but to show his appreciation
of the great gocd to follow from the eata-
blishment of a house in Canada he came
to Montrerl, to be personally present at
the laying of the corner stone of the
monastery and church, and was present
at Sundays ceremonies.

THE ORDER IN MONTREAL.

The establishment of the order of the
Very Holy Sacranment in Montreal is
comparatively of recent date. On No-
vember 21, 1890, the Rev. Father Esto-
venon, with four other Fathers, arrived
here from Paris.  is Grace Archbishop
Fabre granted permission for the esta-
blishment of a branch house in Montreal,
Fathier Estevenon secured the building,
No, 50 Mount Rayal uvenuc, at present
ocenpied by the order, and a anctuary
for the perpetual adoration of the Holy
Sucrament was constructed and confes-
sionala built.  Success has crowned the
mission. The original little chapel long
since censed to be able to nccommodate
ail those who desired to visit it, which
led to the project to construct o mohas-
tery and large church, the laying of the
carner stone of which was accomplished
yesterday.
