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would be voted at the end of the year on arrears of 1907
and 1908, it was ;

Resolved: To concur in the chief’s report, and that a
report be made to Council accordingly.

(d) From the chief of the Fire Department submitting
an offer made by Mr. Corbeil, proprietor of the building
occupied by No. 25 fire station, Youville, stating that he
would consent to the cancellation of the lease provided
he would be paid an indemnity of $350.

Laid on the table.

(e) From the Superintendent of the Fire Alarm De-
partment, stating the outside equipment required certain
changes, in order to adapt the same, with the new fire
alarm system at the central office, that many fire
alarm boxes are of old pattern, and recommending that
the sum of $33,138.00 be voted for the purchase of 573 fire
alarm boxes at $6.00 each, $3,438.00, and 220 new Game-
well succession non-interference boxes at $35.00 each,
$29,700.00, to replace the same number of fire alarm boxes
which are very old and inferior in quality.

After deliberation, it was

Resolved: That a report be made to Council recommend-
ing that the report of the Superintendent of the - Fire
Alarm Department be concurred in, and that the sum of
$33,138.00 be voted for the said purpose.

(f) From the Superintendent of the Fire Alarm De-
partment informing the Committee that lineman Joseph
St-Pierre was arrested on suspicion of stealing certain
material, and stating that Mr. St-Pierre has been suspend-
ed from duty, awaiting the result of trial, which will ne
cessitate another report.

Filed of record.

g) From the chief of the Fire Department, recommend-
ing that Mr. C. E. Lamoureux, be refunded his deposit
made in connection with his contract for the supply of
firemen’s winter coats and pants, stating that Mr. Lamou-
reux has completed his contract in a satisfactory manner.

Resolved: To concur in the chief’s report and that the
City Treasurer be authorized to refund said deposit.

(h) From the Building Inspector re permission grant-
ed to the Montreal Lumber Co. for the establishment of a
lumber yard, on lot cadastral No. 443, subdivision 3, St.
Joseph’s ward, north-west corner of Notre-Dame and Guy
streets, and stating that the said Company constructed a
Jarger office than allowed by the by-law, and as that office
has only one storey in height, it s in contravention with
By-law No. 207 as amended by by-law No. 218.

Referred back to the Inspector of Buildings and’to the
Law Department with instructions to report thereon.

3—Ald. Mercier drew the attention of the Committee
to the fact that the light at the entrance of the St. Paul
Hospital, Maisonneuve street has been removed, and ask-
ed that the Superintendent of the Light Department be
instructed to replace said light as soon as possible.

Resolved: To accede to the request, and that the Su-
perintendent of the Light Department be instructed ac-
cordingly.

(a) From Mr. A. McKenzie Forbes, M.D., asking that a
light be placed on Cedar avenue.

Referred to the Superintendent of the Light Depart-
ment with instructions to report thereon.

(b) From Mrs. M. W. Gibb, president of the Ladies Be-
nevolent Institute, Berthelet street, asking permission to
paint in white the west outside wall of No. 5 fire station.

Resolwed: To accede to- the request, and that the chief
of the Fire Department be informed accordingly.

5.—Submitted and read a report from Mr. T, Lessard
re defects in the plumbing, heating and draining system
at No. b fire station, Berthelet street.

Was also submitted, in this connection, an extract from
the minutes of a meeting of the Hygiene and Statistics
Committee, transmitting a copy of the sanitary = engi-
neer’s report.

Resolved: That a sub-committee composed of the chair-
man, Ald. Mercier and the chief of the Fire Department
be appointed with instructions to examine said report.
