In articles 3 and 4 of the Protocol, "the Economic and Social Councilthe United Nations" shall be sulbstituted for "'the Council of the League

Nations".

of the present Convention shahl be applied to sueh drug.

"The Economnie and Social Council shail communicate the said r5OI1
mendation to the Contracting Parties. A-ny Contracting Party whi4chprepared ta acept the recoinmeudation shall notify the Seeretary-Gen-erl
of the United Nations, who will inforni the other Coutracting Parties.

"The provisions of the present Convention shaîl thereupon apPlY tthe &btnce in question as between the Contracting Parties who
accepted the recomnnendation referred Vo above."
In Vhe third paragraph of article 19, "the Economic aud Social Couilcil,h'e United Nations" shail be substituted for "Výhs C-ounoil of Vhe eau

,;ations".
The fourth paragraph of article 19 shail be deleted.
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
