
AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT 0F CANADA AND THE GOVERNMENT0F THE KINGDOM DENMARK RELATING TO THE DELIMITATION 0F TuECONTINENTAL SHELF BETWEEN GREENLAND AND CANADA
The Government of Canada and the Government of the Kingdom ofDenmark,

Having decided to establish in the area between Greenland and theCanadjan Arctic Islands a dividing line beyond which neither Party in exer-cising its rights under the Convention on the Continental Shelf of April 29,19581'> will extend its sovereign rights for the purpose of exploration and,exploitation of the natural resources of the continental shelf,

Have agreed as follows:

ARTICLE I
The dividing line in the area between Greenland and the Canadian ArctiCIslands, established for the purpose of each Party's exploration and ecploita'tion of the natural resources of that part of the continental shelf which iflaccordance wîth international law appertains to Denmark and to Canadarespectively, is a median line which has been determined and adjusted bYmutual agreement.

ARTICLE II
1. In implementation of the principle set forth in Article I, the dividing lineilthe area between latitude 61P00' N and latitude 75001 N (Davis Strait aWiBaffin Bay) shall be a series of geodesic lines joining the following points:
