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(3) With the entry into force of this Agreement, the following shall be terminated:

(a) the Agreement between the Government of the Federal Republic of Germany
and the Government of Canada Concerning the Pension Insurance of Persons
of Non-German Nationality Locally Employed at Official Missions and Posts
of the Federal Republic of Germany in Canada, signed on December 19,
1969; and

(b) the Convention on Social Security between the Federal Republic of Germany
and Canada, signed on March 30, 1971.

ARTICLE 29

(1) This Agreement shall be concluded for an indefinite period. Either of the
Contracting States may terminate this Agreement on the 31st day of December of
any year by giving notice in writing to the other Contracting State not later than the
31st day of December of the preceding year.

(2) In the event of termination by denunciation, the provisions of this Agreement
shall continue to apply in respect of claims to benefits acquired not later than the
effective date of that termination; negotiations shall take place for the settlement
of any rights in the course of acquisition by virtue of the provisions of this Agreement.
