2. "Comnpmny" mans iny maritime transport econoni entity registered in tire

texrtory of eitirer Caatxsctiiig Party and/or having s commrercisl presence mu

tira Contracting Psrty, aud engagod mu die operation of veasels in interntional
maritme transport in scordauCe with the lawS sud regulations of that
Contractiug Party. TIb operation of vessais moins that tihe compiny assumes
responsibility for tire vesse opeationaly, flusucially sud legafly. Comrpauy
siso moins joint ventures sud subsidiaries.

3. *Meauber of thre caew' musus any person perforuring, or wiro wttl perfouin,
duies or services on bourd vesseis of one Coetraddung Party during thre
voykge, wiro Irold tire idetlty documents re(erred to iu Article 13 of tIùs
Agreement sud wbose nmes are included in tihe crew ltut of that vesse.
