(e) To take the necessary steps to
facilitate the admission into Canada of
such United States citizens as may be

employed on the construction or main-

tenance of the highway, it being under-
stood that the United States will undertake
g to repatriate at its expense any.such

persons if the contractors fail to do so;

) To permit those in charge of the
construction of the road to obtain timber,

gravel and rock where such occurs on

Crown lands in the neighbourhood of the
right of way, providing that the timber
required shall be cut in accordance with
the directions of the appropriate Depart-
ment of the Government of the Province in
which it is located, or, in the case of
Dominion lands, in accordance with
directions of the appropriate Department

of the Canadian Government.

4, If the Government of Canada agrees to this
proposal it is suggested that the practical details in-
volved in its execution be arranged directly between the
appropriate governmental agencies subject, when desirable,

to confirmation by subsequent exchange of notes.
