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In some cases officers of other departments af the Canadian Govern-
ment -- commiercial, immigration, military, naval, air or others --

are attached ta missions. Thaugh responsible ta their departmental
heads in Ottawa, they also work under the general supervision and
direction of the head of the mission.

The work of a mission is:

(a) ta conduct negotiatians with the government ta which it
is accredited;

(b) ta keep the Canadian Government fully informed of
other develapments of significance in the country
is servlng;

(c) ta watch over Canadals interests in the country;

(d) ta serve Canadians in the country;

(e) ta make information about Canada available.
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
