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the Russian Government for, not 2,000,000
sheils, but 7,500,000 shell, was $15.65, but
that was minus the powdler tube, whieh I
arn assured, costa $2. Then there is a dif-
ferenoe in price between the Ujnited States
fuse and the Russian fuse o~f from 75 cents
ta $1. In £ùther words, the Russian sheli,
made through the Morgan Company, cost
$18.65, whereas the Russian sheli made
through the Canada Car Comnpany ià
costing aMly $15.65.

The Canadian Car and Faundry -Comipany
advaaoed over $3,000,000 before a fuse
was delivered, the Arnerican Locomotive
Company over $1,500,000 and the Arnerican
Car Company over $1,500,000. The ficoval
Company, of ýWaterbury, Connecticut, were
the only makers of fuses in North America
prior ta the war, and they positively refused
the Sheli Cornmittee. To this day they
will not make the Mark 80, and hesitaje ta
undertake the making of any fuse that
conbains aluminum. 'Scovals were offered
$4.50 by the fiheli Committee for British
fuses, but they would not toucb it. The
Canadian Car Company oontract for 2,600,-

000 fuses should have been completed by
March 31, 1916. On this date less than
100,000 fuses had been delivered. American
manufacturers say that the International
Fuse and Arms plant is one of the most ex-
tensive and best equipped plants in the
world. When the American Ammunition
and International plants succeed in get-
ting their graduation and powder ring es-
tablished, they can increase two or three
thousand daily up ta their maximum of
from 15,000 ta 20,000 per day. The graze
fuse is a detonatar. The General Electric
Company had 40,000 rejected last week. The
inspectar assures me that sixteen car loads
also were rejected. The International Steel
and Ordnance Company were ta make first
deliveries of detonators in December, 191â,
but it will be lMay or June before they make
their flrst'deliveries, and the Canadian Car
Company, sub-contractor, is helping thesu
out in the meantime. Now, I propose ta
give a brief summary ta show how these
deliveries are being made by the United
States companies of time fuses, not deton-
ator fuses. It is as follows:

$8,500,000. 1 confess to sorne knowledge of
that particular rifle deal. It concerns 600,-
000 rifles. The 500,000 of these rifles which
are in question, had been shipped in 1913.
I ar n ot raising the -question whether they
were or were not shipped before that, but
they were shipped by the German Govern-
ment to Brazil. It had been hinted that
the situation existing between the United
States and Brazil at that time was flot con-
ducive ta good feeling. It was known that
there were 700,000 ex-German soldiers set-
tled in Brazil, Paraguay, Uruguay and the
Argentine Republic. These rifles were ship-
ped out in 1913 and they are there to-day.
Every effort was made on behaif of the
British Government, I understand, ta secure
these rifles, but in vain. 1 was appealed to
and asked aemi-officially ta report on
the feasibility of 'getting these rifles. J
have no hesitation in say4ng that I very
soon pronounced it ta be one of those
