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Hon. Léo Cadieux (Minister of National 
Defence): No, Mr. Speaker. The problem gen­
erally that we are facing is that since 
have what we call French designated bases, 
we have to provide in some very specific 
trades a manual in French, the translation of 
which would be quite extensive if it was done 
from scratch. The idea behind this particular 
inquiry is to find out whether you could not 
in some specific trade—like, for instance, in 
the navy—use already existing manuals in 
French. This is the only purpose now. We 
have to ascertain whether these things could 
be co-ordinated with the kind of operations 
that we carry out in Canada.

Would the Minister of Jus­
tice consider placing these two films before 
the law officers of the Crown with a view to 
ascertaining whether their pornographic con­
tent is of such a nature as, in the opinion of 
the law officers, to constitute an offence 
against the obscenity sections of the Criminal 
Code? I ask this because there is no other 
way in which Canadians can be protected 
against one or two producers who flout por­
nography regularly on the C.B.C.

Hon. John N. Turner (Minister of Justice):
Mr. Speaker, for that type of subject I need 
the very mature advice of my colleague the 
Solicitor General, who is directly responsible 
for the police. We will have a chat about that.

Mr. Diefenbaker: Now that the Minister of 
Justice has bowed to the superior knowledge 
of the Solicitor General I shall expect a state­
ment to be made at an early date.

Hon. G. J. Mcllraiih (Solicitor General):
I have tried to analyse the significance of 
the right hon. gentleman’s remarks, and will 
take his suggestion under consideration.
